* Reiortini verb + Gerund ...

Ex:  + Peter said, “ I didn’t steal the painting. It’s not me”.

0 Peter denied stealing the painting.

b) Let’s/ Let’s not — suggested + V-ing / suggested + not + V-ing
Ex: + “Let’s meet outside the cinema,” he said.

0 He suggested meeting outside the cinema.

+ “Let’s not talk about that problem again,” he said.

0 He suggested not talking about that problem again.

c) Shall we / It’s a good idea — suggested + V-ing.
Ex: + ‘It’s a good idea to send her some flowers,” he said.

0 He suggested sending her some flowers.
