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Vandegrift High School: Sculpture 
Course Overview: 

The following syllabus outlines the Sculpture class as it is normally offered in-person.  Although we are 
beginning the year in a virtual setting, consider the content and overall information in the syllabus to apply to 
both virtual and in-class settings.  More detailed information about how the coursework will be adjusted for 
virtual learning will be covered in class. 

​ This course will introduce students to the concepts, vocabulary, techniques, and media of 3- Dimensional 
Design. The student will develop skills and a greater understanding of the materials and conceptual possibilities 
of sculpture. We will focus on idea development, using both traditional and nontraditional sculptural materials. 
Projects will be progressively more open ended in terms of student’s choice of concepts and materials. Critiques 
will be used to allow students to reflect on their work and receive feedback from their peers. This course 
requires a high commitment to the safe and responsible use of materials, tools, and equipment.

Grading Breakdown: 
 
40% Projects: This is an advanced art class. We will spend the majority of time in class on projects but students 
are expected to spend time outside of class as well. The effort you put forth on these projects and your ability to 
follow guidelines will determine this grade.  
 
30% Sketchbooks: Sketchbooks should be used in and outside of class to record thoughts and ideas on 
projects.  Clay and sculpture are mediums that require a lot of planning.  
 
30% Participation/Assessments/Critique: Assessments will be taken periodically as a means of assuring 
student learning. All students are expected to participate and contribute to discussions, clean up, group projects, 
etc. With online learning, students are expected to participate in discussions and participate in every online 
meeting.

Supplies: 
9x12 sketchbook  
Pens, pencils, sharpies, sharpener, etc.  
 
This course provides endless possibilities for sculptural exploration, students may be asked to bring in/find 
certain “found objects” to work with. Students are encouraged to always be on the lookout objects and materials 
that could be used to realize a sculptural idea.  
 
**Donated Items are much appreciated: plastic/paper  bags (grocery, shopping, etc), newspapers, magazines, 
old clothes (large shirts or button-ups) hairdryers, clothes iron, plastic bottles (gallon jugs), wire hangers, 
books, etc… 
 
At this time, there will be no course fee for the first semester. Due to the nature of Sculpture classes and the 
amount of materials needed for students to create their art, this is subject to change next semester and a small 
fee might be asked of students in the spring. Students may be asked to buy their own supplies based scale and 
materials they choose to work on for their projects.
