 If you ask God to help you avoid temptation, then you should also be 
vigilant to stay away from tempting situations. The Biblical meaning of 
temptation is 'a trial in which man has a free choice of being faithful or 
unfaithful to God'. Satan even encouraged Jesus to deviate from the plan of 

his Heavenly Father by misusing his authority and privileges. However, 
Jesus used God’s Holy Spirit and Scripture to resist all such temptation.

So, we have many scriptures to help us with temptation but how do we stay 
away from temptation? First, pray for strength. To withstand temptation, 
we first need the strength, will and the sincere desire to choose what is right 
and wrong. We also need to support each other during temptation issues. 
We need to listen to the direction of the Holy Spirit through prayer. We 
need to make the conscious decision to do what is right and follow through 
with our decision.

Find people/friends or environments that will enhance your own 
self-control of your temptation. Change the tempting situation or 
environment by doing something else…something positive. Refocus your 
attention on Christ-centered activities (prayer, scripture reading, church) 
and use your willpower to make changes. God knows who you are and what 
you are going though in every step of your life and he is there to help us 
change course when any temptation creeps into our life.
