
Dear LMEC School Community, 

We want to ensure our community is aware of the policies and practices within San 
Diego Unified School District regarding Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) 
presence in our schools. I want to communicate our school's policies and the legal 
protections in place for our students and families. 

Our school is, and will remain, a safe space for all students regardless of immigration 
status. Under California law (AB 699), all students have the right to a public education 
regardless of immigration status. Our schools are "sensitive locations" where 
immigration enforcement activities are significantly restricted under federal policy. On 
December 17, 2024 the SDUSD School Board passed a resolution reaffirming the 
values of the District as a welcoming district for all students, stating that District staff will 
support our community by, “not assisting the US Immigration and Customs Enforcement 
(ICE) in the enforcement of federal civil immigration law, and not permitting access to 
district facilities or personnel, except in instances in which the district is provided with a 
warrant.” 

Key points our community should know: 

Federal & State Law and District Policy Protections: 

●​ Policy 10029.2 of the US Department of Homeland Security-The DHS guidelines 
have been rescinded, however, District policy and CA state law also prohibit 
immigration enforcement on our campuses except in very limited circumstances 
and our school sites are aware not to allow ICE to enter a campus until and 
unless the agents present a judicial warrant. Read more on the NILC’s 
factsheet here. 

●​ The California Values Act (SB 54) strictly limits assistance with immigration 
enforcement at CA public schools 

●​ Assembly Bill 699 requires our school to implement additional protections for 
immigrant students 

●​ San Diego Unified Board Policy 5145.13 prohibits the collection of information 
about students' immigration status and outlines specific steps we must take if 
immigration enforcement officers request campus access 

Our School's Response Protocol: 

●​ Upon receiving any verbal or written request for information related to a student’s 
or family’s immigration or citizenship status, district staff shall: Notify the 
Superintendent or designee about the information request.

●​ Provide students and families with appropriate notice and a description of the 
immigration officer’s request. 

●​ Document any request for information by immigration authorities. 
●​ Except when the subpoena served on the local educational agency expressly 

prohibits disclosure, the district shall provide parental or guardian notification of 
any court orders, warrants, or subpoenas before responding to such requests. 

Practical Steps for Families: 

●​ Update your emergency contact information with the school immediately if you 
haven't recently 

●​ Ensure we have current phone numbers for multiple trusted emergency contacts 
●​ Make sure your children know who can pick them up if you are unavailable 
●​ Keep a copy of important documents in a safe place and with a trusted person 
●​ Carry a "Know Your Rights" card (available in our front office or using the QR 

code below)

Querida comunidad escolar de LMEC, 
 
Queremos asegurarnos de que nuestra comunidad esté consciente de las políticas y 
prácticas dentro del Distrito Escolar Unificado de San Diego con respecto a la 
presencia del Servicio de Inmigración y Control de Aduanas (ICE) en nuestras 
escuelas. Quiero comunicar las políticas de nuestra escuela y las protecciones legales 
vigentes para nuestros estudiantes y familias. 
 
Nuestra escuela es y seguirá siendo un espacio seguro para todos los estudiantes 
independientemente de su estatus migratorio. Según la ley de California (AB 699), 
todos los estudiantes tienen derecho a una educación pública independientemente de 
su estatus migratorio. Nuestras escuelas son "lugares sensibles" donde las actividades 
de control de inmigración están significativamente restringidas según la política federal. 
El 17 de diciembre de 2024, la Junta Escolar del SDUSD aprobó una resolución que 
reafirma los valores del Distrito como un distrito acogedor para todos los estudiantes, 
(resolution reaffirming the values of the District as a welcoming district for all students) 
afirmando que el personal del Distrito apoyará a nuestra comunidad al “no ayudar al 
Servicio de Inmigración y Control de Aduanas (ICE) de EE. UU. en el hacer cumplir la 
ley federal de inmigración civil y no permitir el acceso a las instalaciones o al personal 
del distrito, excepto en los casos en que el distrito cuente con una orden judicial”.

10029.2 of the US Department of Homeland Security-): las pautas del DHS han 
sido rescindidas; sin embargo, la política del Distrito y la ley estatal de California 
también prohíben la aplicación de la ley de inmigración en nuestros campus, 
excepto en circunstancias muy limitadas, y nuestros sitios escolares son 
conscientes de no permitir que ICE ingrese a un campus hasta y a menos que 
los agentes presenten una orden judicial.

●​ La Ley de Valores de California (SB 54) The California Values Act (SB 54)  limita 
estrictamente la asistencia con la aplicación de la ley de inmigración en las 
escuelas públicas de California. 

●​ El Proyecto de Ley 699 Assembly Bill 699  de la Asamblea requiere que nuestra 
escuela implemente protecciones adicionales para los estudiantes inmigrantes 

●​ La Política 5145.13 San Diego Unified Board Policy 5145.13 de la Junta 
Unificada de San Diego prohíbe la recopilación de información sobre el estado 
migratorio de los estudiantes y describe los pasos específicos que debemos 
tomar si los agentes de inmigración solicitan acceso al campus.
