Reading various types of sentences with intonation  
[Falling Tone and Rising Tone] 
 

Intonation: 
​ Rise or fall of voice in speech is called intonation. When the pitch starts 
high and ends low, it is called falling tone and when the pitch starts low and 
ends high, it is called rising tone. Read out the following sentences: 
1.​ Shut up your mouth.  
 
2.​ Is it true?  
 
 
Commands, Statements, Exclamations and WH questions are uttered with 
falling tone. But Yes/No type questions and question tags are expressed with 
rising tone. Sometimes, to express different feelings and different meanings, 
we use different tones. For example, to express our surprise or doubt, we use 
rising tone. (Really?) To express our boredom, we use falling tone. (I don’t like 
this programme.) Remember, what you say is information but how you say 
(with different tone) is the meaning.

�​ Come here. 
�​ Don’t touch it. 
�​ Switch off the fan. 
�​ Take your seat.  
 
B)​ Statements: 
�​ He only sent me these messages. 
�​ Everyone should keep their promise. 
�​ Tomorrow is holiday. 
�​ She is going  to canteen. 
 
C)​ Exclamations: 
�​ What a nice idea it is! 
�​ What a brilliant girl you are! 
�​ How boring the movie is! 
�​ How cheap these things are! 
 
D)​ WH Questions 
�​ What is your name? 
�​ Where are you going? 
�​ Why did you do it? 
�​ How is your dad?

A)​ Yes/No type questions: 
�​ May I know your name? 



�​ Could you please wait outside? 
�​ Are you talking about Sanjay? 
�​ Do you think it is true? 
B)​ Question Tags: 
�​ You can do it, can’t you? 
�​ He is hiding something, isn’t he? 
�​ You can’t speak all languages in the world, can you? 
�​ They don’t know about this, do they?
