Khai Pham: When published “Silent Invasion: China’s Influence in Australia” in 2018, you
warned that the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) is engaged in a systematic campaign to
exert political influence in Australia. At that time, many scholars and politicians in Australia
welcomed your book, but others remained sceptical. Since then the CCP has been more, not
less, assertive, and aggressive, in Australia and elsewhere. Do you think there are more and

more people in Australia and around the world sharing your view now?

Clive Hamilton: The situation has changed radically over the last three years. In 2018 virtually
no one was pointing to the threat of Beijing's influence and interference. Now there is strong
public awareness, and strong support for the government's measures to push back against

Beijing. The intellectuals and commentators sympathetic to Beijing have mostly fallen quiet.

Khai Pham: Recent reports of Human Rights Watch, Amnesty International, Freedom House
and many government and non-governmental organisations around the world, have all raised
serious concerns on the CCP’s human rights violations towards millions of Uighurs, Tibetans,
Hongkongers, and of course Han Chinese as well. What do you think would be the biggest

threats posed by the CCP to the region and the world?

Clive Hamilton: The Chinese government funds and operates an enormous external
propaganda system. It takes many forms, including influencing mainstream journalists and
media and actively spreading misinformation on platforms like Twitter and Facebook. In some

countries it has been quite effective at changing perceptions of China, in Africa for example.

However, China's increasingly aggressive diplomacy has seen collapsing support for, or
sympathy towards, China in Western countries like Australia, and many others. Its crushing of
pro-demoicracy protests in Hong Kong did Beijing's global image great damage. Its wolf
warrior diplomacy seems aimed at silencing its critics through threats and intimidation, but it

seems to be backfiring.

Khai Pham: What do the QUAD, G7 and other democratic states need to do to change the

course of China under Xi Jinping’s direction? Can its agenda be countered at all?



Clive Hamilton: My expertise concerns CCP influence activities rather than geostrategic

analysis, so there are others better placed to answer this question.

Khai Pham: In your opinions, what are the best ways, if any, to deal with China to avoid an

all-out war, or the Thucydides' Trap?

Clive Hamilton: | don't believe the Thucydides' Trap is a helpful way to think about the

situation.
It is important for nations to prevent the CCP from winning friends among national elites.

This requires, among other things, a structure of laws and regulations to protect the country
from CCP interference. The best advice for governments is, in the face of Beijing's threats, do

not back down.

In addition, it is important to continue to develop closer relations with other countries that
want to protect their sovereignty from China's influence, interference, bullying and economic

blackmail.

Khai Pham: With what’s happening in Afghanistan, especially when Chinese Foreign Minister
Wang Yi rushed in to meet with the Taliban in late July, what does Beijing want to achieve with

the Taliban in terms of their foreign policy?

Clive Hamilton: | am afraid | do not have any insights into China and Afghanistan, other than

to say that Beijing will do all it can to influence and control the new regime there.
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
