Anya, clueless about Millie's 
nervousness, offers no helpful suggestions. Millie ends 
up taking another shower due to excessive sweating. 
 
At the semi-fancy restaurant, Millie explains the 
absence of her friends (Samara and Aubrey have to 
train at Hellfire, and Anya has her period). Sydney 
clarifies that the girl Millie saw her kissing was not her 
girlfriend but just a casual fling, something which helps 
her get over relationships. 
 
Excited and regaining confidence, Millie accidentally 
hurts herself with a fork. Sydney takes her home, but 
Millie somehow orgasms in Sydney's car, ending the 
evening awkwardly. Millie misses the chance to reveal 
her true feelings when Sydney asks if it was a date, 
although Sydney seems to suspect Millie's intentions.

Later that night at her apartment, Anya asks Jennifer if
