Whoever - This is a universal form of expression designed to include all mankind...it is certain that
unless we are born again we cannot see the kingdom of God. It includes, therefore, people of every
character and rank, and nation, moral and immoral, rich and poor, in office and out of office, old and
young, bond and free, the slave and his master, Jew and Gentile. It is clear that our Savior intended to
convey to Nicodemus the idea, also, that “he” must be born again. It was not sufficient to be a Jew, or to
acknowledge Jesus to be a teacher sent by God that is, the Messiah; it was necessary, in addition to this,

to experience in his own soul that great change called the “new birth” or regeneration.
