The article discusses one of the active derivational processes of recent decades in the
Russian language, i.e., the formation of feminitives, feminine nouns formed from single-root
masculine nouns and being paired with them. The appearance of some feminitives such as
aosoxamecca (a lawyer), marapnuya (a painter), nogapxa (a cook) in Russian oral and written
texts often causes an active rejection of society. By observing new feminitives in the media
discourse, the author identifies those suffixes that enable the formation of the females’ names —
according to productive word-formation models.

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FEMINITIVES IN THE RUSSIAN MEDIA DISCOURSE

Annotation. The article discusses one of the active derivational processes of the last
decades in the Russian language — the formation of feminitives, feminine nouns, derived from
the same-root masculine nouns and being paired to them. The appearance of some feminitives
such as lawyer, painter, cook in Russian oral and written texts often causes active rejection of
society. Observing new feminitives in the media discourse, the author identifies those suffixes
that allow the formation of names of female persons — according to productive word-formation
models.

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THE PROBLEM OF E-WASTE: RECYCLING METHODS AND TECHNOLOGIES

Abstract: The article defines electronic waste, the problem with this type of garbage, and
the consequences for the environment. The facts that give a complete picture of the scale of the
problem are given. It describes how developed countries cope with waste, as well as how
countries in different economic situations cope with such garbage and what tools they use for
this. The article describes the problem of electronic waste recycling in Kazakhstan and what
programs and new technologies the country uses to prevent pollution.

Key words: electronic waste, recycling, utilization, electronic consumption, toxic waste.

Electronic waste is unwanted electronic products that do not work or are nearing the end of
their activity and functionality. These products include televisions, VCRs, stereos, copiers, and
fax machines - all these goods sooner or later cease to fulfill their function and are soon disposed
of. Unsold equipment in the store also ends up in a landfill. And the main problem with e-waste
is toxic chemicals that naturally leach from the metals inside during burial. The availability and
widespread use of electronic products has enabled a large part of the world's population to
benefit from a higher standard of living.

Due to the slow introduction of collection and recycling, the release of toxic substances
during informal disposal processes, the consumption of resources, and the release of greenhouse
gasses show the problem of keeping within sustainable limits. Thus, many countries face
environmental and public health risks associated with the unwise handling of e-waste. The
ubiquitous and widespread consumption of electronic equipment is closely related to global
economic development. Increasing urbanization, mobility, and further industrialization in certain
parts of the world are leading to an increase in waste.

Waste recycling is the most effective method of solving the problem of garbage at the
moment. Recycling can prevent the disposal of potentially useful materials and reduce the
consumption of primary raw materials, thereby reducing energy consumption, air, water, and soil
pollution. However, the recycling process also has its own problems that can be solved in one
way or another. One of the main problems of waste recycling and electronic waste disposal, in
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general, is the scale of electronic waste. For example, on average, the total weight of global EEE
consumption is increasing by 2.5 million metric tons (t) annually. Global e-waste production has
grown by 9.2 million tons since 2014 and is projected to grow to 74.7 million tons by 2030 —
nearly doubling in just 16 years.

A few facts that will help us understand the scope of the problem:

- The average phone user changes their handset every 18 months. What this tells us is that
there's an 18-month delay, on average, between an updated version of a user's device becoming
available and that same user taking the plunge and upgrading. There are numerous other factors
that come into play here too, such as contract length, upgrade eligibility, and brand loyalty[1];

- E-waste accounts for 70% of total toxic waste. By 2030, the volume of electronic waste
can reach 74 million tons, that is, it will actually double in just 8 years. "Over the past five years,
the volume of electronic waste has increased three times faster than the world's population and
13 percent faster than global GDP," said Dorin Bogdan-Martin, a representative of the
International Telecommunication Union. He stressed that the mountains of electronic garbage are
a consequence of the fourth industrial revolution[2]:

- Only 12.5% of e-waste is recycled. According to a UN study, more than 41.8 million
were thrown out worldwide. Tons of electronic waste and only 10% — 40% percent of the
disposal was done properly. Electronics are full of valuable materials including copper, tin, iron,
aluminum, fossil fuels, titanium, gold, and silver. Many of the materials used in the manufacture
of these electronic devices can be recovered, reused, and recycled, including plastics, metals, and
glass[3];

- 85% of our e-waste ends up in landfills and incinerators are mostly incinerated and
release harmful toxins into the air. It is not even worth mentioning how the disposal of waste
adversely affects public sentiment. In addition, landfills and landfills occupy huge territories: on
average, 100 hectares are required annually for landfills[4];

- Electronics contain lead, mercury, arsenic, cadmium, selenium, chromium, and flame
retardants which can damage the central nervous system and kidneys. The negative impact of
heavy metals is due to the fact that they are able to "replace" the necessary metals in the body
that are useful for vital activity and initiate undesirable processes. For example, some metals
contribute to the development of cancerous tumors, have a strong toxic effect on the kidneys, and
adversely affect the nervous system. Lead accumulates in the human body and affects the ability
to procreate. In addition, heavy metals can affect the respiratory and endocrine system, not to
mention their general toxic effect — severe poisoning with these substances can lead to death;

- 80% of e-waste in the US and most other countries is transported to Asia. Driven by
rising incomes and high demand for new gadgets and appliances, the average increase in e-waste
across all 12 countries and areas analyzed — Cambodia, China, Hong Kong, Indonesia, Japan,
Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore, South Korea, Taiwan, Province of China, Thailand and
Vietnam[5].

The problem of e-waste disposal is emerging, as most of the EEE is recycled in developing
countries, where informal and dangerous metal mining and trading operations predominate. Due
to rising waste disposal costs and a strict environmental regulation regime, many countries may
find alternatives such as exporting to developing countries due to the benefits and cheapness of
recycling.

The current problem provides an opportunity to profit from weak environmental laws,
corrupt officials, and low-wage workers, which leads us to the urgent need to develop policies
and strategies for the safe disposal and recycling of e-waste in order to achieve a sustainable
future. A total of 67 countries have legislation in place regarding the e-waste they generate.
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Approximately 40% of the e-waste generated in the US, Canada, and Europe is exported to Asia,
and this trade flow is a source of considerable controversy.

Today global trends have a strong influence on domestic markets, replenishing counters
with electronic equipment every day, gaining popularity. World novelties are sold in the country
within a week after the start of sales. For example, Kapital.kz reports that in 2019, the wearable
devices in the global market amounted to 305.2 million units, which is 71.4% more than last year
- 178 million units[6].

A few years ago, new items were replenished on the domestic market only after three to
six months after the global launch. “Last year, Kazakhstan was in the second wave of the start of
sales of the new iPhone of a popular brand. This is a qualitative indicator of both consumer
demand and market development,” said Artem Kopylov, Commercial Director of Mechta, a
specialized retail chain of electronics and household appliances stores.

Also, the Center for Assistance to Sustainable Development implemented the project
“Analysis of the waste management system for electronic and electrical equipment in the
Republic of Kazakhstan”. The project is funded by IPEN (International Persistent Organic
Pollution Elimination Network) and supported by the Ministry of Environmental Protection, the
Almaty City Akimat, and the Balkhash-Alakol Department of Ecology.

The data of the waste management system showed that the preconditions for the creation
of a centralized system for the collection and further processing of EEE waste have already been
created in Kazakhstan. The Environmental Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan establishes the
requirement for separate collection of waste and separation of hazardous components of waste
for the purpose of their subsequent processing.

Companies selling electronic and electrical goods have entered into recycling and disposal
agreements with suppliers and service centers or special agreements for the recycling, disposal,
or return of equipment. In some stores, there is no service for exchanging broken electronic
equipment or equipment for a new one. At the same time, other stores carry out such an
exchange on the basis of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Protection of Consumer
Rights".

The extension of the RPR principles to goods (products) of electrical and electronic
equipment came into force on January 23, 2017. The updated list was approved by order of the
Minister of Energy of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated December 22, 2016 No. 555. It includes
primary cells and primary batteries, electric or gas discharge incandescent lamps, including
sealed directional light lamps, as well as ultraviolet or infrared lamps; arc lamps containing
mercury; medical or veterinary thermometers containing mercury; large electrical and
electronic equipment; medium-sized electrical and electronic equipment; small electrical and
electronic equipment[7].

The operator collects, recycles, and disposes of waste electrical and electronic equipment
(WEEE) throughout the country from individuals, carried out by contractors. The annual volume
of WEEE formation is 135.8 thousand tons per year. In 2017, the processed volume of WEEE
amounted to 2,461.4 tons, including 885 tons of waste from large-size WEEE; 1,357 tons of
medium-size EEE waste; 219 tons of small-scale EEE waste. In 2018, the volume of WEEE
subject to collection, processing, and disposal in accordance with contractual obligations with
contractors will amount to 5,950 tons[8].

In Kazakhstan, there are norms on “Environmental requirements for the operation of
facilities for energy waste disposal”, which spell out the requirements for the operation of the
Facilities. After acceptance of waste, manual and (or) automated selection and sorting of waste
components is required, the types of which are included in the List of waste not subject to energy
utilization, approved in accordance with paragraph 2 of Article 324 of the Environmental Code.
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During the operation of the Facilities, an ACM is provided, installed at each organized source of
emissions from incinerators and discharges (if any)”.

Only recently, points for the processing of EEE began to operate in the country, but still,
equipment does not handle more hazardous waste, so this type of garbage is buried in special
landfills or burned, which leads to a greater problem and damage to the environment and human
health since water becomes contaminated and soil from dangerous chemical elements. For
example, the creator of the Ecosen project Aybek Rakhim talked about how they recycle
electronic waste and what problems they face:

«Basically, we accept plastic, glass, metal, waste paper, and bread. For example, if we are
talking about plastic, then these are food containers, film, cosmetics packaging, plastic bags, lids,
bottles, and so on. As for metal, we accept cans, aluminum cans. Electronic products require
special destruction because they emit toxic substances. The same batteries — they can not be
thrown away with the rest of the household waste. But they can be put in a container by Leroy
Merlin.

So far, we do not have such technologies that could safely dispose of or recycle electronic
waste, but I am sure that we are on the right track. Kazakhstan will soon be able to solve this
problem».

Conclusion

Electronic waste is a new type of waste that cannot yet be regulated at a basic level, just
like plastic, glass, and so on. For secondary raw materials, there are advanced technologies that
can recycle or get rid of them. There is a large amount of toxic waste in electronic waste, which
requires advanced technologies available in developed countries. In countries with a lower
economic situation, this kind of garbage is simply burned or buried, which does not solve the
problem. However, with the help of technology, we can highlight the problem of e-waste
disposal at a basic level and begin the process of informing the public about existing problems.
At the moment, Kazakhstan lags far behind developed countries in terms of the quality of
electronics processing and the availability of high-quality environmentally friendly technologies.
But the emergence of such projects as Ecosen can become one of the ways to solve the problem
of e-waste recycling.

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PLASTIC BAG? NO, THANKS! I DON’T WANT TO KILL ANYONE

Abstract: The article discusses the state of our land and country after the use of plastic
bags. Highlighted environmental and economic problems such as constant pollution of the land
and sea, and the death of birds, mammals, and fish. The consequences of environmental
pollution with plastic bags and their solution through various laws and special offers, eco-actions
are also considered.

Key words: plastic bags, recycling, eco-bag, environmental organizations, environmental
journalism.

The best-selling item in supermarkets and shops are plastic bags. They are only used for 15
minutes to bring groceries from the store. Then they are used to collect household waste, thrown
into garbage containers and then dumped in a landfill. When the bags become garbage, they
break into small particles and enter the stomachs of 31 species of marine mammals and 100
species of seabirds, killing them. [1] The world uses 500 billion of these packages a year. About
15 million polyethylene and polystyrene packages are used in Kazakhstan, which is 11.2% of the
total volume of municipal solid waste and 5% of world consumption.

This topic is now very relevant in society, and it does not depend on the city or village and
applies to all regions of the country, because plastic bags cause serious damage to the
environment, from their production to disposal. Plastics factories emit up to 400 million tons of
carbon dioxide per year, and about 800 animal species are now threatened with extinction due to
eating and plastic poisoning. Also, plastic bags clog the sewer systems of cities and pose a threat
of flooding, plastic debris clogs beaches and coastal areas intended for recreation, damaging the
tourism industry.

The purpose of this article is to urge all communities, from the grocery store to the
supermarket, from retail to wholesale, to move away from single-use plastic bags and reduce the
amount of plastic packaging on store shelves as much as possible. For individual buyers, we
suggest using alternative shoppers, the so-called eco-bags, instead of plastic bags and containers.
The advantages of eco-bags are undeniable, as we can reuse them many times. And if they are
with an original design and a fashionable print, then they will definitely be thrown away much
less often. It is important to note that many of these bags are made from natural fabrics, so any
environmental pollution is out of the question.

There is a certain target audience with which businessmen can communicate and offer
shoppers that can attract their attention. For example, there are clients of the Kazakh clothing
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brand Qazaq Republic, who wear their own QR shoppers. If other big brands promote this idea
and become eco-friendly, then they can create their own collection of shoppers.

There are different social groups that have certain similar interests. They can be combined
into one group, and be part of one family. For example, anime lovers (anime is Japanese
animation). This group of people can be attracted to promotions by releasing shoppers with
images of anime characters. For example, Mitsuha Miyamizu from the full-length anime Your
name. It is also possible to attract cinephiles by writing inscriptions, movie titles, and movie
quotes on the shopper, or it would be cool to write lyrics from songs of popular artists. It is also
possible to write motivating phrases, texts quotes from great people like Abai Kunanbayev,
Shokan Valikhanov, Mahatma Gandhi, Napoleon Hill and etc. Another target audience let us say,
believers. You can also find an approach by attracting them by writing beautiful quotes from
their holy book, words from hadiths, and other things on eco-bags. This suggests that every
audience can be approached.

Plastic bags have become such an integral part of our lives that it's hard to believe how
paper and cloth bags used to serve their purpose. When plastic bags first appeared in Kazakhstan,
it became cool to carry a bag with you instead of a regular bag. At that time, the package price
was quite high. Now, if the package is sold in the supermarket, we will be disappointed.
Mountains of garbage from plastic bags filled the cities: they stick out of the bins and roll along
roads, swim in reservoirs and even cling to trees. The whole world is drowning in these
polyethylene products. People may be comfortable using plastic bags, but few people think that
using these products means destroying our nature. The state of the environment on our planet
leaves much to be desired, and plastic bags have played an important role in this. The thing is
that plastic bags do not decompose, which means they pollute our planet, since they are
practically not recycled. It is impossible to burn them, as this leads to the release of carbon
monoxide and harmful carcinogens, and their burial causes poisoning of water and soil.

It cannot be denied that plastic bags harm not only the environment, but also the economy
and social sphere of our country. Every second, 160,000 single-use plastic bags are used and
thrown away around the world. [2] According to local environmental organizations, in 2016
alone, 283,000 tons of plastic packaging was produced in Kazakhstan. Two years later, in 2018,
the volume of municipal solid waste amounted to 4.3 million tons, while almost 11% of them
amounted to 480 thousand tons of plastic. The data on plastic recycling is also disappointing: in
2017, only 2% of the total mass of plastic was recycled, and in 2018 barely 3%. One of the
reasons for such a low level of processing is gaps in the legislation.

In Asian countries located on the ocean, the problem of environmental pollution with
plastic is even more acute. From 2021, Thailand decided to stop the production and sale of
single-use thin bags. Back in 2018, Georgia decided to abandon plastic bags. Since April 2019,
the country has officially banned the production, import and sale of disposable plastic bags of
any thickness. Entrepreneurs who violate the ban face confiscation of goods and a fine of 500
lari (about 460,000 tenge). [3]

In case of repeated violation, the fine will be doubled. In the US, Hawaii became the first
state to phase out the use of plastic bags. In Tanzania, you can pay $2,000 or get a year in prison
for manufacturing, importing or selling plastic bags. It is also forbidden to bring packages into
Zanzibar. Another country where it is strictly forbidden to import packages is Kenya. Even a
package from Duty Free you need to leave at the airport, otherwise you face a fine for a bag of
$19,000, and persistent violators will face a prison term of up to 4 years. In South Africa, the law
is even stricter - for the sale of packages threatens 10 years in prison. [4]

Plastic bags are harmful to human health, as the production technology uses lead, which is
very toxic and causes various diseases in the body. Manufacturers have designed and painted the
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logos of various companies in bright and attractive colors to advertise plastic bags. Consumers
do not even pay attention to what harmful dyes are used in it. You may also not know that the
bags are sealed with glue, which, if ingested, has a harmful effect on the human body and
animals.

Plastic bag also damages the economic sphere of the country. For example, the amount of
oil needed to produce one plastic bag allows a car to travel 11 meters. It may not sound like
much, but it all adds up to an astronomical amount. The amount of oil needed to produce ten
plastic bags would allow a car to travel a distance equal to the size of a football field. Now you
understand what is meant by the total result.

If we compare Kazakhstani and American media in covering the problem of plastic bags,
then most people know that Western media cover this topic better than Kazakhstani ones. In
addition, there is more information on this issue in English than in Kazakh. Now the question is,
what is our disadvantage? Do we lack specialists, or is the topic and problem not interesting and
relevant? Or can't a given topic boost stats and news sensation? Our domestic channels, such as
24 Khabarkz, Informburo, Kazakhstan, Atameken Business and the sites Tengri News, Hola
News, Azattyk Media, cover the problem of ecology due to the use of plastic packages, but not
systematically and not creatively.

The disadvantage of our media is that there are no documentaries about the dangers of
plastic bags. For example, the American BBC and CNN are dedicated to specials and
documentaries. They have graphics, direction, script, editing, actors and specialists work with
high quality. We are interested in watching and listening. Our media do not have a beautiful
presentation of information, only boring releases on sites released 5 years ago.

But we also know how to shoot, attract the attention of the audience, present information in
a high-quality and intelligible way. We believe that our media needs a clear structural
organization through which we can attract the attention of the audience, collect good statistics
and highlight this issue of the environmental problem created by the use of plastic bags for
people. These are the digital platforms we can use: 7ikTok channels (short interesting stories with
background music and effects), YouTube channels (documentaries, social experiments), as well
as newscasts from traditional media, and stories and long reads from websites. All this should be
modern, technological, efficient, and this is exactly what our domestic media needs.

Since 2017, the Ministry of Energy of the Republic of Kazakhstan has been working with
the relevant state bodies and local executive bodies, responsible organizations, the Atameken
National Chamber of Entrepreneurs to gradually limit the use of plastic bags in retail.
Kazakhstan intends to gradually abandon the use of plastic bags, based on the best practices of
developed countries. In particular, the experience of the United States, as well as a number of
developed European countries, has become a model for us. At present, ministries and
environmental organizations have developed a new Environmental Code of Kazakhstan
(Eco-code). This important document will also address the issue of plastic bags.

The Ministry of Energy, together with the Ministry of Education and Science and the
Ministry of Information and Communications, as well as local executive bodies, will conduct
awareness-raising campaigns on waste management in 2020-2022. An action plan for the
formation of environmental consciousness and culture in society was approved. As part of the
plan, the curricula of preschool and general educational institutions and universities will be
revised. Special lectures on environmental protection and rational use of natural resources will
be introduced for schoolchildren and students. In order to raise public awareness, a wide range of
communication campaigns and educational programs will be implemented on November 20. It is
planned to change the behavioral models of waste management.
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In some regions of Kazakhstan, sorting is carried out until a complete ban on the use of
plastic bags. In January 2019, a sorting station with a capacity of 50,000 tons per year was
launched in the village of Baskuduk, Munailinsky district, Mangistau region. Similarly, in
Ust-Kamenogorsk, a sorting line with a capacity of 100 thousand tons per year was installed at
the solid waste landfill. In 2019, a waste sorting complex was introduced at the landfill in
Atyrau. In the Kyzylorda region, within the framework of a public-private partnership, a
centralized system for managing the collection, transportation, sorting, placement and disposal of
solid waste has been created.

We are concerned about the question - to what extent is this topic raised at the state level?
It is not enough just to highlight the topic, just to talk about it. It is important who we report to,
whom we, journalists, rely on and how we can influence the solution of the problem. Thus,
important environmental topics can be considered by the head of state. That's what's important to
achieve. The Eco-code contains an article on economic information. Based on this code, we can
raise the question, in our case, about the use of plastic bags. For example, you can include an
ecology lesson in the school curriculum, organize an action against plastic bags, call for the use
of eco-bags, buyers, etc. I think that the state can help us in this matter. You can also make some
changes to the main ecological law on in our country.

Also, the problem can be solved not only at the state level, it is possible to arrange both
challenges and actions with opinion leaders and bloggers, as well as with influential businessmen
of the country. Every owner of a large business can contribute. Thus, we, journalists, as well as
public relations specialists, can attract entrepreneurs and organize a business meeting. Here, the
role of business technology is that they can create a product and various strategies that will help
reduce the use of plastic bags. Promotion and education are a must. Journalists can offer their
ideas. They are often the voice of the people. Thus, having proposed an idea, they can entrust the
case to more experienced specialists in the case, and additionally cover the whole case.

Volunteering and social activities can help reduce the use of plastic bags. There are various
volunteer projects that aim to teach children that the environment cannot be harmed and that we
are part of it, for example, UNICEF, an international organization operating under the auspices of
the United Nations. It is the legal successor of the International Children's Fund (ICEF),
established in 1946 by the UN. It is necessary to involve schoolchildren and students in
volunteer work and together cover everything related to the environment. And create a separate
project related to the plastic bag, and completely get rid of its harm. Also gradually promote the
idea of an eco-bag in the community. [5]

As for the school program for the introduction of environmental lessons, as well as actions
against the use of plastic bags, Tatyana Sheludko, UNICEF volunteer coordinator, developer of
the BeGreen project, supported it. She also added that this could be done gradually, but it would
take a long time, and that there should be penalties for using plastic bags. It seems to her that in
our country, at least, or in general in the CIS countries, it is possible to fight against the use of
plastic bags only by completely banning their import into the country. In her opinion, if plastic
bags are not on sale and free distribution in large hypermarkets, then after some time people will
start bringing eco-shoppers with them.

As for the ban on the use of plastic bags, in our interview an expert Gulnazym Khamitovna
Ospankulova, candidate of biological sciences, expressed her opinion. She said that she had seen
a video from Kyrgyzstan where a plastic bag with the words ECO was lying in the steppe, but it
did not decompose. That is, this is already a deception of the market, here we need a mechanism
for public control and public participation so that people can raise these issues.

There are several business owners who are in favor of reducing the use of plastic bags. For
example, the Kazakh brand clothing store Qazag Republic, women's clothing store Gaissina,
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mass market boutiques Zara, Stradivarius and others. They use kraft, that is, paper bags, which
indicates care for the environment. We think that gradually all enterprises will switch to such a
system and step by step move to eco-bags and eco-shoppers. In some countries, for example, in
Denmark, this is already common practice.

The coverage of this topic by journalists is very important, and their work plays a big role
in promoting a sustainable culture of consumption. The information can be presented in news,
newspapers and social networks and directed to different consumers of the content. You need to
work with each target audience separately and present information in different ways, for
example, for teenagers - through various social experiments, through 7ikTok and others. It must
be remembered that journalists are the fourth estate and the mouthpiece of the people.

It is clear that at first people may resist and it will be difficult for them to get used to
carrying ecoshoppers with them to supermarkets, because they are used to plastic bags. But this
is just a stereotype habit. The role of each person in society is very important. By communicating
with each other and promoting eco-ideas, we can turn responsible consumption into a cool relay
race involving more and more people in our country.

Conclusion

The use of plastic bags brings not only local damage, but also tremendous changes for the
entire planet. One bag thrown into the sea can harm several fish, and roughly speaking, a person
will then eat his own plastic. If not him, then someone else will eat it, maybe his father, her
grandmother or their son ... In the end, a person, throwing away a plastic bag, will harm not only
himself, but the whole world, and this endless cycle repeats and repeats. With the help of various
actions and interesting ideas of public-private partnerships, PR and the media, it is possible to
achieve a complete rejection of the use of plastic bags. And all this is done gradually, from
plastic bags to craft, and from paper bags to eco-bags. Only by joint efforts can we save our
planet for present and future generations!

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LEGISLATIVE ASPECTS OF HUNTING AND POACHING IN KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract: The study deals with the problem of poaching and illegal hunting as an
important component in terms of the conservation of natural resources, maintaining biodiversity
and the preservation of endangered species of animals to keep the balance of the global
ecosystem. The legislative base of the Republic of Kazakhstan on this issue is described, as well
as the differences between legal hunting and poaching are explained.

Key words: poaching, illegal hunting, endangered species, environment, legislation.

In the modern world, many factors negatively affect nature. One such aggravating
circumstance is poaching. Poachers hunt endangered animals listed in the Red Data Book in
prohibited areas (national parks, reserves, and sanctuaries), shoot wild animals and birds without
licenses and hunting tickets using illicit weapons. Sometimes a poacher kills an animal in order
to get only some part of it that has a high commercial value.

Poaching (from the French braconnier, poacher,; originally a hunter with a dog) is the
illegal shooting, trapping or removal of game, fish or plants from private property or from places
where it is specifically stipulated or prohibited. Poaching poses a serious threat to the existence
of many wild animals around the world and is an important driver of biodiversity loss [1].

Hunting crimes are probably one of the first types of offenses that man began to commit.
Since ancient times, hunting has been a means of obtaining food, so a person tried to protect his
hunting resources from rivals, because his life depended on it. Often he encroached even on the
lives of his fellow tribesmen, waging bloody wars for hunting grounds.

Unfortunately, people have not always used natural resources wisely. The problem of
poaching has become global. It is widespread on all continents of the planet. As a result, due to
hunting and poaching, mankind has lost many species of animals and birds. Only in the last 5
centuries, at least 900 species have become extinct [2].
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People have committed and continue to commit crimes related to hunting. Therefore, this
topic remains relevant to this day.

Since the problem of poaching is widespread throughout the world, the protection of
natural objects from the encroachment of illegal hunters and fishermen requires the efforts of not
only international organizations, but also government agencies. On March 3, 1973, the United
Nations adopted the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna
and Flora, CITES [3]. In this document, the Contracting States committed themselves to be the
best custodians of their own wild fauna and flora. The provisions of the Convention protect
certain species of wild fauna and flora from overexploitation in international trade. Kazakhstan
joined this convention in 1999 [4].

This area of activity has long acquired the character of organized criminal activity, often
carried out by officials using their duty position, corrupt ties, using modern fishing gear and
other technical means. Poaching has a high degree of public danger both in terms of acting and
the consequences in connection with causing significant damage to the state, while being the
initial link in the chain of crimes related to the illegal processing of biological resources, their
smuggling, laundering of money obtained by criminal means, etc.

What is considered poaching?

The actions of hunters on the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan are regulated by the
Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan On the Protection, Reproduction and Use of the Wildlife. The
legislation distinguishes two types of hunting: commercial and amateur (sports), including
national traditional hunting. You can hunt if you have a hunting license allowing the use of wild
animals, a permit for the storage and carrying of civilian weapons and ammunition, a passport
for birds of prey (when hunting with them), an agreement on the use of wildlife objects by
hunting farms and on the register of livestock products (product register). For amateur hunting,
you must have the same documents, except for the last two [5]. So, illegal hunting is animal
shooting without a license, including prohibited species in protected areas; hunting out of season
for a specific type of animal; chase for ungulates and a bear without the presence of a huntsman
or a state inspector; use of forbidden means and fishing or hunting equipment; harvesting
fur-bearing animals without a contract and much more.

What are the differences between hunting and poaching?

In an interview with us, Pavel Skorobogatov, a hunter with 30 years of experience,
emphasized that hunting is not only prey, as many used to think. According to him, most hunters
are very environmentally conscious and hunt mainly waterfowl, partridges, pheasants, hares and
roe deer. No hunting for Red Data Book animals, unlike poachers who deliberately kill them for
their own interests. Pavel confirmed that in order to hunt legally, a hunter must have a hunting
license and use only a legally purchased smoothbore or rifled gun. He noted that he hunted only
when the right season opens, without violating either the laws of the state or nature. According to
him, unlike legal hunting, poaching is carried out mainly for the purpose of trade or for monetary
gain, since the animal or its parts are sold on the black market. This is a very good deal as there
is a high demand for e.g. alligator skin, snake skin, fox fur, elephant tusk, rhinoceros tusk, etc.

One of the latest high-profile arrests in the case of poaching was a raid on March 18, 2022
in the Kyzylorda region, when the State Committee for National Security detained two poachers
with saiga horns in the amount of 1.5 billion tenge [6]. This is just one of many examples of the
irreparable damage that illegal hunters inflict on nature in pursuit of profit. The annual damage
from poachers exceeds several tens of billions of tenge [7].

What is the legal status of poaching?

Timur Yeleusizov, head of the social movement KazEcoPatrol, eco-activist, in our
interview explained that according to article 337 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of
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Kazakhstan, large fines are provided for illegal hunting. For example, for killing a Red Data
Book animal in Kazakhstan, a fine of up to 9.5 million tenge is imposed. In addition to large
penalty, poachers face up to ten years in prison.

Yeleusizov emphasized that the criminal liability for the destruction of Red Data Book
species is steadily increasing, the number of rangers is growing, and their powers are expanding.
Despite this, the measures taken to protect wildlife remain insufficient. He believes that often
when a group of poachers is detained, only one person is prosecuted. Poachers take advantage of
loopholes in the law that need to be tightened all the time.

The situation with the insecurity of rangers-hunters, who are constantly at risk in the
performance of their duties, remains extremely depressing. An example is the case that occurred
in the Nurinsky district of the Karaganda region on January 13, 2019 [8]. Then two
Okhotzooprom inspectors Yerlan Nurgaliyev and Petr Nitsyk, patrolling the protected area, found
five shot carcasses of saigas. While chasing the poachers’ off-road vehicles, the rangers managed
to stop one jeep, from which two criminals got out. As a result of the incident, Nurgaliyev
received a bullet wound and a severe head injury and died on the spot, while his partner Nitsyk
received a broken jaw and several stab wounds. The attackers managed to escape, but the
operatives soon got on the trail of the suspects. On February 21, 2020, three accused of murder
and illegal hunting received life sentences [9].

Conclusion

As a result of the study, it should be concluded that it is necessary to improve the norms
and rules of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, which provide for liability for
illegal hunting, harvesting of aquatic animals and plants. In addition, modern conditions urgently
require the development of new approaches to the prevention of these offenses. For the
extraction of meat, antlers, jet, fur, poachers shoot a larger number of animals than is provided
for by the rules for regulating their numbers. For this reason, the number of elk, deer, roe deer,
wild boar, musk deer, bear, squirrel, sable, and fox is sharply reduced in the country.

People have exterminated a huge number of animal species, and now many new species
are endangered and listed in the Red Data Book. In this regard, ordinary Kazakhstanis should be
informed about possible violations against wildlife, understand legal issues on this topic,
contribute to the work of state bodies to eliminate and prevent offenses against the country's flora
and fauna. The conservation of biodiversity is one of the key factors for the sustainability of the
biosphere and, ultimately, the survival of people on the planet.

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BEAUTY WITHOUT CRUELTY

Abstract: The article discusses the global problem of testing cosmetic products on
animals. Emphasis is placed on the impact of this problem on various spheres of human life.
Examples of alternative testing methods and their universal benefits are presented. An example
of a public fund of Kazakhstan is given, which makes a significant contribution to changing the
situation in our country.

Key words: cosmetic testing, vivisection, ecological damage, alternative methods, social
empathy, whitelisting, cruelty free, greenwashing, blacklisting.

In the modern world, one of the ways to test the safety of various drugs for humans is
through animal testing. The main part of experimental animals, which is 65%, is used for drug
testing, 26% of animals are used primarily for medical, military, and space purposes. Cosmetics
are tested on 8%, and the remaining 1% goes to student experiments [1].

The problem of testing cosmetics on animals is relevant in the light of current events in the
world. People move from one stage of development to another, but some research methods are
outdated. As a humane society, we cannot continue to test cosmetics on animals. It's time to
move on to alternative testing methods, for example: genomic, in vitro, computer modeling,
studies on healthy and sick volunteers. Each of these methods allows you to determine the exact
reaction of the human body to the tested cosmetics.

Reflecting the direction of our research, we can focus on the following aspects:
conservation and restoration of the planet's biodiversity, protection of animal rights, use of
animals for cosmetics testing and alternative testing methods
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The problem of the major global brands and enterprises is that it is more costly for them to
restructure their production than just pay off with fines. Kazakhstan is on the path of developing
a democratic society and must plan and build its future according to world standards. There are
still few enterprises in this sector of the economy that meet social, environmental and ethical
standards in our country, so it would be right to introduce certain requirements for the cosmetics
industry and brands entering this market.

The purpose of the study is to reveal and correctly convey the importance of the topic of
testing cosmetics on animals. A research shows, this topic is at an impasse and does not lose its
relevance only because of the lack of public awareness. This article may help to educate and
update, and subsequently solve this problem.

Each year 150 million experimental animals die worldwide, 8% of which are subjected to
cosmetic testing as one of the main methods of testing products for safety for the human body
[1]. Animal testing includes the assessment of the degree of irritation, the measurement of the
toxicity of a substance, and the determination of lethal doses. Such methods are justified by
fundamental research into the functioning of organisms, the development of potential treatments
for human diseases, and the testing of drug safety and quality. Proponents of animal testing point
to the enormous progress in medicine that has been made possible by such experiments. But if
earlier progress in science was an inevitable period in the development of mankind, now a
sufficient level of technological progress has already been achieved that does not require such
radical measures.

The testing and release of cosmetic products does not only affect experimental animals. It
also leads to ecological damage. Discarded cosmetic waste enters the habitat of animals, which
affects climate change and the reduction of the aquatic population. Chemicals entering water
reservoirs leave their toxic trace on water, fish and other creatures. In order to inform the public
about marine pollution, Haereticus Environmental Laboratory provides consumers and
businesses with the means to identify environmentally friendly products that do not contribute to
aquatic and marine pollution [2]. This is facilitated by PL+S certification of products, which the
organization claims have a 100% guarantee that the products are free of chemicals. The same
cannot be said for the cruelty-free label, which may not be tested on animals, but still contains
elements of animal origin or serve as a cover for greenwashing. Squalene, hyaluronic acid, alpha
hydroxy acid, keratin, biotin, retinol and other ingredients are often animal products, resulting in
the destruction of wild species that support ocean ecosystems.

The reluctance of many companies to switch to alternative methods of testing cosmetics is
due to the inertia of thinking. After all, a complete change of company principles can be quite
energy-consuming and require large expenses, but which will subsequently pay off in full.
Alternative methods in many countries have proven not only effective, but also economically
viable. In addition, there is no actual need for testing. Animal and human bodies are very
different, so test results of the analyses are not always relevant. 92% of the developments
undergoing clinical trials after animal testing cannot be approved due to the discovery of serious
side effects. It takes up to 30 separate animal tests to develop a new pesticide, costing the
manufacturer $20 million. Alternative methods can reduce costs many times over. In toxicology
studies, a rabbit skin reaction test costs $1,800, while the same experiment using artificial human
skin, EpiDerm, costs $850. The advantages of alternative methods are the lower cost of testing,
the possibility of standardization and unification, and increased specificity of research. We live
in an era of innovative technologies that allow us to successfully do tests on cells in vitro and
then build accurate computer models of the human body's response.

It is also worth considering the importance of developing social empathy and moving away
from outdated and cruel methods. Under pressure from the public, more and more companies
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refuse to test cosmetic products on animals. As a result of journalistic investigations, expert
statements and active agitation by activists on social networks, Avon, Natura Siberica, Estee
Lauder, Cellap Laboratoire SA., Clorox, Mary Kay and others [3] refused animal testing and
were blacklisted by People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals (PETA). Despite the lack of
publicity about the problem, international non-governmental organizations (NGOs) are working
quite actively to bring the situation to the attention of the general public and contribute to
changing the situation. The public work of The Body Shop [4], the first cosmetics manufacturer
to speak out against animal testing, together with Cruelty Free International, as well as PETA
[5], World Wildlife Fund (WWF) [6] led to a formal ban on animal testing of cosmetic products
and their ingredients in the European Union in 2013. The Lush Prize Foundation awards
animal-free testing annually. Humane Society International released a video calling for an end to
animal testing of cosmetics and launched the #saveralph challenge [7], which has almost 1.3
million videos on Tick-tock and nearly 500,000 tags.

Materials on the topic of testing cosmetics on animals are easy to find. The problem,
however, is that almost all of them are written mainly by European authors. They publish
informational materials [8], revealing the essence of the problem to readers, and they also
provide links to international petitions. Issues on the topic are discussed on radio [9] and
television. Various International Humanitarian Societies make social videos and are active in
social networks. In the space of Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS), the topic is covered
less, despite the availability of analytical materials and publications of online petitions by
volunteers [10].

We have analyzed the degree of public work on the problem in question in Kazakhstan
thanks to Yulia Kovalenko, president of the CARE public foundation [11], who set the goal of
educating a humane and responsible attitude towards animals in society. The Kazakhstan Animal
Rescue and Education founded in June 2008, is a member of the World Society for the Protection
of Animals, the International Society for the Protection of Animals, and an ambassador for World
Animal Day.

According to Yulia, the organization has come a long and painstaking path for each
member to achieve such a meaningful mission. Initially the goal of the foundation was to help
citizens who had witnessed cruelty to animals. Members of the organization directly helped the
animals by placing them in enclosures and shelters, as well as contacting law enforcement
agencies. Since 2011, CARE has decided to devote itself entirely to the legislative and
educational activities due to a lack of financial and human resources. In an interview with us,
Julia noted that CARE submitted proposals changing and improving the Rules for the Treatment
of Animals in 2012. Later amendments were made to the revision of the Rules, taking into
account their recommendations. Also, on the basis of KIMEP, the foundation opened the first
Animal Law course in the CIS. Moreover, educational sectors were opened with various lessons,
lectures, seminars in kindergartens, orphanages and schools. In addition, CARE annually
conducts the Beauty without Cruelty campaign to raise awareness and consciousness of Almaty
residents. The campaign is timed to coincide with the World Anti-Vivisection Action Week which
runs annually from 23 to 30 April.

When asked how the campaign affects the situation in this area, Yulia replied that she and
her team were trying to draw public attention to the problem of inhuman experiments on animals
in the industry of cosmetics, perfumery and household chemicals. She also noticed that the
foundation disseminates information about vivisection and the white list and offers cooperation
with brands in Kazakhstan. This is an opportunity for them to demonstrate their corporate
responsibility and promote themselves as whife through all available information channels, and
for the organization, an additional contribution to public education and the fight to abolish
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animal testing. In Kazakhstan there are quite a few organizations that deal with the issue of
testing cosmetics on animals, and this problem is not so popular and widespread. The President
of CARE stated that everyone can help and contribute, and all that is required is sufficient
awareness and confidence. Together, humanity can do its part to end animal testing and prevent
animal cruelty.

Kazakhstanis have enough opportunities to switch to ethical products. According to
Marina Skolnikova, a representative of the eco-company Levrana [12], their products are
certified COSMOS Natural and offer completely natural and vegan cosmetics, the ingredients of
which do not contain components of animal origin. In her opinion, many people in Kazakhstan
do not even realize how animal testing is done and what the consequences are for those animals.
Few of the buyers, when choosing a store, ask if the goods were tested on animals. Basically,
everyone cares about their preferences and convenience. The fact that the cosmetics industry in
Kazakhstan is not so highly developed is affecting, and most of the products on store shelves are
exported from other countries.

We analyzed how the issue of testing cosmetics is solved at different levels, and came to
the conclusion that Western Europe is most interested in this problem. This is confirmed by the
absolute ban on the sale of cosmetics tested on animals, which entered into force in the European
Union in 2013 [13]. In China, the ban on testing was adopted only in 2021 [14], and before that,
companies were not allowed to release products without testing on animals. The United States
also has restrictions on animal testing, while the United Kingdom, Australia, India, Israel, New
Zealand, Norway, Switzerland, Turkey and a number of other countries ban it altogether [15]. In
the CIS and, in particular, in Kazakhstan, there is no legally regulated ban, but public figures are
actively circulating petitions [16].

Generally, company executives make their own decisions about their business policies,
based on the legislation of a particular country. Some companies base their work on the
development of alternative testing methods. Innovative young companies like MatTek, Admet
and Xceleron are leading the way, in using human tissue culture to test donor cells. But it is also
common for companies to use greenwashing, that is, falsely positioning themselves as an
eco-brand. An example is Avon, which presented its products to customers as ethical despite the
fact that in 2012, the words not tested on animals disappeared from Avon labels without warning
customers, which undermined trust, and the company was blacklisted [17].

However, at the most global level, the problem is regulated by NGOs. PETA and the
International Humane Society play a key role in this. The work of activists, journalists, scientists
and major international organizations WWF, PETA, Cruelty Free International is paying off.
Fewer and fewer cosmetic companies are using animal testing and more and more people are
learning about it. The attitude of society towards testing cosmetics on animals is rapidly
changing, and evidence of this can be found all over the world. With huge support from the
population more and more countries are introducing bans on such actions.

Conclusion

Animal testing of cosmetics is outdated and ineffective. With the development of
technology, more and more new ways of solving the problem will generate. There are two
aspects to the development of the problem:

- Firstly, availability of transition to humane production. According to the study of
alternative research methods for cosmetics and household chemicals, it requires a lot of money
and effort: ordering new equipment, retraining employees, advertising new company policies,
etc. As a result, ethical research methods are more profitable, but the first stage requires large
costs, therefore some firms and companies are not yet ready to accept the new market rules. [13]
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- Secondly, actualization of the need to switch to humane production. Today's consumers
encourage unethical products until they learn the shocking details of animal testing. Widespread
publicity and awareness will lead to an increased demand for ethical products.

Thus, the problem of not testing cosmetics on animals will begin to move in the right
direction with forward speed.

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SNOW LEOPARD: SAVE MY HOME!

Abstract: The article examines the disappearance of snow leopards and describes the main
factors and solutions. The positive impact of information support of mass media was shown.
Expert recommendations and a journalistic view were also given.
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Biodiversity is the living substance of our planet. It plays an important role in sustainable
development and human well-being. Conservation of biodiversity is one of the main tasks that
humanity has to solve in the present and future. But it seems we can't solve this problem. One
evidence of this is the disappearance of the snow leopard. According to official figures, only 140
people out of 4,000 living in the world remain in Kazakhstan. The snow leopard remains one of
the urgent tasks for the protection of wild species. However, our society seems to care little about
this problem. The purpose of our publication is to draw public attention to the problem of
reducing the number of snow leopards.

Why do we consider this problem important? Because we believe that the protection of
animal rights is the responsibility of each of us. Animal rights means that animals deserve certain
kinds of consideration—consideration of what is in their best interests, regardless of whether
they are cute, useful to humans, or an endangered species and regardless of whether any human
cares about them at all. It means recognizing that animals are not ours to use—for food, clothing,
entertainment, or experimentation. Another importance of the problem we have chosen is as
follows: the snow leopard is considered a kind of indicator of the health of mountain ecosystems.
It plays an important role in the ecological chain: the size of the population of other animals, the
condition of pastures and the health of entire ecosystems, including humans. If there are no snow
leopards at all, the entire fragile system will suffer, because people are also part of it. Land,
pastures, soil - all resources will be destroyed if even one link in the natural chain breaks. Of
course, this will affect a person's life. Thus, by protecting the snow leopard, we are also
protecting our well-being.

One of the steps to solve the problem is to attract public attention through the media. The
Kazakh media say little about the snow leopard. However, we found and reviewed several
informational materials. The first is a documentary film made by a Kazakh TV channel [1]. The
film crew of the channel is sent to participate in a joint expedition of the Ile-Alatau National Park
and the Institute of Zoology of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of
Kazakhstan. They watch the snow leopard and try to learn its secrets.

The second is an article by Elena Brusilovskaya, a journalist for the Kazakhstanskaya
Pravda newspaper [2]. Here she talked to experts and collected interesting facts about the snow
leopard. For example, the color of the snow leopard's fur makes it easier to camouflage in the
mountains. At the same time, it helps the animal not to freeze at low air temperatures. The long
tail helps the snow leopard to keep balance while jumping. The tongue of the snow leopard is
covered with special mounts, with the help of which it separates the meat from the bones. Also,
with the help of the tongue, the animal washes.

This article also states that the snow leopard is an excellent hunter with very good
eyesight. The leopard does not just roam the mountains, hoping to grab at least something, but
waits, tracks down its prey, sneaks up to it, using its protective coloration, and only then attacks
sharply. In terms of physical parameters, the snow leopard is also a special animal. The harsh
environment has made it so that the Leopard is all muscle, which gives him strength, lightning
speed and agility, which is why he lives so well in the mountains.

What does Kazakhstan do to save such an amazing animal?

The first active discussions on this issue in Kazakhstan began in 2013, after the Global
Environment Facility (GEF), together with the United Nations Development Program (UNDP),
started working on the idea of implementing projects for the conservation of the snow leopard in
the countries of its habitat. In 2018, UNDP, together with the Government of the Republic of

Kazakhstan, launched a full-scale GEF project Conservation and Sustainable Management of
key Globally Significant Ecosystems for various benefits. The project is being implemented until
2023, and one of its key issues is to support the conservation of the snow leopard and its habitats.

To date, the UNDP is solving a number of urgent tasks, including the development of a
landscape plan for key habitats of this animal species in Kazakhstan. Since November 2019,
UNDP, together with the Institute of Zoology of the Ministry of Education and Science of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, has been conducting scientific research to determine the boundaries of
potential habitats of the Kazakh snow leopard population and its food base. For this purpose,
UNDP purchased special equipment - 3 thermal imagers, 25 quadrocopters, 294 camera traps
and winter field clothing, which were supplied to 13 specially protected natural areas.

Kazakh scientists are preparing to apply the method of artificial insemination (IVF) for the
first time to increase the population of the snow leopard. Our scientists have successful
experience in the use of IVF to increase the population of such rare animals as argali and saiga.
We hope that this experience will work for snow leopards as well,- said an interview Yerzhan
Yerkinbaev, an employee of the Snow Leopard Foundation.

In 2021, Kazakhstan toughened penalties under the article Poaching. Now poachers can be
jailed for 7-9 years, previously they could get off with a fine.

We must admit that this is a rather harsh, but quite fair punishment, since such a term, as a
rule, was imposed for bringing severe damage to human health, - Yerzhan Yerkinbayev stressed.

Another way to protect the red book beast is plans to introduce monetary compensation to
farmers, villagers whose livestock became the prey of the snow leopard.

As Yerzhan Yerkinbayev emphasized, a leopard, does not attack a person. This is a smart
animal, but if there is not enough food supply in its places of residence, then it can go down from
the mountains to the villages and eat lamb. Such cases have taken place in neighboring
Kyrgyzstan. With the support of international organizations such as the World Wildlife Fund and
UNEP, in Altai and Kyrgyzstan, farmers and villagers are provided with monetary compensation
in compliance with all procedures so that they do not go to the mountains to take revenge on
snow leopards. A similar experience can be implemented in Kazakhstan, - Yerzhan Yerkinbayev
summed up.

The Association of Biodiversity Conservation of Kazakhstan also contributes to the
preservation of snow leopards. According to ACBK scientist Oleg Lukanovsky, the association
achieved the following results:

With the help of questionnaires and photo traps, data on the snow leopard and its food base are
collected

The number of snow leopards in Kazakhstan is estimated at 140 individuals (expert assessment)
.The range of the snow leopard in our country is the mountain systems of Tien Shan, Dzungarian
(Zhetysu) Alatau, Tarbagatai, Saur and Altai, which are located on the territory of four regions —
South Kazakhstan, Zhambyl, Almaty and East Kazakhstan.

A national action plan for the conservation of the snow leopard has been developed;

To increase the effectiveness of monitoring work on the species living on the territory of the
Ile-Alatau GNPP and the Kolsai Kolderi GNPP, the ACBC transferred field equipment to the
data of the protected areas: 6 binoculars, 1 telescope, 6 GPS navigators, 2 cameras, 1 projector;
A new method of accounting for the number of snow leopards developed by WWF Russia has
been tested in the Katon-Karagai and Zhongar-Alatau national parks;

According to Oleg Lukanovsky, protecting this rare animal species involves three main
measures: preserving their ecosystems, protecting them from poachers and local communities
that exterminate snow leopards to protect their livestock, and mitigating the impact of climate
change and ever-expanding human settlements.
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The work on the conservation of the snow leopard is successfully carried out in many
countries. The success of the issue of animal protection largely depends on the socio-economic
conditions of the state, and on the attitude of the people themselves to the conservation of the
snow leopard. In almost all countries of the leopard's habitat, such a measure as a strict regime of
protection in nature reserves has a positive effect on its conservation. A successful conservation
model based on people's special attitude to nature and harmonious socio-economic development
exists in Bhutan.

Oleg Lukanovsky believes that in order to help solve this problem, an ordinary person
needs to perform the following actions:

Be a responsible tourist — don’t leave litter behind when you travel. Plastic bottles, packaging
wrappers cause havoc to the ecosystem and the wildlife that lives there.

Don’t buy snow leopard products — snow leopards are poached for their beautiful fur; they are
also killed for their bones & meat. Say NO and report to concerned authorities to help stop this
heinous illegal trade.

Spread the word — People do not know that presence of snow leopards is an indicator of the
health of mountain ecosystem. Share your knowledge.

And how can a journalist help in solving this problem? It is the task of journalists to
convey reliable information about the snow leopard to the public and promote the preservation of
its population. We have already written that the Kazakh media say little about the snow leopard.
Therefore, we must bring this issue to the surface of the media.

Conclusion

Thus, saving the snow leopard is a topic that is always relevant. Preserving the snow
leopard is not a one-day task. The projects that are being implemented now require great care
and accuracy and some time. The salvation of each snow leopard is our lifeline, given to us by
nature.

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EXPLOITATION OF ANIMALS IN THE CIRCUS:

DO ANIMALS HAVE RIGHTS?

Abstract: This article is intended to raise the question of the actual necessity and relevance
of animal performances in circuses. Several countries were analyzed for the introduction of legal
acts regarding the protection of animals on the circus stage. The article highlights the importance
of respecting ethical standards and moral views when discussing animal rights, as well as the
adoption of such legislation in Kazakhstan. It was also noted that media coverage and
community activities are important in raising awareness and addressing this issue.

Key words: circus performances, animal training, legislation, animal rights activism.

The Animal Circus is a relic of the past, with its roots in ancient Rome. It is well known
that Rome was famous for gladiator fights and mass killings of animals. Already today it can be
noted that if the animal trainer works in a relaxed manner, then the audience immediately
becomes bored. But as soon as the artist provokes the aggressiveness of the animal, the hall
explodes with applause. Does this seem strange? In the 21st century, we still brutally exploit
predators for our own amusement. Over time, as the entertainment industry became bloodthirsty,
moral values changed. Has our level of thinking remained as cruel as it was in the past?

Nowadays, more and more people in the world are aware of animal cruelty in the circus. In
civilized countries, circuses with animals are rapidly losing their popularity. The use of animals
in circuses is restricted or outright banned in many countries including Sweden, India, Finland,
Switzerland, as well as Denmark, France and the list goes on [1]. For example, two circuses in
the UK that toured Europe with animals were closed. Also, over the past 12 years, half of the
traveling circuses that had at least one tour around the country have canceled. These measures
were applied thanks to a large-scale sociological survey, according to which 65% of respondents
were in favor of a complete ban on the use of animals in the circus, and 80% opposed the use of
wild animals in circus performances. In addition, there are circuses in the world in which there is
no animal training [2].

Unfortunately, there is no law in Kazakhstan prohibiting the use of animals in the circus. In
our society, it is not possible to quickly abandon this type of circus, since a traditional circus
without a variety of animals is unthinkable in the minds of most people. The rooms with trained
animals are still the most attractive and popular, as evidenced, for example, by the recent show
program at the Almaty State Circus, where the participation of trained animals became the
highlight of the program [3]. Obviously, it is difficult to decide in one day to ban the
demonstration of animals in the circus arena by one law or another.

The purpose of this article is to initiate an open and honest conversation about actual
training methods, animal welfare, all the dramatic events that are happening in the circus system,
so that the public is ready to accept animal rights law and create a new culture of entertainment
and vivid emotions in a society without cruelty to animals.

In 2020, the President of Kazakhstan, Kassym-Jomart Tokayev, ordered the development
of a bill on the protection of animals, but there is no definite and clear ban on the exploitation of
animals in the circus. However it should be noted that this law includes several important points:
from 2025 contact and mobile zoos and from 2029 mobile aquariums, dolphinariums and animal
shows will be closed. Fines for cruel treatment resulting in the death of an animal are up to 200
MCI and 50 days of isolation [4].
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Any problem has rather large consequences for various areas of society, and environmental
problems have the highest priority. The world fauna is represented mainly by wild mammals,
reptiles, birds and other animals with their own specific requirements for biology, habitats,
adaptation and, finally, evolution. The conditions of stay and violent methods of training in the
circus are unnatural for wild animals, not to mention the cruelty of hunters who catch and deliver
young wild animals to the circus, while killing their parents during capture.

How does this affect the people themselves? First of all, it is a danger to spectators and
coaches. You can list a large number of cases when wild animals in the circus attacked either the
audience or the circus employees. Cruel methods of training and conditions of detention lead to
greater aggressiveness of animals, which causes them to attack people. Secondly, it has a bad
effect on the psyche of children. A kid who comes to the circus to see wild animals is not able to
analyze what is happening. A flaw is introduced into his perception of the animal world that
cruelty is normal, and this can further contribute to the mental distortion of reality for an adult.
Moreover, at present, budget funds are directed to entertainment with wild animals. If circuses
banned this type of entertainment, then the money from the budget would be used to really help
the world of wildlife.

The degree of media coverage is very important when dealing with sensitive issues such as
animal cruelty in circuses. In this topic, the publication focuses on two areas - progress in the
adoption of legal acts, along with interviews with experts, and emergencies occurring in circuses
with wild animals.

The world media widely covers this issue and highlights actions aimed at protecting animal
rights. Among the digital media that raise issues of circus animal abuse are regional online media
such as Times Leader (Northern Pennsylvania) or Dutch News that shed light on civic activities
or special cases involving circus animals. For example, on April 16, Times Leader published an
article about how representatives of PETA (People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals) and
Voice for the Animals gathered for a public picket against Shrine Circus, which still performs
with animals [5]. The Dutch news, in turn, featured a story about a former circus elephant sold to
Hungary, where it is likely to be exploited again [6]. Despite some activity, the mainstream
media is still silent or out of focus, with only environmental organizations creating an occasion
for public discussion.

However, the global discussion has also attracted attention in the post-Soviet space. In
December, Ukrainian animal rights activists announced their intention to completely ban the use
of animals [7]. Last week, the Ministry of Natural Resources of Armenia presented a draft law
on the use of animals listed in the Red Data Book [8]. Considering the fact that we do not have a
law on the rejection of animalistic performances, Kazakhstan joined it in terms of animal
protection by adopting the Law on the Responsible Treatment of Animals on December 30, 2021
[9].

Recently, before introducing the bill into the Address to the People, the President of
Kazakhstan, Kassym-Jomart Tokayev, noted that the attitude towards animals is a measure of the
civilization of any state, and our society is far from okay with this.[10] .

It is clear that our people have a stereotype about animals in circuses, and the circus
management itself is not ready to eliminate this type of entertainment because of financial gain.
For example, the circus in Shymkent publicly announced on its Instagram page that in 2021
there will be a unique project and performances that completely exclude the use of animals.
However, the rejection of performances with animals became an experiment for Nauryz.
Sultankhan Amanov, deputy director of the circus, claimed that animal performances accounted
for 40% of the circus budget [11].
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On the other hand, people are becoming more aware and attentive to the problem. For
example, with the help of the local administration, Pavlodar residents removed one mobile
Russian circus. As Sputnik Kazakhstan reported, the inhabitants of Pavlodar were outraged that
the animals of the traveling circus were kept in a truck trailer, made loud noises, frightening the
townspeople [12]. It is reported that many violations in the maintenance of animals have been
identified. The veterinary service found violations in veterinary passports and unacceptable
conditions of detention. For example, a lion and a bear live in small cages, while they should be
in enclosures with an area of 30 square meters and a height of 3 meters.

According to non-governmental organizations, traveling circuses and zoos are a relic of the
past, a bloody business [13]. The problem of touring in circuses, zoos and dolphinariums has
worsened during the quarantine. President of the Care Foundation Yulia Kovalenko noted that in
situations of extreme danger, circus animals are left unattended, and artists and staff often change
jobs and carry out reforms. For example, the animals of the Almaty Circus were left without
funds to support 37 animals during the pandemic. Bakyt Bokibaev, the director of the Kazakh
State Circus, claimed that more than 10 million tenge per month is required to keep camels,
goats, horses, dogs, cats and bears [14] . After all, a similar situation is observed not only in
Kazakhstan, but also in other countries.

Emphasizing all of the above, Kazakhstan follows the modern ethics of treating animals
with all respect and dignity, at least in legal matters. In our interview, Marianna, head doctor at
Happy Pet Animal Shelter in Almaty, said that precisely because people have become more
informed and enlightened, they know that animals pay with their blood and flesh for these
beautiful stage performances. Let's hope that we will follow ethics not as a formal duty, but as a
moral duty, and this will teach us to remain human and think about friends and environment that
need protection.

A circus can be successful without animals. The most powerful circus corporation in the
world, performing on five continents, Canadian Cirque du Soleil has never used animals in their
performances. There are also no animals in the Chinese state circus, Zirkus Ronkalli in Germany,
Zirkus Meer in Austria, Zirkus Swamp in the UK, a circus in Madrid. Thus, cruelty to animals is
not at all a prerequisite for success in the 21st century [15].

Therefore, there is a great prospect for the future, when in all countries of the world this
type of entertainment will be completely abandoned, and this trend has already begun in many
countries. There is an example to follow, and most importantly, there are people who are not
indifferent to the fate of circus animals in our country. Actions and events from animal rights
activists, which take place almost every year in the country, already now show a great interest of
the population in the problem of protecting animal rights.

Do you need more posts on this topic? What is the driving force behind animal welfare
actions and activities? These issues are covered in the media in order to attract more interested
people. A large number of posts, articles and materials about the current situation are very
helpful in solving the problem. As the exploitation of animals in circuses continues to this day,
media coverage is still essential to achieve justice for all living beings on the planet.

Annotation: Media is one of the tools, which helps to form opinions and views of masses, thus
female representation in modern outlets is even more important, than ever. With research
pointing, that lack of representation might shape public opinion of women in history as
insignificant and other, stating that certain language might be sexist, it makes the problem
relative even nowadays.

Introduction

Feminism is a combination of chronological and thematic narratives of the movements and
ideologies, that share the same aim of providing equal rights for women. Worth noting, that it has
many directions depending on the cultural backgrouund, country, time, goals, causes and
intentions, however many Western feminism historians state that every movement that works to
obtain equlity in women rights should be considered feminist, regardless of them applying the
term to their movements ideas.[1] Many people tie the start of the feminism to the sufragette
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movements in the early 19th century, however scientists have found scant evidence of organized
protests against women’s circumscribed status in the society in the 3rd century BCE. Roman
consul Marcus Porcius Cato resisted attempts to repeal laws limiting women’s use of expensive
goods, thus causing Roman women to fill the Capitoline Hill and blocking every entrance to the
Forum. “If they are victorious now, what will they not attempt?” Cato cried. “As soon as they
begin to be your equals, they will have become your superiors.”

However, that uprising was extraordinary for the said period of time. For the most of recorded
history, only a few isolated voices of the nobles spoke out against women's lower status in
society, foreshadowing future debates. In late 14th- and early 15th-century France, Christine de
Pisan, the first feminist philosopher, challenged traditional attitudes towards women with a bold
appeal for female education. Her fight was resumed later in the century by a Venetian woman
writer and humanist, Laura Cereta who published Epistolae familiares (1488; "Personal Letters";
Eng. trans. Collected Letters of a Renaissance Feminist), a volume of letters dealing with a wide
range of women's complaints, from denial of education and marital oppression to the frivolity of
women's attire.

By the end of the 16th century the defense of women became it’s own established genre, after
another Venetian female poetess and writer, Fonta Moderata, published posthumously a feminist
broadside, Il merito delle donne (1600; The Worth of Women). Proponents of the status quo
painted women as inherently immoral and shallow, while arising feminists offered large lists of
courageous and accomplished women and declared that if they were allowed equal access to
education, they would be intellectual equals to men.

The “debate about women” did not reach England until the late 16th century, when pamphleteers
and polemicists clashed over the true nature of womanhood. First person to write on the
problems and issues of women in the England was British writer Jane Anger. In 1589 she
published the pamphlet Jane Anger, Her Protection For Women, after a series of satiric pieces
mocking women were printed. It was one of the first feminist refutations of negative portrayals
of women’s charachter and intelectual capacity in the Great Britain.

This debate seethed on for more than a century, until another English author, Mary Astell, issued
A Serious Proposition to the Women, a more contemplated rebuttal (1694, 1697). The
two-volume work recommended that ladies inclined neither toward marriage nor a religious
work ought to set up common religious communities where they might live, study, and educate
others.

Going back to the topic of female representation in the media, as we can see throughout history
noble females, who were lucky enough to have at least some form of education, used mass media
outlets (pamphlets and memoirs) in order to convey their point of view to the larger audiences.
Given the example of the Fonta Moderata and Laura Cereta and the big opposition with which
their ideas were met, laying out their ideas and proofs of their words for masses was important in
order to continue the fight and fortunately, find others who can support their ideas and resume
their fight. These examples prove, that representation of the women in the media allowed the
higher-up to condition the way of thinking for men and women. They took great deal to educate
the lower classes on the topics of gender inequality in this case in particular. [2]

In the modern world of internet and globalization, the topic of feminism is not secluded
anymore. There are now more than one outlet, providing information on the progress and issues
of modern feminism all over the world. Whole dynamic of movement’s development is pretty
much the same all over the globe, with the exception of the “closed countries” such as China
with their firewall and Japan with their lack of interest in the topic and rooted cultural sexism.

In Kazakhstan the history of feminism is quiete shallow due to many historical and geopolitical
factors out of our control. A relatively small amount of scientific research on Kazakhstani history

as seen through the lens of its gender order, specifically as it relates to the radical transformation
imposed by Soviet authorities during the twentieth century was also noted by Tatiana
Shuchecnko (2016). She verifies these facts in her latest investigation into the topic by stating
that, first and foremost, there is a general lack of in-depth research on the 'Soviet gender
revolution,'. Second, the majority of available articles are focused on the countries that were the
central and western Soviet republics, and third, even when study is done on gender order in
Central Asia, it either covers the region as a whole or concentrates on a specific country.

This discursive technique of 'pocketing' the five Central Asian republics into one geographical
entity is explained by the author as being rooted in the Soviet discourse on "«women of the East»
as a homogenic category coming from the Russian Empire's colonial, orientalist orientations to
the region" (Shchurko, 2016: 185, 193; Tlostanova, 2010). As a result, researchers studying
Soviet gender policies are exposed to historical documents on five Central Asian republics that
are addressed in a similar manner, with little or no regard for the differences in the countries'
contexts (possibly, with an exception of hujum, a campaign of mass unveiling of Muslim women
which mostly unraveled in Uzbekistan and Tajikistan where women used to veil themselves). [3]

In another work, Tatyana Shchuchko writes about the representation of women in Belarusian
textbooks. In her work, she notes that history textbooks for different classes are of particular
interest in this case, since they are a source of knowledge for young people and play an
extremely important role in shaping their worldview. She also notes that modern gender
researchers (Pushkareva, 2008; Scott, 2001; Chikalova, 2002; 2003; Yukina, 2003) prove that
traditional textbooks and scientific publications on history have not taken into account and
continue to do not take into account the contribution of women to the development of world
civilization. . Historical works cover military, economic, political history, ignoring social history,
which leads to the exclusion from the picture of the historical past of the titanic work of women
in the protection, maintenance and reproduction of life. Their activities are underestimated, not
perceived as socially significant, but perceived as personal, family oriented, private and therefore
insignificant. At the same time, textbooks well represent history as an institution (Women on the
Edge of Europe, 2003: 12), which produces knowledge, a discourse of order, in particular a
gender order. History textbooks are designed to represent the official "discourse of truth" in
relation to historical events, the practices of interpreting these events. Michel Foucault points out
that in any society the production of discourse is simultaneously controlled, selected, organized
and redistributed by a number of procedures, the function of which is to neutralize its power and
the dangers associated with it. In other words, the discourse of order/truth is not accidental, has
institutional support and is subject to certain procedures of limitation:

We know perfectly well that we do not have the right to say everything, that we cannot speak of
anything at all in any circumstance whatsoever; not just anyone, finally, may speak of just
anything.(Foucault, 1996: 51).

At the same time, textbooks have a very special status in the production of legitimate knowledge.
As the Russian researcher Lyubov’ Shtyleva (2008:103—104) points out, in contrast to the
influence of gender representations of teachers, which are quite diverse, and the impact of the
organizational culture of the school, the special role of textbooks is due to the fact that they are
published in large amounts, regularly, for a long time and massively used in majority of schools.
(4]

In this case, it can be noted that it is necessary to take into account not only the very fact of the
presence of representation in the sources and the mention of women and their achievements in
the media, but also the quality of this representation. Do the authors of the articles use any sexist
language? Do they use appropriate pictures in their materials, or do they harm women and their
quality of life with their words? It is these questions that will be answered in this paper.
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Note: Gender researchers are an interdisciplinary research practice that uses the cognitive
possibilities of the theory of social gender to analyze social phenomena and their changes.
Methods

In the course of writing this article, the selection and analysis had to be carried out several times.
Firstly, it was necessary to choose the sources from which the information would be taken. Next,
analyze the content of these sources.

When choosing a source, several different factors were taken into account. First, it was necessary
to find a publishing whose main content does not consist of news articles focused on business,
economics or politics, due to the fact that these resources are not primary when searching for
information on social problems, or representation. Secondly, the target audience could not be
only a certain gender, since in theory they cannot be a reliable representation, since they are
written with the condition of appealing to a specific, narrow audience. The latter is my personal
preference. Young target audience. Several of the most widely read and relatively well-known
Kazakh publishings were selected, among which only two were chosen. The media were picked
according to the target audience and their general image. As a result, only two websites ended up
being fit in terms of this project - The Steppe and The Village Kazakhstan. Both have a target
audience of 16-45 years old, both genders, both publishings raise social topics and often write
voluminous journalistic materials analyzing various problems of society, and both are relatively
active and popular in social networks. [5][6]

The second part of the study was the analysis of the content of selected web pages. Due to the
large number of different materials, it was important to select only the necessary and fitting ones.
For this reason 5 keywords were chosen to facilitate the search on the topic. Key words were:
woman, weaker sex, girls, March 8, feminism. Due to the large number of search results - the
next level of filtering - by time. In order to keep the topic relevant, as well as to reduce the
number of results, only articles from the last six months, starting from October 2021 and until
May, 2022, will be taken.

The second level of filtering is by titles and leads. Due to the fact that structurally the lead should
contain the main essence of the article, therefore, in order to save my time and poor nerve cells,
it was decided not to read the entire article if the lead does not fit the topic. As part of the topic,
it was decided not to just take informational, advertising articles, press releases, while special
attention was paid to special projects, interviews, data projects. The next filter is a picture.
According to to the article Stop Sexism, which writes on ways to stop sexist writing in media, by
Belarussian magazine 34mag[7], the image is also of great importance for representation,
because if chosen incorrectly, it can affect the tone of the entire material and affect the quality of
the representation, making it more harmful than useful. After that, the remaining materials were
proofread in full in order to determine what the main trends are in the articles written as part of
the analysis and check the dates for possible consistency or logic in them.

When performing the analysis, it was decided to add an additional action immediately after the
choice of the publishings and before starting the analysis - to count the number of all results
when searching for a keyword. This can be quite useful for finding trends among publications.
How often is this issue written about? In theory, it can allow you to see any.

Results

Following the methodology, the first step in the analysis was the creation of a pivot table, which
collected the results of a search query by tags on the website. Tags on the site help facilitate the
search, as they allow you to see even those articles in the text or title of which the keyword does
not appear. A summary table of the results of the first phase of the study is presented below:

From the table, you can see that the difference between the number of articles was almost 9.1%
of the total amount (66 in total, in both sources). A smaller number was published on The
Village. To eliminate potential mistakes during search process, it was decided to search through
all the articles, in addition to tags. Despite the fact, that it did not show any difference in the
outcome and did not change the amount of suitable articles, it allowed to see an interesting
oddity on one of the websites.

After searching for the keyword “weaker sex” (Fig. 1), The Village site produces 189 search
results (Fig. 2). Most of the articles that appeared in the results are representative of women and
have content related to women and feminism, despite the term itself being pretty sexist.

To give the benifit-of-a-doubt, it may be related to the way search system works and the fact it is
not able to identify the phrase “weak sex” as one element, and therefore jointly returns results for
two queries “weak” and “sex”, for this reason it was decided to not take these articles into
account, with the exception of those that were showed while searching for the remaining 4
keyword tags.

The Steppe website under the same conditions produces only 2 results, that are using the
keyword weaker sex only in a sarcastic manner or as a quote. Both of these materials were
published before 2019 and later the media source ditched the usage completely.

The next stage of the study was the selection of articles that meet the conditions of analysis. As it
was written in the methodology, articles had to have women representation in order to be chosen
as they should be influential and be capable of changing one’s opinion on the topic. As a result,
only a few articles were selected, their amount is shown in Table 2 below:

Discussion

As you can see, The Steppe website has a lot more articles with female representation that tell
the stories of “strong and successful” women: In honor of the holiday, the STEPPE editors
created a video project dedicated to the personal stories of how strong and successful women
inspire each other.[8]

It should be noted here that according to to to the article Stop Sexism, which writes on ways to
stop sexist writing in media, by Belarussian magazine 34mag[] such epithets as strong,
successful, are mainly used to describe masculinity and, as a result, men. This makes the given
article a good representation as it does not abide sexist ideas and rules in the writing.

It is also worth noting that despite the similarity of the two websites and their proclaimed
“progressiveness”, it was the second one, The Steppe, that had more larger, quality materials
dedicated to the struggles of women for equal rights, not timed to coincide with the holiday of
March 8, while on The Village materials about the march that took place on March 8 are strictly
informational in nature, containing mainly photos from the march and quotes from feminist
activists. I would also like to note the definition of the holiday on March 8, given by The Steppe:
March 8 is the international day of women's solidarity in the struggle for equal rights and
emancipation. [9]
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Despite the fact that the official name of the holiday is “International Women's Day”, this is a
qualitative representation, since it helps to learn more about the holiday of March 8th. It works
even better, taking into the consideration, that official sources only write that this is an
International Women's Day. Such explanations in the materials help to explain the importance of
this event for the ongoing struggle for gender equality and allows you to show that the
participants of the marches and protests are people who continue to fight for the cause.

The next task is to search for patterns and similarities in these materials.

The first most notable feature probably was is the use of feminitives. Even though there are an
extremely large number of people who oppose it, to some extent, the use here can help combat
the stigma that certain professions are only for women, and others are only for men, which
circles back to the similar ideas as were proposed by Tatiana Shuchko in her research on
representation in Belarus study books, where she noted, that the epithets might affect the
perception of the information.

The Village: In addition, the organizers (opeanuzamopok) were invited to a conversation in the
akimat and asked to withdraw their applications [10]

The Steppe: Cyborgenese (Kubopeunu): how to apply organizational skills in IT? [11]

Due to the small number of results on The Village, it was pretty easy to find similarities and
trends among the articles - they are all comparatively negative in their tone:

Feminist rally in Almaty: How difficult is it to organize [12]

A girl/lady in Almaty had her uterus removed without her consent. She wrote a statement, but the
case was closed [13]

The police are not investigating our cases: Femactivists received a response from the Ministry of
Internal Affairs [10]

In contrast to the second source (The Steppe), which actively promoted the representation of
girls working in various fields, their stories and an examples of their success:

I want every Kazakh woman to wear a skullcap”: an interview with craftswoman Aziza Izim [14]
#SteppeWomen: how women inspire each other in today's society [8]

Cyborgenese: how to apply organizational skills in IT? [11]

This media source has a greater emphasis on setting a positive example while not forgetting to
discuss the issues encountered to this day in the fight for gender equality. Unlike The Village,
this is a more positive representation, as it not only talks about the problems of society, but also
helps readers, by setting the example and helping them on their road. Returning to the material of
Tatyana Shuchenko, this allows the current situation with the representation of women as “not
significant” in history. This is done especially well by an article about women who played an
extremely important role in the history of Kazakhstan: Which women of Kazakhstan should be
given a monument. We talk about outstanding women. [15]

The Steppe also often talks about the importance of solidarity and support, emphasizing the need
to fight together, which is also a very good representation, taking into consideration the stigma of
women not being united:

#SteppeWomen: how women inspire each other in today's society [8]

How to build a successful career: 8 tips from women top managers [16]

Kazakh women in STEM: 5 girls about the development of the sphere and their own experience
Stories of fighting and defeating breast cancer [17]

Conclusion

As a result of the study, it was revealed that despite the fact that both websites position
themselves as progressive and pro-feminist, the representation of women in one of them is much
better than in the other(7able 2). This is evidenced not only by the differing number of articles
that are a quantitative representation and talk about real heroes (Table 2), but the main tone of

these articles can become extremely damaging to the movement as a whole. It should also be
noted that the peaks of the creation of articles (Fig. 4) fall on significant dates like the New Year
(in December) and March 8th. All this correlates with what was said at the very beginning - the
representation of women in the media is often associated with some major holidays, and the
results of the study in The Steppe, although they showed a relatively large number of materials,
most of them were affiliation aka ads. All of the above means, that there should be major
improvements to the female representation on the modern mass media.

Introduction. In this article I explore the nature of terminology Information Warfare in social
media and conduct comparative analysis of Informational Warfare across regions Russia,
Ukraine, the USA and Europe on the subject of distortion of the information in case of Russia's
military operation on the territory of Ukraine in 2022.

The term Information Warfare in 2022 is more relevant than ever. However, without a
clear understanding of it, it is difficult to understand the processes that are taking place in the
political life of the country and the world. Besides the threat of a group of people for national,
territorial or gender reasons, information wars can also affect one specific person. For example,
researchers Y.S. Shatilo and V.N. Cherkassy is considered myths as the first information wars.
Since the forces of each conqueror followed the stories about their rigidity. This sufficiently
undermined the morale of the enemy. In 1976, T. Rohn in his report “Weapon Systems and
Information Warfare™ first used the concept of information warfare. The expert paid special
attention to the fact that information infrastructure is a key aspect of the American economy.
And thanks to the distortion of information from the outside, it becomes a vulnerable target both
in wartime and in peacetime. But, according to ILN. Panarin for the first time the term
"information war" was used 10 years earlier, in 1967 by A. Dulles in the book "Secret
Surrender". The book is dedicated to secret negotiations between the United States and Great
Britain on the one hand and SS Reichsfiihrer Himmler on the other. Later this concept was often
used in the press [1].

To date, the term information warfare in the world community is interpreted differently. It
1s translated as information war, and as information confrontation, and as information
psychological war.

Initially, the phrase Informational Warfare was used in Russian terminology with a desire to
emphasize an aggressive focus. Thus, the RAND Corporation in the course of its research
1996-1998 revealed that this term means an attempt to change the interpretation in the eyes of
the military and civilian population in order to destabilize the situation in a hostile country [2].
However, over time it became clear that Informational Warfare can also mean the passive flow of
the conflict, aimed at distorting the moral and psychological side of the issue. Accordingly, we
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can conclude that the words information war and war should not be equated. Because, in some
cases, the opponent may not even be aware that an information war has been launched against
him.

To date, discussions have not stopped aimed at concretizing the term Information
Warfare, as well as its correctness and practical applicability in the field of social and political
relations. Accordingly, today the issue of developing and harmonizing a unified terminology is
also not closed [3].

Introduction to the RU-UA relationships. Thus, if we consider the case of the situation of the
military operation to denazify Ukraine by Russia (2022), we can see that not only Russia and
Ukraine, but also the EU countries, as well as the United States of America took an active part in
the information war between the two countries, which entails increased fragmentation of data
and the flow of factually unfounded accusations on both sides. This situation greatly complicates
the process of interaction between the two countries, and, as it should, a favorable solution to the
current conflict.

The conflict itself and its prerequisites were identified much earlier, back in 2003. That year,
Russia began to build a dam in the Kerch Strait, which for Ukraine became a sign of changes in
borders. The conflict was settled after a personal meeting and negotiations between the two
presidents. However, the destruction of the friendship of the fraternal peoples was no longer to
be stopped.

In October-December 2004, presidential elections were held in Ukraine. Of the 26
nominated candidates, the prime minister of Ukraine, Viktor Yanukovych, and the winner of the
2002 parliamentary elections in the Our Ukraine bloc, Viktor Yushchenko, were chosen as the
main candidates. To fully understand the picture, it is worth clarifying that V. Yanukovych had
significant support from the Russian Federation, led by presidents Vladimir Vladimirovich Putin,
and his rival in the political race, V. Yushchenko, in turn, was supported by the European Union
and the United States. The nomination of candidates was not without serious political precedents.
On September 21, 2004, V. Yushchenko announced an attempted poisoning, in connection with
which a criminal case was opened, designated under the number 49-1361 [4]. In turn, V.
Yanukovych was urgently hospitalized after getting off the bus a group of people supporting V.
Yushchenko started throwing eggs and metal objects at the presidential candidate. It was later
determined that the metal object was an accumulator [5]. On November 23, 2004, according to
the results of the elections, it was announced that Viktor Yanukovych became the winner.
However, the results were recognized by the people as falsified, which became the impetus for a
political crisis, mass popular protests and became the cause of the Orange Revolution [6], which
lasted until the end of January 2005.

During the reign of V. Yushchenko, the Russian Federation twice refused to supply gas to
Ukraine. The first time happened in 2006 after Ukraine's refusal to sign gas delivery contracts,
which led to a crisis and interruptions in transit to Europe. In addition, despite the refusal to sign
the documents, Ukraine continued to take unauthorized gas and for the first days collected it for
the benefit of meeting its own needs and requirements [7]. The second gas crisis in 2009 was
related to European consumers, which also led to a complete cessation of supplies. The result of
all negotiations was the Nord Stream project, whose goal was to build alternative routes for gas
supplies to Europe.

Thus, all of the above conflicts became a prerequisite for the key events of 2014 related
to the annexation of Crimea and the war in Donbas.

The year 2014 began for Ukraine with meetings against the new government, which
began after the removal of pro-Russian candidate Viktor Yanukovych from office. Further, the
participants of the meetings seized the administration buildings in Donetsk and Kharkov, while
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the headquarters of the Security Service of Ukraine was seized in Lugansk, which led to the
announcement by the activists of the creation of the nation republics of Donetsk and Lugansk
(LDNR). Kyiv did not react immediately, as another election was expected next month.
However, despite this, an order was still given to use force in order to conduct an anti-terrorist
operation. As a result of the clashes that lasted throughout the year, Crimea was included in the
Russian Federation (March 18, 2014), and the Donetsk and Lugansk Nation Republics were in
the status of self-proclaimed [8].

Main part. This is how things stood at the time of 2022, when on the night of February 21 to
February 22, President of the Russian Federation Vladimir Vladimirovich Putin, after a meeting
of the Security Council, announced the recognition of the independence of the Lugansk and
Donetsk Nation Republics. Immediately after this statement, the beginning of a military
operation for the denazification and demilitarization of Ukraine was indicated.

Since then, almost two months have passed, which gives a sufficient amount of
information from the news resources about the attitude towards the ongoing military operation
and the angle of view on the situation. For analysis with a view to conducting an information war
and distortion and / or inconsistency of facts from different sides, 2 popular resources from
Russian, Ukrainian, European and American media covering the same news or event will be
taken.

As an example of distortion of the information the events that took place in Bucha will be
indicated. There were murdered lots of civilians and world community think that it was done by
Russian army. This tragic event took place at the end of March during the withdrawal of Russian
troops from the occupied territory. In early April, the military of Ukraine announced the found
corpses, the limbs of which were tied. A large number of theories, including conspiracy theories,
revolve around the tragedy in the village to this day.

Thus, such magazines as Arguments and Facts (RU), Izvestia (RU), Obozrevatel (UA),
Segodnya (UA), Euronews (EU), Washington Post (US) will be taken for analysis News.

Arguments and Facts magazine was founded in 1978. For today, its edition has more than
1.5 million copies in quarter. It is published every week and covers the social and political
agenda of Russia and the world.

Based on the articles presented on the web resource regarding the events in Bucha since
the beginning of April 2022, one gets the impression that the publication adheres to the state
position that what happened in a small village from late March to early April is a skillfully
staged production. Thus, on the web resource, at the request of Bucha, readers can find articles
citing the Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation; Maria Zakharova, Director of the
Information and Press Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation;
Anatoly Antonov, Mercury of the Russian Federation to the United States. These quotes clearly
state that the fakes in Bucha are aimed at disrupting the peace talks between Russia and Ukraine,
and also created to present Russia in a negative light in the eyes of the world community.

In addition, immediately after the tragic events, there are started to appear articles about
the ban because of the reproduction of fakes. It is worth clarifying that at the time of writing this
article, the end of April 2022, the Arguments and Facts magazine is not recognized as foreign
agents in Russia, which means that, according to the law of the Russian Federation, they are
legal and not receive sponsorship from foreign countries. Thus, it is possible to put forward a
hypothesis that the Russian magazine Arguments and Facts can purposefully adhere to the state
point of view in the field of this issue, since it is extremely unprofitable for the editorial office to
lose advertisers and salaries allocated by the state.

It is also worth mentioning that Arguments and Facts are trying to present Russia in the
light of the victim, commenting that Russian civilians are being hounded for possible unproven
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involvement in the incident. On the other hand, the magazine seems to be trying to ridicule the
opposite side by saying that when providing materials from a possible place of events in Bucha
they give a footage from the Russian crime series Sled and they tried to personate the actress as
an innocently killed civilian. Svetlana Vasilyeva, an actress, whose photo began to be distributed
by Ukrainian Telegram channels, chuckles and declares that this is for sure a shot from the
beginning of a series called Neformalka and calls on people who do not believe her word to see
this for themselves [9].

Izvestia magazine was founded in January 1917 and has a socio-political and business agenda.
The edition is 85 thousand copies. Besides the printed edition, there is also a TV channel of the
same name.

Izvestia, as well as Arguments and Facts, adhere to the state position regarding the
situation in Bucha. Thus, the site does not publish opinions that contradict the positions of the
government of the Russian Federation.

Making a conclusion on the situation that has develc
recognized as a foreign agents, we can conclude tha
to this situation are the words fake and provocation.

After considering the position of Russia as a
of Ukraine as a victim in the eyes of the world
publications of the country were taken, which c
Ukrainian.
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socio-political situation in the country. It was founded in 2001 in Russian language, but later, in
2005, the Ukrainian version of the publication was also presented. This site was recognized as
the most visited in the period from 2015 to 2018.

There is a separate tab on the Internet resource dedicated to the military operation
conducted in the country since the beginning of March 2022. Thus, if we rely on the theme of the
tragedy in Bucha, we can come across a position that is completely different from Russian
sources. Thus, the articles mention quotes compromising Russia, as well as comments from
residents of Ukraine, America and Europe. In addition, in this source you can find such words as
rashist, moskal, emphasizing the fascist ideology of the Russian Federation.

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Thus, at the end of the analysis of the Ukrainian mass media in the form of popular
resources Obozrevatel.com and Segodnya.ua, we can conclude that they are securitizing in
nature. In addition, there is a place to be obscene language in the headlines, as well as offensive
words such as rashists and moskals.

Euronews is one of the largest information TV channels covering events in the world and
directly in Europe. Its web edition publishes news in more than 7 languages of the world,
including Russian, French and German, which allows it to reach the largest number of audiences.
Over the past ten years, the publication has been repeatedly accused of spreading Russian
propaganda by Ukraine (Olga Gerasimyuk, First Deputy Chairman of the National Council of
Ukraine) [10], as well as of producing fakes by Russia (Maria Zakharova, representative of the
Russian Foreign Ministry) [11].

If we compare the connotation of articles in Euronews, we can see that the European
press adheres to the position that there were murders in Bucha, although this is presented without
the aggressive component that is present in the Ukrainian press. Euronews prefers to devote
more time to details in its articles, and also presents video materials in large quantities. However,
there are also articles calling for action. One of these articles is presented above in the photo and
is a quote from one of the inhabitants of Ukraine, which says that every barrel of oil transported
to Europe from Russia sponsors the war and is denigrated by the blood of Ukrainians.

The latest for today will be the Washington Post, which is an American daily newspaper
published in Washington DC. Today, the Washington Post is the largest newspaper in the United
States of America. Its daily edition is about 550 thousand copies, and on weekends the number
of copies is about 750 thousand.

Despite numerous statements by Joe Biden, American President about what is happening
in Ukraine, as well as directly about the events in Bucha, the Washington Post refrains from
unnecessary comments. Although articles about the war in Ukraine are published every day, they
are written with the most neutral tone. Also, the Washington Post is the only magazine of the
above, which used the adjective "alleged" in relation to Bucha. Also, from the end of March and
the beginning of April, only two articles devoted directly to the events in Bucha were published
on the website of the publication.

Conclusion. For today it is not known exactly what happened in Bucha in late March-early April
2022. The world community requires an expertise. Scott Ritter, a former UN inspector, said in
early April that so far no evidence of what situation had come from Ukraine [12]. And some
experts, relying on the presented video materials, later stated that the corpses could not lie on the
territory of the village for so long and be without signs of natural decomposition [13].

Thus, without providing an official independent expertise, it is difficult to accurately
judge what happened or did not happen in Bucha. However, there is no doubt that during the
Russian military operation to demilitarize Ukraine, a separate corridor for the information
warfare was opened. Bucha is just one of the clear examples of how the media of different
countries and sides explain and disseminate what happened.

The media, adhering to one point of view, declare that this is just another fake of the
Ukrainian authorities, spread with the aim of demoralizing the inhabitants of Russia and the
whole world. Other media say that this is a tragedy of monstrous scale. In addition, they even
represent the relatives and friends of the victims to the world community. The third party tries to
refrain from sharp statements and apologies, perhaps waiting for the results of the examination of
what happened.

Today, coverage of data and similar events is an important component of the war. In this
case of considering the proposed term of information warfare, the characterization of
psychological-information warfare is most beneficial, since footage from the scene of incidents
does not allow one to remain indifferent, whether it is a fake or a real shooting of actually killed
civilians.

It is clear that each of the representatives of the authorities who are in contact with the
press is trying to give the most desecuritizing commentary about what is happening now on the
military front. This is where statements come from that the materials, reports and comments
provided are true or, in turn, not true. Because it is precisely this behavior that will allow
maintaining the moral component not only of the army serving at the front, but also of civilians
supporting their state.

Udemy is a distance-learning portal, whose distinctive feature is a wide coverage of
various fields of knowledge, from academic social sciences and humanities to mobile application
development. Users have access to more than 100 thousand different online courses (both paid
and free), a rich selection of expert teachers with a unique approach to learning, as well as the
opportunity to learn at your own pace. Using Udemy service allows you to learn from scratch or
fill the gaps in your knowledge.

In addition, a distinctive feature of the portal is that anyone can become a teacher within
the portal: to do this, it is necessary to choose a training topic, create a course, and then promote
it among students, sharing knowledge with students and earning money in the process, or
distributing it free. During development authors have the ability to upload audio and video,
presentations and a variety of files, as well as use interactive whiteboards for discussion.
Learning on the Udemy platform is possible both from a computer and from a cell phone screen,
thanks to convenient applications.

The use of forum technologies and all kinds of platforms in virtual learning groups allows
all participants to independently or jointly create online learning content, which stimulates
independent cognitive activity. The possibility of combining individual and group forms of work
contributes to a greater degree of understanding and assimilation of the material, as well as
building individual educational trajectories. The communicative space common to all
participants of the learning process provides an opportunity for collective evaluation of processes
and results of work, observation of the development of each participant and evaluation of his/her
contribution to the collective creativity. The high level of interaction ensures the continuity of the
learning process beyond the classroom.

Of course, social networks are not the main means of online learning, but their
capabilities in solving educational problems today are underestimated by the professional
community.

The value of social networks for learning and development is still underestimated: many
methodologists are skeptical about the possibility of using this object of information technology
as a pedagogical tool, because traditionally social networks are seen as a medium for spending
free time, entertainment. However, in pedagogical activity the capabilities of social networks can
be used to solve a variety of tasks: in social networks one can efficiently organize collective
work of a distributed study group, long-term project activities, international exchanges, including
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scientific and educational ones, mobile continuing education and self-education, networking of
people located in different countries and on different continents of the earth.

Conclusion

Thus, based on the above, we can conclude that modern society lives in a digital reality,
and mainly users of this educational online content are young people for whom digital tools and
information technology are an integral part of life.

First, the current generation really appreciates speed, mobility, and accessibility, which is
exactly what, is present in this format of learning. Secondly, in addition to text and speech
formats, modern material is accompanied by video, which is also an advantage, because
visualization is an important and necessary part in the perception of information. Thirdly, the
interaction between people in the virtual space is of no small importance, and now this industry
is actively developing, with the introduction of this type of education. Today, trainees can easily
find like-minded people and friends according to their interests and views. Fourthly, it certainly
allows getting rid of and solving psychological difficulties that learners may encounter when
learning online. For example: a barrier to communication, stiffness, reticence. There is an
excellent opportunity to assert oneself, to develop and acquire new skills and knowledge, to
engage in self-education and discipline.
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HOW THE MEDIA REFLECT TOKAYEV'S PRESIDENCY

Annotation. The article examines the problems of the modern press and the need for
careful cross-checking of the information it receives — media literacy. An analysis of three
typical online publications promoting a different agenda depending on the editorial policy,
investors' and shareholders' interests is presented. For this purpose, materials reflecting the most
discussed and high-profile events during the rule of the current president, starting with his
victory in the early elections of 9 June 2019 and ending with his Address to the People of
Kazakhstan on 16 March 2022, have been studied.

Keywords: media, journalist, Russian-language press, president, Tokayev, Kazakhstan

Introduction. Since their existence, the media have had an enormous influence on shaping
public opinion. By broadcasting world events, they not only indicate certain behaviours to their
audiences, but also establish norms for interaction in society. The attention of the audience has
led journalists to become not just transmitters but also creators of new information. Today, the
activities of the media are seen as a fourth power, which has been compared to the state [1].

Information consumption itself, as part of human functioning, is becoming an object of
scrutiny. This is a particularly interesting trend in the age of digital technology and globalisation,
where a person's degree of involvement in the infofield affects the realisation of their life goals
[2]. As a result, there is a need for media literacy — the ability to critically evaluate and analyse
media content [3]. Using the tools of media literacy, the consumer will be able to identify various
kinds of manipulations and distortions in data presentation, thereby increasing the chance of an
objective assessment of the situation. At the same time, media literacy is a basic feature for
journalists to understand and create media materials.

The key genre of information presentation in the media is news. It is for this reason that
many media outlets have many times more newsfeed materials on their web resources than
materials from other genres combined [4]. One of the key characteristics of journalistic texts is
objectivity. Despite this, by publishing only facts, the media are able to distort reality and impose
certain opinions [5]. The presence of manipulation in media materials leads to bias in the media,
which in turn violates the standards of journalistic ethics, as there is a deliberate promotion of a
certain agenda. A distorted presentation of data can lead to incomplete coverage of a situation,
which may lead the consumer to draw wrong conclusions about a particular situation.

The media outlets presented in this paper all have very different objectives and promote a
different agenda, which depends on editorial policies and the interests of investors and
shareholders.
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Methodology. Information has long been a mechanism for pursuing political goals, and in
this paper I will examine how the media cover the first term of President Kassym-Jomart
Tokayev, who has been head of state since 20 March 2019.

The following online media outlets will be considered:
24.kz (Russian-language, state-owned);

Tengrinews (Russian-language, private);

Azattyq (Russian-language, opposition);

In chronological order, I will look at the main periods of the presidential term. The focus will be
on how the publications cover the most discussed and high-profile events during the period of
the head of state's presidency:

the victory of Kassym-Jomart Tokayev in the early elections (9 June 2019);

the renaming of the state capital Astana as Nur-Sultan in honour of the First President Nursultan
Nazarbayev (20 March 2019);

Message to the People of Kazakhstan (16 March 2022).

The key objective of the work is to increase the level of critical thinking and analytical
skills of the audience on the current political agenda promoted on different types of online
media.

The target audience is Kazakhstanis interested in the political life of the country.
Predominantly young people (students) who get their information from the Internet rather than
from TV or newspapers.

Khabar 24 (24.kz) is an information website and television channel owned by the media
holding Khabar, whose board of directors is chaired by Dariga Nazarbayeva [6]. The media has a
political orientation and covers the interests of the ruling elite.

The 2019 presidential election was covered on the website from the morning [7], and voter
turnout data was updated at 2-hour intervals. According to the totals, 77.4 % had voted in the RK
presidential election by 22:27 [8]. This was followed by interviews with the political expert
Yerlan Sairov [9], who called the elections an awakening, and with Duambekov Musagali, a
member of Amanat civil platform, who stated about 18 flagrant violations during the elections
[10]. At the same time, the second speaker did not specify which violations he was referring to.

On the morning of 10 June 2019, according to preliminary data from the CEC,
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev won 70.76 % of the votes [11]. At 22:25, 24.kz published a piece on the
website 24.kz stating that Tokayev had won the election [12].

On 12 June 2019, Kassym-Jomart Tokayev took office as president; Khabar 24 broadcasted
the inauguration live [13]. In addition to brief information about the elections held the day
before, the website gave a little background on the new president of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
noting that he had many years of political and diplomatic experience.

The presidential election was extensively covered by the website 24.kz, showing the
latest developments in voter turnout and inviting experts. It is worth noting that, despite the
pro-government media policy, Khabar 24 did not actively promote the election. It only assured
that voting was taking place according to all international norms and rules [14].

Tengrinews 1is an internet publication and news portal of Alash Media Group media
holding founded by Batyr Kazybayev [15]. It is a private Russian-language media outlet and
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covers news of Kazakhstan and the world about business, economics and socially significant
issues.

During the presidential election, Tengrinews, as well as 24.kz, began to publish news
from the morning, but there were many more and were more diverse. For example, the first story,
which appeared on the portal at 6:23, was about Kazakhs in Japan and Korea. They were the first
to vote in the special elections [16].

Unlike Khabar 24, Tengrinews also showed the other side of the election. For example, in
Aralsk, a drunken man kicked the ballot box [17]. Among other things, the online edition drew
attention to a video that circulated on the internet [18]. It showed several people throwing ballot
papers into ballot boxes, which is a violation at a polling station. The editorial board contacted
the deputy representative of the Central Election Commission and got comments from him.

In contrast to the 18 gross violations discovered by the guest of Khabar 24, while not
specifying what exactly these violations were, Tengrinews referred to Prosecutor General Bulat
Dembayev, who specified: Prosecutors initiated 18 administrative cases, 12 of which were on the
facts of multiple voting and another six on the facts of voting in two or more polling stations
[19].

Even before the end of the election, Tengrinews covered the rallies that took place in
Nur-Sultan and Almaty. According to the editorial board, around 500 people were taken to the
police that day [20]. However, referring to First Deputy Interior Minister Marat Kozhayev, who
spoke at a briefing at the CEC, no special means were used to detain offenders.

Kasym-Jomart Tokayev's victory was covered dryly by Tengrinews. The material
provided figures and a short video clip straight from the Central Election Commission. There
was no information about the president himself [21].

Unlike the pro-government Khabar 24, the private online publication Tengrinews focused
not only on the elections, but also on the environment surrounding them, paying attention to
violations at polling stations and rallies, which 24.kz did not do.

Azattyq is the Kazakh branch of the international organisation Radio Liberty, which is
funded by the US government. It is an opposition publication which began publishing materials
discrediting the authorities long before the presidential election.

The editorial board of Azattyq calls the elections themselves a transit of power, and the
First President — an autocrat and dictator, trying to protect his family and their wealth [22].
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Also notable is the material in which the publication accuses the government of Nursultan
Nazarbayev of oppressing the active youth. In their opinion, on the eve of the presidential
election of June 9, the activists were drafted into the army [23].

During the elections themselves, the newspaper broadcast live text coverage [24], treating
the events with obvious scepticism and drawing attention to the numerous violations [25].

Unlike Tengrinews, which did not cover the protests in full, Azattyq devoted several
photo coverage to them before, during and after the elections [26] [27] [28].

After Kasym-Jomart Tokayev's victory, the publication for several more days issued
materials questioning the legitimacy of the election, involving experts, political scientists and
journalists [29] [30] [31].

Comparing Azattyq with the above-mentioned pro-governmental and private
publications, it should be noted that all materials about the presidential election are critical,
which is characteristic of the opposition media.

The renaming of the capital was also covered in very different ways by the three types of
publication. On Khabar 24, under the tagline of remaming the capital, no material on
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev's initiative was found, but on that very day, 20 March 2019, Beksultan
Tutkushev, Chairman of the Board of Directors of the National Heart Surgery Centre [32], was
invited to the TV channel's studio. Despite the headline material about the renaming of Astana,
the expert began to talk about the role of the First President in the establishment of independent
Kazakhstan. According to him, the great Nazarbayev and the great Kazakh people have traveled
together without conflict, war, and striking confrontation. Beksultan Tutkushev did not give his
opinion on renaming the capital, but, judging from his speech, he was in favour of the capital
being named after the First President.

Three days later the Kazakh president signed a decree renaming the capital Nur-Sultan.
24 kz covered the event without any embellishment [33]. However, after that, on 25 March 2019,
Zhandar Sadykov, an activist of the Nur Otan party (now Amanat), visited the studio of Khabar
24 [34]. Unlike the previous speaker, he spoke specifically about renaming the capital. As
Zhandar Sadykov said, the President has done a lot for his people, including creating the capital
of Kazakhstan by naming it Astana. The expert said he fully supports the renaming and has no
complaints.

In general, on 24.kz, the renaming of Astana was accompanied by several experts who
noted the key role of Nursultan Nazarbayev in the establishment of modern Kazakhstan.

The last piece on the tagline about renaming the capital was the piece from 27 March
2019, when Kassym-Zhomart Tokayev spoke out about renaming the capital during a meeting
with the akims of the regions [35].

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Tengrinews covered Kassym-Jomart Tokayev's initiative quite differently: the material
about the renaming itself was written in protocol, and the invited expert, Vice-Speaker of the
Majilis of the Parliament Vladimir Bozhko, did not express a firm view on this matter. He only
noted that there were no obstacles to renaming Astana [36].

Further materials after the renaming of the capital also did not reflect the point of view of
the editorial board. They were only explanatory in nature. For example, the editors of
Tengrinews clarified with the Ministry of Justice the procedure of renaming the capital, as well
as spoke about the fate of the football club and the airline Astana [37] [38].

The opposition media Azattyq covered the news of the renaming of Astana to Nur-Sultan
in a very unequivocal way. In a pejorative manner, they noted that the initiative was voiced by
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev in the presence of Nazarbayev, who was sitting on the seat of honor in
the parliament, and whom the second president of the country called the sole and lifelong Elbasy
— the father of the nation, who entered the national and world history [39]. Thus, the editorial
board once again points out to the reader its opinion of the country's incumbent president.

The next day, on 21 March 2019, Azattyq publishes a piece drawing attention to the
problem with access to the two petitions against renaming the capital. The piece says that the
authors of one of the petitions, which by then had already collected 29,000 signatures, demand
that the authorities refuse to rename the capital without a legitimate discussion of the issue with
the people, but it is not open to many users in Kazakhstan [40].

On 25 March 2019, the publication's website publishes a piece in which a guest expert
estimates the cost of renaming the capital at 47 billion tenge or $125 million [41].

In general, the editorial board of Azattyq perceived the president's initiative very
negatively, expressing its disagreement with a number of materials and further questioning the
independence of Kassym-Jomart Tokayev [42].

In light of the January events, Kassym-Jomart Tokayev's 16 March 2022 Message was

the first large-scale address to the people of Kazakhstan. Khabar 24 created a separate tag on the
website, which included 47 materials.
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The first material on the website was a blitz survey of the country's residents [43]. In this
survey, the people of Kazakhstan were asked what changes they were expecting. Answers were
varied: some complained about constantly rising prices, some hoped for a brighter future, and
some refrained from commenting.

After the Address itself, numerous interviews with experts appeared on the website time
and again, all of them agreeing in one opinion: everything is bound to change and a new stage of
development will begin for Kazakhstan [44].

In general, all further materials and numerous blitz surveys of citizens are aimed solely at
consolidating the authority of the president after his address and eliciting a positive response
from the population, for whom Khabar 24 is the main source of information [45] [46] [47].

In this case, the agenda of Tengrinews was virtually no different from that of 24.kz.
Throughout the speech of the head of state, the news portal published excerpts from the Address,
and after it, it involved domestic experts who gave a positive assessment of the incumbent
president [48]. For example, MP Sayasat Nurbek said that today was a truly historic day, and in
the eyes and speech of the president, the expert saw how calmly, confidently, withstandingly,
without panic or pathos, the man was realising his vision.

All other materials were in many ways similar to those of Khabar 24, so we can conclude
that the private online publication supported the current government.

The same could not be said about the opposition Azattyq, whose editorial board
considered the President's Message in detail. In the first article published on the day of the
speech of the head of state, the publication accused Kassym-Jomart Tokayev of empty promises,
populism and lack of clarity [49]. According to the editorial, the president mentioned the
enemies who were involved in the January disturbances, but did not mention their names. The
editorial board also mentioned the torture of the detainees during the rallies by the security
forces.

The second material came out the day after the speech. In it, guest political scientist
Shalkar Nurseit analysed what was wrong with Tokayev's Message [50]. The expert was
dissatisfied with the President's order fo shoot to kill during the January riots, and with the four
adopted packages of political reforms which, according to some political analysts, were

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cosmetic. Following this, Shalkar Nurseit argues that the president is unable to accept others
(reforms) and still remains the so-called super-president.
Overall, the expert's comments are almost indistinguishable from the first piece and aim
to criticise the current government and question the reforms undertaken by the president.

Conclusion. The above analysis of the Russian-language press has shown how the same
political event is covered by different types of media: state-owned, private and opposition media.

The state media 24.kz is trying by all means to whitewash the incumbent president, often
resorting to concealment or incomplete coverage of information. As an example, Khabar 24
looked at the presidential election from one angle, ignoring the rallies taking place in Almaty and
Nur-Sultan. It is also worth noting that a guest expert spoke out about irregularities during the
voting, stating 18 grave cases, but did not specify which ones.

At the same time, the private online edition of Tengrinews covered the rallies during the
elections, but wrote only in two words, while quoting First Deputy Interior Minister Marat
Kozhayev, who spoke at a briefing at the CEC. He assured that no special means were used to
apprehend the perpetrators. In contrast to Khabar 24, Tengrinews' editorial board paid closer
attention to election time violations when a drunken man kicked a ballot box, and in one polling
station people threw several ballots each.

Opposition publication Azattyq, on the other hand, often covers information in a very
one-sided manner, seeking to discredit the incumbent authorities. During the presidential
election, they were obviously inclined to believe that Kassym-Jomart Tokayev, whom the
editorial board considers a protégé of Nursultan Nazarbayev, would come to power in the
country [51].

Summing up the analysis, it should be said that none of the aforementioned publications
covers the political events related to the incumbent president in a sufficiently objective way. All
of them follow a certain agenda and editorial policy. If 24.kz is pro-government and Azattyq is
opposition, then Tengrinews serves as a golden mean here, but still does not cover information to
the full extent.

Thus, a proper approach to the study of information should be taken, especially in today's
context where the skill of media literacy is key.

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HOW THE IDEAS OF FEMINISM ARE PROMOTED BY
KAZAKHSTANI WOMEN’S MAGAZINES

Abstract: The study examines the problem of media coverage of the ideas of feminism,
considering the attitude of the Kazakhstani public to this movement. The authors’ texts of
Kazakhstani versions of three fashion magazines: Cosmopolitan, Elle and Harper’s Bazaar are
analyzed in this paper. As it turns out, all three magazines have slightly different positions on
feminism. However, during my analysis of the texts, it became clear that the publications of
Elle, Cosmopolitan, Harper’s Bazaar use feminist ideas in a positive connotation.

Key words: women’ magazine, feminism, text, Cosmopolitan, Elle, Harper’s Bazaar

Introduction. One of the key roles of the media is to shape public opinion by transmitting
certain behaviors and images to consumers of information. As a result, content creators have
become not just mirror of events, but also producers of innovative ideas and values. The views of
the audience to a certain extent become dependent on the actions of journalists. Similarly, the
media can change or define opinions on important social issues such as feminism.

In this research paper I want to analyze texts about feminism, that were published in
Kazakhstani Web-versions of women’s magazines. I try to investigate the different discourses on
the feminist movement raised in the selected media. The word «feminism» is now perceived with
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a negative connotation for many Kazakhstani people — I can assume that fashionable women's
magazines support this trend. The research aim is to try to understand if the media can conduct
educational activities and change the opinion of society on acute social topics.

Methodology. The objects of the research in this article are the texts of popular women’s
magazines Elle, Cosmopolitan, Harper’s Bazaar, published since 2021 and presented on the
Internet. I analyzed author’s texts that belong to magazines, not interviews, where the
interviewee plays the key role in creating an opinion. These publications are interesting because
they do not simply appeal to women but focus on them as the only one audience for their
product. Therefore, I can say that the materials published on the pages and web resources of
these magazines are designed to interest a modern Kazakhstani woman. By gaining the trust and
interest of female readers, publications can dictate certain patterns of behavior and views on
important social issues. Among other things, they can tell consumers how to respond to
feminism and whether it is worth supporting.

The existence of fashion magazines owes its existence to the printing press, which was
invented in the 15th century by Johannes Gutenberg. The emergence of this mechanism allowed
Europeans to reach a new level of information transfer. The active development of book printing
was a precursor to the appearance of printed newspapers and magazines. The very first
magazines printed various kinds of information to meet every need of readers. At first, periodical
scientific journals, such as the German Erbauliche Monaths-Unterredungen («Edifying Monthly
Discussionsy), appeared in European countries. It was not until later in the 17th century that
entertainment and secular publications began to appear. The French magazine Le Mercure Galant
(later renamed Mercure de France) is an example of this category [1]. Introduced by King Louis
XIV in 1672, it began to appear monthly in 1679. In addition to secular chronicles and literary
novelties, the pages of Le Mercure Galant printed fashion reviews with accompanying
engravings. One issue began with a description of the wedding of King Charles II of Spain and
Princess Marie-Louise of Orleans. The engraving of the princess’ wedding dress, printed there, is
considered the first fashionable picture in magazines.

Magazines devoted entirely to fashion began to appear in the second half of the 18th
century. The Lady’s Magazine, Gallery of Fashion, Galerie des modes et costumes Frangois,
Journal des Luxus und der Moden, Cabinet des modes ou les modes nouvelles are striking
examples of that period. At the end of the 19th century magazines began to publish their first
photographs, during the same period magazines Cosmopolitan, Vogue and Harper’s Bazaar
appeared.

The first half of the 20th century and two world wars were marked for humanity by
fundamental transformations in society. More magazines were trying to keep up with the times
and reflect the issues that worried society. In the same way, the image of women that
publications showed to the public has changed. Now a woman on the pages of magazines drove a
car, wore pants, and worked in factories and enterprises. At the same time, feminist movements
began to gain active popularity, demanding an end to women’s legal, social, and economic
dependence, as well as access to education and participation in the electoral system [2]. The
growth of women’s self-consciousness as an independent social group affected the magazines
that addressed this audience. However, the issues of gender education remained relevant for the
second half of the 20th century and for our time as well. Feminist movements still fight for
political and social equality, and some women’s publications still spread stereotypes about the
role of women in society.

To combat this kind of ignorance, Ms. magazine appeared in America in 1972. This
magazine, founded by feminists Gloria Steinem and Patricia Carbine, was the first national
women’s magazine. It talked about the problems of modern women and covered national and

international news of particular importance to women [3]. In doing so, Ms. refused to show ads
that portrayed women in a demeaning role and propagated stereotypes. Feminist publications,
which were supposed to change gender ideology in Russia, appeared at the end of the 20th
century. The image of a woman who moved away from the ideals of a stay-at-home parent was
issued by such magazines as «WE», «Posidelki», « Women’s Rights in Russia», « Woman +», the
almanacs «Transformation», and «All People are Sisters» [4]. There are also examples of
feminist media in Kazakhstan, including Manshuq Media and Batyr Jamal.

Now many Kazakhstanis are wary or negative about the word «feminismy, not in a hurry to
show themselves with this movement. A probable reason for this reaction is the rhetoric of
Russian-language resources, in which feminism is presented as a struggle for women's rights.
While English-language sources talk about achieving gender equality. At the beginning of 2022,
the gender pay gap in Kazakhstan was 25% [5]. According to Saule Kemelbaeva, Dean of the
International School of Economics at M. Narikbaev Kazakh State University, the reasons for the
difference in wages lie in gender stereotypes and prejudices, as well as in social and cultural
norms. The second part of Article 14 of the Constitution of Kazakhstan states that no one in the
country may be subjected to discrimination based on origin, social, property status, occupation,
sex, race, nationality, language, attitude towards religion, convictions, place of residence or any
other circumstances [6]. However, women in Kazakhstan still face various manifestations of
inequality, and to combat such situations, civic activists unite in mass initiatives or feminist
NGOs (Non-governmental organizations). For example, the oldest feminist organization is The
Feminist League of Kazakhstan, which was registered in 1994. The ideas of the organization
were to influence the country’s policies towards women to improve their financial and social
protection [7]. Nowadays, the Internet and social networks play an active role in educating and
creating communication channels among feminists. Digital feminism promotes new kinds of
discourse about gender inequality and sexism, allowing diverse groups to take part in discussion
and protest [8].

Digitalization has led to many print media having Internet channels to issue information.
Magazines and newspapers have begun creating their own websites and registering on social
networks. The same can be said of the Kazakhstani divisions of the magazines Cosmopolitan,
Elle, and Harper’s Bazaar. The publishing house Partners Media Group publishes them in the
country. Despite this, the editorial policies and audiences of each magazine are unique.
Cosmopolitan targets young and independent girls, positioning itself as a friend to female
readers. Elle promotes optimistic thinking, openness, and modernism. Harper’s Bazaar’s content
focuses on luxury and stylish living, with an emphasis on photography. Since these three media
outlets have different positioning, it can be assumed that the agendas they promote may differ as
well. To understand how magazine editors present the ideas of feminism, I will focus on the
Russian-language text materials that have been published on their websites since 2021. The
materials were found using the sites' internal navigation — I used keywords such as «feminismy
and «feminist» to search for them. This is how the average reader will search for the information
he or she needs.

Cosmopolitan. First launched in 1886 as a family fashion magazine, Cosmopolitan only
began to target young women as its main audience in 1965 [10]. During this period, the writer,
journalist, and feminist Helen Brown became the editor-in-chief of the magazine. Thanks to
Brown, Cosmo became the talk of sexual enlightenment and career independence for women.
Currently, the magazine publishes materials on diverse topics. In Kazakhstan, Cosmopolitan
appeared in 2003 [11]. The main audience of this media are women aged 18 to 24 years. «Cosmo
girl» is bright, open to the world and tolerant.
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To analyze Cosmopolitan’s position on feminism, I examined two texts. The first text,
«The F-word: why feminism has such a negative connotation in society», was published on June
9, 2021 [12]. The main message of the text is to try to improve opinions about the feminist
movement. The author describes the basic principles of feminism, parses popular stereotypes,
and concludes that the main problem in accepting feminism is uneducated. The writing style of
this material is noteworthy. Cosmopolitan publications are known for their sarcastic, ironic, and
informal tone. The author of this material writes: There are millions of articles published on the
Internet, to which there is free access, but someone is more interested to listen to Seryoga from
the second entrance and his fiery speeches that women in today’s world are foo spoiled. In
addition, there is this sentence: This labeling continues today because — surprise! — the group
with great power (men) looks to do whatever it takes to support that power (rejecting equality as
radical). The author does not shy away from strong assertions of conclusion: Therefore, the
claim that feminism breeds hatred of men is silly and not true. To explain why many people,
equate feminism with hatred of men, the journalist concludes that society must change its mind
about the «f-word». Feminism is beautiful if it is understood correctly, says the author. Thus, the
main message of this material is to inform and create a positive attitude towards feminism. The
journalist's goal in this situation is to get female readers of the magazine interested in learning
more about the principles of feminism and to stop being ashamed to classify themselves as
feminists. People should be loudly proud of what they believe in, especially when it comes to
feminism, the author says.

The second text, titled «Feminism: 6 Signs You Get It Wrong», was published on July 29,
2021 [13]. The text focuses on 6 stereotypes about feminism, against which the author puts
forward counterarguments. This material is an example of how changing social and societal
norms affect the production of women’s magazines. For example, in the June 2011 issue of
Cosmopolitan Russia the texts created the image of the housewife, who is forced to resort to
tricks to get a more capable man to fulfill a request and help her [14]. As a result, the impression
is created that there is no equality between men and women. Returning to the analyzed text, I see
that the journalist raises the theme of freedom of choice and equal rights. A woman should not be
feminine, marry or become a mother, says the author. The piece also clearly tells the position in
relation to men. The journalist argues that a man, like a woman, should only do what he likes: He
does not have to be strong, not to cry, or always work and support the family. Also of interest is
the fact that the text does not tell the reader that it is better to be a housewife than a professional.
In the past, magazines paid the least attention to career as a woman’s separate activity [15]. Now
no woman’s choices are not seen as better or worse than other choices.

In addition, Cosmopolitan published several articles in the fall of 2021 under the rubric
«Cosmo-likbez of all types of feminism», where journalists talked about socialist, cultural,
liberal, and radical types of feminism. In addition, the Kazakhstani editorial board of the
magazine organized the annual Fun Fearless Female award, where they talked about the
achievements of women in various fields [16].

Elle. The French magazine Elle was founded in 1945. The name, which translates from
French as «she» refers to the audience of this magazine [17]. The main topics of the published
materials are fashion, style, fitness, celebrities, relationships. Also, Elle had the largest
readership among all fashion magazines in the world at the beginning of the 21st century. In
Kazakhstan, the local version of the magazine appeared in 2020 [18]. According to the
publishing house Partners Media Group, the main audience of Elle is women aged 25 to 34 years
old. The editorial policy is to give Kazakhstani women access to exclusive and unprecedented
fashion.
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To understand Elle’s position on feminism, I analyzed two texts. The first text, titled «Is it
true that feminism is killing male gallantry? » was published on May 20, 2021 [19]. The material
begins with storytelling, this technique at once attracts attention and helps the reader to get
involved in acquaintance with the text. In this case, the journalist raises the question of whether
it is possible for men to keep their gallantry under feminism. To answer this question, the author
first gives her understanding of the ideas of the feminist movement. Based on her words, the
journalist has a positive attitude toward this phenomenon: The development of feminism was a
good step to change primitive thinking. At the same time, the author makes it clear that the
reality of our world already looks at women and their role in society differently: the role of
women in society should not be limited to motherhood and keeping the home. The material states
that the development of feminism should not eradicate the behavior of a gentleman in men.
Manifestation of gallantry — this is not a sign of defeat, but the contrary elevation of men in the
eyes of women, the author said. However, in conclusion, the journalist concludes that a woman
always wants to feel like a woman. It turns out that it will be preferable for men to remain in the
role of the leader in the joint dance. This conclusion seems to call into question what the author
wrote about feminism earlier, because she says that the primary role in relationships is taken by
men. It is as if equality was out of the question. At the very end, the journalist says that these are
«our» values and abandoning them would lead to paradoxes and contradictions.

It is also worth noting that this material was accompanied by visuals, which allowed the
text to break into meaningful blocks. However, these photos were not taken specifically for Elle,
they were downloaded from a stock photography website under the Unsplash license.

The second material, « ‘We need a woman-akim!’: a report from the ELLE Kazakhstan
women’s rally», was published on the website on March 8, 2022 [20]. The text talks about the
Almaty rally, the theme of which was the participation of women in the government. Although
much attention is given to photographs from the scene, there is a small textual explanation. The
Elle journalist says that women are underrepresented in the government of Kazakhstan, with only
one of the 17 ministerial positions held by women: Health Minister Giniyat Azhar (by the time of
the report — note). The material also says that 13 out of 14 regions of the country are headed by
men, and only in Kyzylorda region the post of akim is held by a woman. So far, Kazakhstan has
not reached 30% representation of women in politics, says the author. Nevertheless, most of the
material is occupied by photos of the rally participants and interviews with them.

Harper’s Bazaar. One of the earliest national American women’s magazines is Harper’s
Bazaar, founded in 1867 [21]. It was modeled on the German magazine Der Bazar, from which it
drew fashion material. Harper’s Bazaar positioned itself not as a conservative magazine, but as
an advocate of the suffragette movement and a revolutionary of fashion photography. The
materials published on the pages of the magazine are dedicated to style, fashion, and luxury
lifestyles. According to the publishing house Partners Media Group, the magazine's target
audience is women aged 25 to 34 and women aged 35 to 44. Larissa Azanova, editor-in-chief of
the Kazakhstani version of Harper’s Bazaar, claims that the magazine has been fighting for
women'’s rights since its first days.
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I have chosen two pieces to analyze Harper’s Bazaar’s position. The first text, titled
«Men’s Note: How to Support the Ideas of Feminism? » was published on June 30, 2021 [22].
This example is interesting because it appeals to the male audience of the magazine, which
according to the magazine is about 17%. The piece is written in the form of advice for men on
what they should do to combat gender inequality. One crucial step, according to the author, is for
men to recognize their privilege: You are so used to the status quo that you do not even notice the
problems of other members of society. Overall, the text promotes a desire to learn and to be open
to current information. 70 be a good ally, you need to understand the severity of the problems
women face every day at work, at home, and even on the street, says the author.

The second piece, «How has feminism ‘peeked’ into the closet of a Kazakhstani woman?»
was published on August 7, 2021 [23]. In this text, the author examines the impact of feminism
on the closet of a Kazakhstani woman. Even though the text is an overt advertisement for an
outlet chain, it is interesting for me to dissect the message Harper’s Bazaar is presenting about
the relationship between feminism and fashion. The piece states that Kazakhstani urban women
have stopped wearing stiletto shoes and clothes with tight silhouettes often. According to the
author, this is because women no longer dress to please men, preferring their own comfort.
Women no longer wish to dress exclusively for men, now she dresses primarily for herself, says
the author. Along with this, Harper’s Bazaar concludes that feminism is becoming a positive and
useful trend for the fashion industry. Clothing manufacturers are now freed from frames and can
create products without being tied to gender. Thanks to this, Kazakhstani women can afford to be
more liberated in their appearance. Broadcasting inner freedom and independence outwardly
through clothing is the choice of more modern women in Kazakhstan, the author summarizes.

Both Harper’s Bazaar texts were accompanied by stock illustrations. From a magazine that
puts the most emphasis on photographs, readers can expect more creative visual design of their
own production. In this way, the materials could attract more attention from the audience.

Conclusion. The analysis of three Kazakhstani women's magazines in this article showed
that the gender agendas in their texts have changed under the influence of cultural, social, and
economic transformations. Despite Kazakhstan's entrenched traditions and views on the role of
women in society, some magazines have invested educational activities in their materials.
Cosmopolitan magazine went the furthest in this regard. Even though these three magazines are
published by the same publishing house, each of them presents feminism and its ideas through a
different lens of understanding. The Kazakhstani versions of Cosmopolitan, Elle and Harper’s
Bazaar show a tendency to give the word «feminism» positive connotations. Thus, we can
assume that under the influence of these magazines, the target audience of their products will
change their point of view and stop associating the feminist movement with something negative.

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MEDIA OF KAZAKHSTAN IN THE DIGITAL ENVIRONMENT: PROBLEMS AND
STRATEGIES

Abstract: The article discusses the main problems of the media in modern Kazakhstan. A
number of reasons are identified that prevent the Kazakh media from being better. Among them
are censorship and state laws, as well as low wages, along with poor-quality training. A number
of solutions are proposed during the discussion of the problems. The real experiences of local
journalists and experts, surveys and analytical data are given.

21 century. The age of new discoveries and modern technologies. World progress knows
no boundaries, and humanity does not stand still, every day more and more developing in new
areas and improving in old ones. Journalism has been a very important aspect of public life for
many centuries, and in the current, information age, it plays almost the most important role in
human lives. In this regard, the question arises: "Are there any serious problems in journalism
today?". Journalism is an important component of any person's day. Waking up in the morning,
people almost immediately pick up the phone. They go to social or check mail - this is not
entirely important, because on any of these resources you can read what happened in the country
and the world while they were sleeping. Internet journalism provides a person with a huge scope
in choosing news topics for reading. Along with the benefits, there are also growing dangers in
providing information. In this regard, the state, understanding all the risks, is trying to control the
flow of information that occurs on the network and online portals. In other words, the concept of
censorship arises. Why is this considered a problem?
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The work of the media in Kazakhstan greatly complicates the legislation. The
Constitution goes through metamorphoses every year, which at first glance do not concern the
media, but in fact severely limit the work of the media. For example, the law on data protection
on data protection, which affected the activities of the media, the law is strongly about protecting
children from information that is harmful to their health and development. How does this relate
to the media?

Firstly, at the moment, many media refuse to print, preferring it to online media, because
an active audience has also moved to the online space. This law creates bureaucratic barriers for
the possibility of administrative influence on the media by the authorized body to complicate the
work. As an example, one can imagine the introduction of regulations that set the time limits for
the release of malicious content. This allows you to censor any content that will be labeled as
Australian content for children. Now the media must carefully select and check information in
order not to fall into the clutches of ruthless censorship.

What else can prevent the media within the framework of the law? According to Mikhail
Dorofeev, director and CEO of Informburo.kz, modern journalists need a completely new law
that can be implemented in the modern world. Secondly, according to him, it is necessary to
decriminalize the article on libel in the media, along with toughening the punishment under the
article, which prohibits hindering the professional activities of journalists. The libel rule is used
by corrupt officials to put pressure on the media. (ILsTs mpobnem kazaxcranckux CMU, 2019). It
1s also very important to consider approaches to the distribution of public funds: the lion's share
should be given to those media that are now especially relevant and necessary, but which simply
do not have the opportunity to make money on the Kazakhstani market, these are media in the
language of the media and individual media. An example is the recent closure of the children's
scientific journal Oyla, which was very popular and gave useful knowledge to children in the
Kazakh language but simply could not face financial problems (Mazorenko, 2022). Particular
importance is attached to balancing the responsibilities of journalists and government agencies:
today, journalists bear a disproportionately greater responsibility than officials who simply
cannot respond to a request, and they will not be for it. Journalists are the link between a person
and power. And finally, the latest news on coverage, public television and radio should be clearly
spelled out in a special law of financing and management mechanisms.

The second problem stems from the first so that problems journalist face with legislation
also brought some serious consequences. The transparency of the measures taken towards
journalism made people understand that the media cannot be completely trusted, since
information is partially regulated by censorship and authorities. People believe that the media
serve the interests of certain authorities, depending on the current agenda. Media representatives
note that one of the reasons for the loss of reputation, loss of trust on the part of readers and
viewers was the state information order and the conditions that were set before its performers.
This led to the loss of interesting content, the absence of sharp materials on politics and social
problems. As a result, due to the lack of interest among readers, the media became uninteresting
as platforms for placing state orders. In 2019, the Center for Strategic Initiatives (CSI) presented
the results of its annual survey on trust in government institutions. The conclusions of the study
are disappointing for the institutions: the majority did not even cross the bar of 40%.

The survey was conducted anonymously by Internet voting. More than 3 thousand
citizens took part in it. The survey results showed that society does not trust the media either.
Arman Shuraev is not surprised, a public figure and businessman, ex-member of the National
Council of Public Trust under the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in fact, independent
media in our country have been destroyed.

The head of UMG, the publisher of Forbes Kazakhstan magazine Armanzhan Baitasov
noted that in gaining trust or, conversely, distrust, the role of the media has always been quite
high, and the level of trust can either increase or decrease depending on how the PR service is set
up. Today, however, government institutions need to work not only with traditional media.
According to Armanzhan Baitasov, today almost every person is a separate media outlet, thanks
to social networks, and the opinion of the population also forms a common vision of a particular
person or institution of power. As for trust, today it is necessary to earn it not only among
newspapers and magazines, but also among the entire population (Sevostyanova, 2019).

It is fair to state that now the information environment is too exhausted to satisfy the
demands of readers and viewers. This contributes to the spiritual and creative degradation of
even young people, not to mention middle-aged people. Therefore, it is necessary to form a
media market, and for this it must be removed from the field of strict control of the authorities.
The absence, or rather, the disappearance of critical analytical materials, political and economic
analytics, the absence of analytics in general, led to the emergence of journalism based on gossip
and fakes. In our country, many newspapers focused on state orders have lost their readers, and
now they have also lost funding. The solution to the problem of censorship and mistrust can only
be the journalists' own initiative to tell the truth, thereby building trusting relationships with the
audience, and with the state, respectively. A media that avoids audiences or treats them in a “we
know best, listen to us” attitude will not last long. High competition for the reader/viewer/user
with bloggers, city publics and accounts in social networks, brands, and other media makes it
necessary to change the policy. For example, it can be engaging readers as experts, sources of
information, or even asking questions from the audience - what do you want us to tell you about?
Was this information helpful to you?

Speaking about the loss of funding and, in general, financial problems in the media, it is
worth noting that one of the problems concerns the low wages among journalists. Now the work
of a journalist is not attractive because of low salaries, hence the lack of young personnel and the
fading prestige of the profession. Now the salary of journalists of regional media is from 80 to
100 thousand tenge, which is from 43 to 53 percent of the average salary in Kazakhstan in the
second half of 2019. Here is what Pavel Bannikov, chief editor of FactCheck.kz, says that worse
situation with salaries could be observed only in the press and online media in the region which
is around 8-10 thousand tenge for material, for which most pros simply do not want to work,
they are written by students. Therefore, conditional "stars" hold on to places or earn extra money
as bloggers, and there is a large turnover of staff in the general market. With an average salary of
$300 a month, a journalist is forced to work for two or even three publications. This leads to
hellish overload and burnout. And it affects the quality of work, of course. Journalists, at every
opportunity, leave the profession to where they can live, not survive (I1saTs mpobmem
kazaxcranckux CMU, 2019).

According to the International Federation of Journalists' (IFJ) Journalism Pay Gap
Report, the highest median wages for journalists are in Germany ($3,705) and the lowest in
Indonesia ($458 per month). The earnings of journalists in Kazakhstan are 30% lower than those
of representatives of this profession in European countries. At the same time, journalists in
Kazakhstan earn more than colleagues from Belarus and Ukraine (Kosenov, 2012).

Raul Uporov, editor-in-chief of Uralskaya Nedelya honestly admitted that sometimes
employees have to delay salaries:
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«We delay salaries, employees are silent, they understand everything. The main thing is
values. Yes, we will cuddle somewhere, squeeze the budget. We do not reduce salaries, we do
not cut employees, there is no such thing. But still we are looking for new things to earn, to raise
wages» (ITsate mpobnem kazaxcranckux CMU, 2019)

At the same time, the low professional level of personnel training can be noted. It is quite
obvious that education in the modern period is becoming a branch of the economy. That is, the
main resource for the development of the economy is the human factor - the person who can
discover, create something new in production and science is most valued. In his message dated
September 1, 2021, the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan noted that at the moment the
most important priority is the development of science. Moreover, in his message already in 2022,
the president noted: "In general, I want to reformat education in our country. We produce too
many economists, lawyers, managers and others. We now need to put education on a technical
track". (Ummat, 2022). From this we can conclude that the current methods of teaching
journalism need to be modernized in order to keep up with the times. This can improve the level
of training of personnel, the value of which will be on par with technical specialties. Now a
journalist is not only someone who can travel to interviews in different parts of the world, shoot
and write reports, but also be able to understand all technical issues, design a page and be a
multitasking specialist.

Thus, it is possible to single out the above problems that affect the viability of the media
in modern times. In short, the solution to these problems is continuous development and keeping
up with the times, using multidisciplinary training and maintaining the trust of the audience. I
believe that being a journalist is a big responsibility. And in a word, like a weapon, you can both
save and kill. Therefore, it is very important for media representatives to use this influence on
people to their advantage in order to change the world exclusively for the better.
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Abstract. For professional journalism, a certain “code of honor” or “rules of journalistic ethics”
has been developed over the years, which regulates what a journalist can afford and what not.
This professional ethics is not legally binding, and the set of rules, depending on the type of
media, may vary, although in most cases the rules are the same. However, the "code of honor" is
actively recognized by almost all types of media and society.

The problem of modern journalism is that professional ethics are often not respected,
jeopardizing such factors as the truthfulness of information, accuracy and objectivity. The
relevance of the themes of the works is determined by the fact that deceit in some media is
becoming something common, something that is not questioned, authoritatively passed off as the
truth. Lies concern the private life of people, public and political life. What is important is not
that the untruth will then be revealed, what is important is the first impression that the lie makes
on people. Based on this, submissions to various global media outlets covering the events in
Afghanistan from May to August 2021 will be considered.

Key words. Afghanistan, Taliban, terrorist organization, extremist movement.

Introduction. The Taliban is a large Islamist radical armed organization. This movement was
formed in 1994 in the largest city in southern Afghanistan - Kandahar. The founder of the
Taliban was Mullah Mohammed Umar, who had participated in the battles of the Afghan war
(1979-1989) against the Soviet troops and the regime in Kabul.

The word “Taliban” itself is translated from the Pashto language and means “disciples”, the
plural of the word “Taliban”. The name came from the fact that it consisted mainly of students
studying in madrasas (Islamic religious schools), and ethnically the organization consisted of
Pashtuns, Sunni Muslims of Afghanistan, in spite of the "Northern Alliance", which included
Afghan Shiites and Ismailis of Tajiks, Hazaras, Uzbeks and Turkmens [1].
The Taliban began to grow rapidly and gain popularity among ordinary residents who suffered
from the post-war chaos. By imposing harsh Sharia law with its cruel punishments and
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executions, the Taliban were really able to quickly put an end to crime and corruption. They also
ensured the safety of roads and trade in their territories. The people welcomed this as a
long-awaited "order". Even Afghan President Burhanuddin Rabbani, who hopes to use this new
force against his mujahideen adversary Gulbuddin Hekmatyar, declared that "the Taliban is a
national Afghan movement and even called it a 'stronghold of good deeds'." General A. R.
Dostom, during his trip to London in January 1996 (i.e. before the capture of Kabul by the
Taliban in September of that year), in an interview with the BBC correspondent, said: “The
Taliban are the Afghan people and our Pashtun brothers ... We do not separate the Taliban from
our people, they are part of our nation” [2].
2021 was not the first offense to seize power in Afghanistan. This was preceded by a civil war
between 1996 and 2001. Then the Taliban made a successful attempt to advance on Kabul - the
city was occupied in one day. The new rulers introduced Sharia law in the city, banned music,
television, and all schools for girls. Women were forbidden to work and walk without a veil. At
the same time, the Taliban did not take any special initiatives to restore the destroyed urban
infrastructure. The Taliban formed a religious police force that was engaged in intimidating the
local population by beating unwanted people with rods.

By 1998, the Taliban owned 90% of the territory of Afghanistan and as a result, the state of the
Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan was formed, which was recognized only by Pakistan,
Turkmenistan, Saudi Arabia and the United Arab Emirates. For the rest of the world, the
existence of such a state was considered unacceptable for cruel public executions, stoning,
beatings with whips and chopping off hands. In the new country, human rights were completely
violated, there was total discrimination on many grounds, monuments of history and culture,
"alien" to the Taliban, were barbarously destroyed. So in 2001, monuments of Buddhist
architecture, namely the Bamiyan Buddha statues, were destroyed - this act led to the formation
of a negative image of the Taliban in the eyes of the world community.
It is noteworthy that the question of whether participants in the paramilitary movement belong to
students of religious schools has been raised since 1994 - the founding of the Taliban. Here is
what the Afghan emigre newspaper Nawayi Bamdad, which was published in India in the 1990s,
wrote: “Who are the Taliban? - the newspaper asked, - Where did they comprehend Sharia law?
Did they study only the religious sciences, or did they also study socio-political and economic
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sciences? In which madrasah did they learn to shoot, drive tanks, fly aircraft and study military
strategy?” [2].
As a result, the Taliban regime was overthrown when in December 2001 the troops of the
Americans and NATO allies invaded Afghanistan. The actions of the Taliban themselves led to
such events, when the international terrorist and "enemy number one" of the United States,
Osama bin Laden, was given shelter on the territory of the IEA (Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan).
When the United States demanded to extradite bin Laden after the September 11, 2001 terrorist
attacks, the Taliban refused, for which the organization paid the price.
For 20 years, the Taliban did not appear in any major conflicts. In 2018, even Afghan President
Ashraf Ghani announced on his Twitter page that he was ready to agree to a truce with an
extremist organization, provided that he reciprocates.Ha momenT npe3uaentcrsa JloHanbaa
Tpammna B gespaine 2020 roga Obula noAnKcaHa caenka o Mupe.

In 2021, the United States withdrew its troops from Afghanistan, marking the end of Operations
Freedom's Sentinel and Resolute Support. As a result of this unfortunate decision, the Taliban
launched an active offensive against the country's government forces. The terrorist organization
met no resistance throughout the offensive. The Afghan government forces, who have been
trained by the US and NATO for all these 20 years, did not even give a rebuff. However, in
reality, they surrendered without a fight, declaring that they wanted to protect the civilian
population from death.
Already by August 14, the Taliban held 90% of the country under control (as well as during the
first capture in 1996), and by August 15, the capital, Kabul, was captured. The Afghan
government fell, and President Ashraf Ghani lost his post and fled the country. The press
secretary of the Russian Embassy in Kabul, Nikita Ishchenko, speaks about him as follows [3]:
As for the collapse of the regime, it is most eloquently characterized by the way Ghani escaped
from Afghanistan: four cars were stuffed with money, they tried to stuff the other part of the
money into a helicopter, but not everything fit. And part of the money was left lying on the

runway.

Ghani himself, in an interview on the BBC, said that he did not take out any money, and that he
had no more than 2 minutes of time [4].
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“He (the head of the presidential guard) gave me no more than two minutes,” the former
president said. “According to previous plans, I had to prepare for a flight to Khost [an Afghan
city in the southeast of the country]. But he said that Khost had fallen, and Jalalabad too. I didn't
know where we were going to fly. Only after takeoff did it become clear that we were leaving
Afghanistan. It was all very unexpected."

At the time of the capture of the whole country by a terrorist organization, even without
resistance, the whole world was shocked. Every news portal, social media, television and radio
reported on an unthinkable incident that could have repercussions on neighboring countries.

The American daily newspaper The Washington Post emphasized that the militants had been
preparing for the capture of Kabul for years. And The New York Times notes that the US
military and the government of Afghanistan did not expect such a quick seizure of the territories
of the republic by radicals [5].

The news also featured women's concerns about the new government. Many fear that the Taliban
will set back two decades of the achievements of women and ethnic minorities while curbing the
work of journalists and non-governmental organizations. And this fear is well-founded given that
the Taliban have in the past exercised discriminatory laws against females. This fear is shared by
the BBC publication, condemning Joe Biden's decision to end the longest American war,
nullifying 20 years of work and casualties.

For security reasons, most of the foreign ministers of numerous countries that had embassies in
Taliban-occupied Afghanistan have announced the termination of their activities in the country.

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If the situation with the media in many countries of
the world is clear - they mainly cover events from
a distance, without having a complete picture of what
is happening, then inside Afghanistan itself and the

US people evacuating from there, the situation is
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ambiguous. Each of the countries seeks to present itself in the best light while lowering the other
in the eyes of the public. Thus, a photo with the caption “Afghan child sleeping on evacuation
flight from Kabul” spread across all news sites and social networks, which can evoke positive
emotions about American soldiers who rescued refugees [6].

The New York Times continued to add fuel to the fire of discord. It said that the Taliban faced
problems in governing Afghanistan due to the fact that local residents began to stage protests [7].
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The Taliban face a challenge in running Afghanistan after
protesters took to the streets across the country for a
second day. One demonstration in Kabul drew 200 people
before it was violently broken up. nyti.ms/2WeYOwP
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Afghanistan itself, in order to gain an advantage, began to build a dialogue with the people and
the West almost immediately after entering Kabul. All the media began to spread information
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about softening their ideology, promising to renounce violence, ensure the rights and freedoms of
women, allow them to freely work in the press, and share power with various ethnic groups and
political factions. An example is given of a female journalist who reports from the scene, thus
showing that women under the current government are allowed to work and speak in front of the
people.

Conclusion. After all that has been described, it is not difficult to understand that public opinion
can be easily manipulated if do not provide your audience with exclusively objective
information. Afghanistan has been and continues to be watched by the whole world, because it is
not known what steps the Taliban will take after an unexpected and swift coup d'etat. And
because of unreliable sources, we will not always be able to find out the whole truth of what is
happening on the other side.
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Abstract. Nowadays, the criminal chronicle occupies an important part in the media, because
against the background of new dangers (for example, coronavirus), with political statements
(military actions), up to domestic relations, shocking, sometimes inhuman events happen. The
coverage of crimes warns people to observe precautions, laws, and plays an educational and
human rights role. Silencing the case and not completing investigations gives offenders the
avoidance of legal punishment and freedom of crime, and victims a sense of insecurity, up to
suicide.

Introduction. This article discusses the criminal chronicles of the Kazakh media. There will be
an introduction to what the criminal chronicle is, high-profile investigations in Kazakhstan will
be considered and the problem of these investigations will be identified. Statistics of dangerous
regions of Kazakhstan will also be provided.

Objective: To identify the problems of reporting crimes, possible silences and to identify how
many crimes have been brought to an end and what is the main problem of the investigation.

Criminal journalism is a genre of journalism where crimes, violations of the law and
emergencies are covered. It has synonyms such as "investigative journalism", "chronicle" and so
on. It usually touches on topics such as murder, violence, trafficking in illegal substances,
corruption, material fraud, etc. [1].

There are six subgenres in criminal journalism. This is a chronicle, a version, an analyst, a
journalistic investigation, a review, a comment. The distinctive features of the chronicle are
criminal notes reporting facts, the absence of a title, short phrases without further details. The
version is a genre where the basis is the journalist's judgments and assumptions about the
criminal situation. The study of crimes, theft, financial fraud is called journalistic investigation.

Unlike the chronicle, here, in addition to the facts, the causes of the criminal situation are also
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indicated. The accuracy of the information that the victim/witnesses, those who have
information, can provide is important.

The purpose of criminal journalism is to identify the causes and facts of the scandal/crime and to
confront evil. The discussion of situations, the author's view and assumptions, as well as the
analysis of phenomena, evaluation and making forecasts is a journalistic genre called
commentary. Analytics is a genre where the situation is primarily analyzed, facts are given and
the result is summed up. And the basis of the genre of the version are subjective analyses, as well
as assumptions.

In Kazakhstan, there is no ban on the coverage and receipt of information of a political,
advertising, entertainment and criminal plan. This is stated in the Constitution of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, in article 20, paragraph 2: "Everyone has the right to freely receive and disseminate
information in any way not prohibited by law" [2]. It should be noted that the criminal chronicle
is more often covered in such publications as "Caravan", "CPC", "Time", "Tengrinews".

Over time, this genre of journalism has undergone small but noticeable changes in format: now
there are no criminal reports on the pages of newspapers, as well as reports from the scene of
events. If in the USSR there were criminal reports and notes in newspapers, now the chronicle is
one of the best-selling articles. Flashy, violent headlines of criminal materials have become
relevant, because in the age of information chaos and competition in the media field, this is what
will attract the reader with its shocking details. Such newspapers as the Russian "Outlaw",
"Crime", "World of Crime" are considered "yellow press" because of their second-rate and
specificity. However, they are quite successful in covering crimes and are able to encourage the
audience to consider the problem and make decisions. As an example, we can cite the English
edition of the Guardian, which is not "yellow" [3].

To study the news about the investigation, I took as a basis four high-profile cases, two of which
are murder, rape and disappearance of a person. These stories with different cases of crimes will
help to consider a little the problems of investigative journalism, and the material will also
contain quotes from victims, or their relatives, the investigative committee.

On October 4, 2008, at about one o'clock in the afternoon, the director of Khan-Tengri, a
restaurant in Almaty, which is located on Zhanbyl Street, IIshat Kurmaev was shot by an
unknown criminal. At that time, police officers were celebrating the anniversary, that is, the 90th
anniversary of the state criminal case. Ilshat Kurmaev worked as a cook, and in the USSR he
served in the Affairs Department of the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh SSR, according to
friends, he cooked food for Dinmukhamed Kunaev. He was found dead in a Toyota Land Cruiser
jeep by a security guard Khan-Tengri. The investigating teams arrived at the crime scene and
were confronted with the discovery: it turned out to be a cartridge case that was shot at the cook
from a Makarov pistol of 9 mm caliber, later a bullet was found in his head, things were
transferred for ballistic examination.

Later, a detailed inspection of the crime scene was carried out and employees of the Khan-Tengri
restaurant, as well as the nearby Night Star restaurant, were interviewed, neighboring apartments
were questioned for a crime certificate. But nothing gave a clear indication to establish the
identity of the unknown shooter. It is worth noting that the fatal incident occurred in a quiet area
on Saturday afternoon, but no one was able to witness even the sound of a gunshot.[4].

From the general information, it was clear that that afternoon Ilshat Kurmaev was sitting in a
cafe next to his restaurant and had a business conversation with his employee during the meal.
After they agreed to organize a business meeting, the man went to the jeep, and his employee
went to wash her hands. The unknown shooter, according to the assumptions of the investigative
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workers, called out to the cook by opening the right rear door of the car, and then pulled the
trigger. The facts that it happened not on the street, but in a secluded car interior confirms that
the criminal is a professional and his motives were not in the robbery, because he did not steal
the victim's expensive watch and phone.

It should be noted that the victim was not officially the owner or co-owner of the restaurant,
respectively, the version with the shares and the property dispute disappeared, as well as the
likelihood of a possible scandal with the client, because, according to the interviewed employees
of Khan-Tengri, there were no quarrels or unfortunate incidents in the restaurant for a long time
before the crimes. Among the versions there was also a murder because of a financial debt. The
investigators checked the database of operational records and organizational criminal groups, and
considered the extreme version of the possible erroneous murder of the cook... Anyway, 14
years have passed, but there was no subsequent news in other media sources with comments
about that situation and the chronicle remains in the archive of news feeds...

The next case occurred in March 2018 in the village of Abaya. The newspaper "S-INFORM"
published shocking news about the severe beating and subsequent rape by high school students
of a neighboring school of a 7-year-old boy teaching in the first grade. Due to the fact that people
in the education system who knew this situation were relatives with law enforcement guards, the
police did not accept the application of the child's grandmother, did not initiate a case, but
offered to register them. 2 weeks after the accident that happened to the child, the boy was raped
again by the same high school students, however, this time the prosecutor's office refused the
grandmother and grandson, no one took up help, and there were more rapists, exactly like the
number of sexual crimes.

As it turned out, the boy had experienced at least 10 violent acts of a sexual nature. However,
after this case appeared in the newspaper, it took readers by surprise and received a great
response in the media. The audience was divided into two camps: journalists, local residents did
not believe in the truthfulness of the information, there were those who tried to hush up, disrupt
the case and made threats to the victim, there were also organizations offering the grandmother
and grandson a trip to the examination, to help. Some officials were dismissed from their posts
(as it turned out, then some dismissed were redirected to new posts). And on June 1 of the same
year, at that time, President Nursultan Nazarbayev commented on the situation as follows:

"High school students raped a boy, such red tape began around this — they could not find
anyone and prove it. Do you know why? Because there were relatives everywhere in a chain: the
police — relatives, higher authorities — relatives, even higher — also relatives. Everything to
hush up this case" [5].
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On January 10, 2019, after a long-term examination, the court issued a decision. Participants
who committed crimes that did not reach the age of 14 were registered, and a 16-year-old boy
was sentenced to 7 years in prison and sent to a juvenile colony.

Four years have passed since a high-profile incident that shocked the audience and divided it into
two camps: denial and help. And it's time to look at the adult representatives of human rights and
educational departments who tried to hush up the case of a sexual crime.

In 2018, the head of the criminal police department of South Kazakhstan threatened the local
aksakal with the demand to stop covering the crime. That's how Nurman Merezhepov, the
aksakal of the local village, commented then:

"On March 24, at the wake, when we left the table, the head of the criminal police of the South
Kazakhstan Region threatened with witnesses: "If you don't stop your two brothers, I'll frame
you and put you in jail." Now, according to official data from the website of state bodies,
Baurizhan Seltanov works in the police department of the city of Turkestan, where he "carries
out operational search and preventive measures within his competence" [6]. The head of the
regional department of education, Baurzhan Mayrikhov, who insisted on the falsity of the rape
case, who was suspended from office, still works in the same place where he worked four years
ago. Berdaly Orazgeldiyev, who in 2018 held the post of head of the local police service in the
Saryagash district, was dismissed and sued for returning to office.

The court in the district refused this decision, but his position was restored in Shymkent. The
former deputy governor of South Kazakhstan Region since December 2019 becomes the akim in
the Turkestan region in the Sairam district. The good thing that can be distinguished from this
story is that the boy was taken by his mother to Almaty for examination in 2018, that this case
was not hushed up, public defenders, organizations and ombudsman services contributed to the
help. This is a great example of how this case, thanks to the media portal, was able to reach an
audience that did not leave a child in trouble and showed that not everyone who sits in a police
station does justice. It has shown that silence and ignoring of crime is the main scourge of
criminology and a sign indicating the problem of the mentality of poor areas. After all, without
accepting a statement and a request for help from the grandmother and the victim, the police
gave tacit consent to the continuation of the rape, which became frequent over the boy who had
just entered the first grade...Alas, this is not the only incident of child abuse in an educational
institution, but the exact number of crimes of this kind cannot be said, because not all cases are
disclosed by the police and the media...

A dangerous Soviet maniac. The story of one of the terrible cannibal maniacs in Kazakhstan
occurred during the USSR, but shows that total control is necessary for the criminal, and
especially for the patient with schizophrenia. Nikolai Dzhumagaliev, a serial killer also known as
"Iron Scream" raped, dismembered and killed victims. At least he ate 10 people. In 1979, being
drunk and shooting a fellow firefighter, the police found him, at that moment it was his fifth
victim. The doctor was found that "Iron Fang" was sick with schizophrenia and was sent to a
hospital. However, he managed to get out and kill three people. Being at large, Nikolai
Dzhumagaliyev invited friends and girlfriends to his home. He killed his girlfriend in the
kitchen, dismembering the body in another room, this horror forced others to make their feet.
The police, who arrived at the crime scene, were shocked by what they saw and, taking
advantage of the opportunity, the cannibal escaped.

The next day he was caught and recorded with the ninth crime, he was recognized as mentally ill
and sent to a special hospital, so he spent 8 years in a closed hospital until he escaped one day
from under escort. He was free for two years until the police caught him again [7].

It is worth noting that Nikolai Dzhumagaliyev enjoyed great sympathy among the female half,
but he hated women, so his victims were mostly ladies in the Almaty region. In the initial path of
his first three murders, the police could not stumble on his trail, because he pickled and ate his
victims, but after the third murder, when he climbed into one of the apartment buildings at night,
cut the throats of a grandmother and a woman, dismembered them. A girl, the daughter of a dead
woman, who hid in a closet at that time, told the police about this...

The fourth criminal case occurred in 2013 in Los Angeles. As a comparison, I took a big city
where entrepreneurship, casinos and crime reign. 21-year-old Eliza Lam, traveling alone in the
USA, went missing at the end of February (according to some sources in January), the girl's body
was found in a water tank, two weeks after the incident, on the roof of the hotel where she
temporarily lived [8]. After complaints from guests about the awful-smelling dark water, the
hotel administration went up to the roof.
When checking the water supply, they came across a lifeless body in one of the closed tanks. It is
noted that on the video on January 31, the cameras recorded Eliza in the elevator of the hotel,
who pressed the same buttons several times, then ran out, began to hide and wring her hands and
talk (it was not visible on the camera with whom). The girl's room was located on the fourth
floor, but Eliza left the lit on the fourteenth floor and did not return. Due to the examination, it
was found that the girl did not take narcotic substances and alcohol, she took therapeutic
medications, as she suffered from bipolar disorder.

This investigation received a huge response, the video of Eliza in the elevator was published on
YouTube, and a documentary was made by Netflix. Netizens began to discuss this news
furiously. After all, how could a girl open a heavy tank tank, and why was her clothes next to her,
how could she remain unnoticed on the roof at the same time? [9]. The examination did not find
traces of cuts or any resistance to identify suffocation. It is also noteworthy that this is not the
only mysterious case of death at the Cecile Hotel.

But this investigation shows that sometimes there is not enough evidence to make an accurate
conclusion about someone's death. The killer can be very cunning and experienced to confuse the
pathologist, forensic examination, police and investigators.

Or the victim, a sick person, suddenly finding superhuman efforts and bypassing the alarm
system of the hotel, which is accessible only to the workers of the institution, moving the
kilogram roof can lure himself to death? You can just assume based on published criminal
articles...

And finally, I will give statistics on the number of crimes in Kazakhstan. This is a kind of map of
criminal areas from the source which I will indicate below.

Since the beginning of 2022, the number of criminal offenses has decreased by 6.5% compared
to 2021. The amount of criminal violations is 44.6 thousand offenses, where 17.9 thousand
offenses of moderate severity and the remaining 807 are the most serious crimes. In the city of
Almaty, the largest number of crimes was revealed — 9.9 thousand. This is 22.2% of the amount
of violations in Kazakhstan.

And 26.6% growth over the year. Next comes the city of Nur-Sultan — 4.3 thousand cases, minus
6.9% per year, Almaty region (4.2 thousand cases, minus 3%). Kyzylorda region is a safer
region, unlike the previous ones, because 972 crimes were recorded here, which is 19.3% less
than in 2021. From January to March, 1.5 thousand crimes were recorded in Akmola region,
here the largest reduction in offenses is by 28.5%.

Conclusion: After considering four forensic news, it is possible to put forward several reasons
for the problems of investigations: this is ignoring the fact of the crime as such (in the form of a
reason for family ties), fear of losing a position (director, police, and so on), a long period of
time after the incident, unprofessionalism of the police, lack of information from eyewitnesses
during the investigation, lack of further comments from specialists in some cases, and so on. In
Kazakhstan, the topic of criminology is well covered in the media. Some archives are available
on news sites on a commercial basis, it must be in the case of some archives to secure the
information. For several years, the format of criminology has changed, now it costs nothing to
open a case to a citizen on the Internet and study, consider. And although criminal articles can be
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shocking and teeming with details with blood, dismemberment, their function remains important
for the formation of an instructive influence.
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Abstract: This research paper studies the use anglicisms in the Kazakhsani media outlet,
specifically their websites and social media pages. It is intended to find the reasons of publicists
resorting to English language in their media text and discuss the consequences of that practice on
forming a new vocabulary in media. The study also tries to identify the range, to which borrowed
words are used in the news outlets and examine a connection of such borrowed words to
feminism and modern-day agenda.

Key words: anglicisms, neologisms, loanwords, borrowed words, Internet, feminism.

Introduction. Every time we look into the digital media, or look through articles in
magazines and newspapers, eavesdrop on the radio or talk shows, we somehow come across
borrowed words. Many of them have firmly settled into our everyday life and have become part
of everyday vocabulary, not being perceived as foreign and incomprehensible. For instance,
“send me your e-mail" (e-mail - electronic address), “it is a huge trigger for me” (action, thought
or a thing which causes repeated experience of negative emotions), “check your WP
(abbreviation for What's App)” (to open your chats, in order to check if you have any new
messages) are commonly in use. In linguistic terminology they are referred to as anglicisms -
loanwords from English language/ There are also exotic borrowings — words of foreign origin,
denoting the realities of foreign culture, which previously were absent in recipient culture [1].

The increased use of anglicisms is rooted in several sociological and linguistic reasons.
Moreover, globalization can be counted as the most influential factor - it pervaded into almost
every corner in the world and has impacted the appearance of international terminology and
blending of borrowed vocabulary into the numerous national languages across the globe [2].

Because of rapid changes in economic, social and cultural structures, the media outlet
endeavors to satisfy the needs and interests of its current audience and strives to be intact with
uncommon terms and languages. In a consequence, a discussion among researchers was created
about whether the anglicisms enrich the language or make it poor [3].

To date, the number of words - in particular, anglicisms - has increased significantly and it
is not always clear what exactly affects the occurrence of the trend in the development of the
media language. The purpose of this scientific article is to show why Russian-speaking
Kazakhstani media writing resorts to the adoption of international vocabulary; what social
processes are highlighted, and does it change on the originality of the Russian language?

In my research I look upon the use of anglicisms in more specific area, which are digital
versions and public pages of most popular Kazakhstani media outlet.

The interference of English words into other languages embarked with the end of colonial
period. That is how such hybrid languages and dialects as Spanglish, Higlish, Frenglish, and
Denglish became popular [4]. Active borrowing of English words began in the 90s and is
explained by the appearance of socio-economic and political ties between countries [5]. Early in
the XX Britain started being most profitable empire, after taking over the territories of Canada,
India, Australia and other countries. English was most spoken language in Europe. After
English-speaking USA started serving as a source of military assistance for the developing
countries of the world, the English quickly became diplomatic language. Some reasons, which
influenced this process: acceptance of English as one of the official UN languages, development
of industrial and technological progress, development of telecommunication, broadcasting of
films in cinematography, popularization of pop-music, invention off tools of electronic
communication [6].

Anglicisms are the use of borrowed words from the English language. The presence and
rooting of borrowed words is part of the development of any culture. The process of borrowing
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words is natural for the development of a language and is also common because it is a
consequence of the formation of political, trade, cultural ties [7]. Anglicisms have taken root in a
vast variety of spheres of life. So, for example, it is possible to single out words of foreign origin
that are used to denote economic operations "offshore" - shadow business (“free”, “located at a
distance”), “roaming” - the procedure for providing services to a cellular subscriber (from the
English “roam, wander”), political terms associated with the electoral process "primaries", "exit
poll", “rating”. Words that came to us with the development of the media and pop culture "DJ"
(the person at the event responsible for playing music), "look", "loser", "style", "face control",
"talk show" ", musical terms, as "hit", "single" [8].

The influx of borrowed layers of vocabulary was associated with fundamental changes in
these areas. For example, the words "president" and prime minister, which were previously
considered exoticisms, now became functionally independent parts of the language. The change
in the political system in the 90s has also opened opportunities for the countries of the former
USSR to experience and absorb a new world that made a big impression. The destruction of the
"Iron Curtain" influenced the introduction of such concepts and names as "jeans", "ivory",
"sweater", "jumper", "clutch", "leggings", "shoes". Names of food ("roast beef", "steaks",
"cheeseburgers", etc.) and new sports ("curling", "curling", "kickboxing") poured out of foreign
culture [9].

Among the main reasons, there are linguistic and social reasons for the appearance of
anglicisms in the language of the media: the first is the emergence of an acute need for new
constructions to express alien realities, the second is the prestige and influence of the English
language in world culture [10]. The sphere of influence of anglicisms has expanded with the
advent of the Internet and information technology. On the one hand, anglicisms help publicists
avoid using clichéd phrases and clichés, but among the possible consequences and threats one
can single out the impoverishment of the language itself, the appearance of incorrect linguistic
means [11].

Hypothesis. From observation, it was identified that anglicisms are mostly used to
describe uncommon, foreign realities, rather than regular subjects of daily agenda. The process
of borrowing words happens in a result of contact between two cultures.

Methodology. Most of the time, mass media becomes very permeable and receptive to the
emergence of new anglicisms, transmitting them to the larger audiences. Due to the global
network and computerization digital media are more responsive to the lexical borrowings, rather
than traditional media. Based on this, it was decided to narrow the focus of this research down to
social media pages and digital versions of the Kazakhstani news media.

3 Kazakhstani digital media were chosen, considering their thematic direction. These are
media outlet, which is mostly followed by younger audience and have influence among the
digital world. Half of them were selected, considering the number of followers and coverage on
topics of new ethics — feminist agenda, human rights support, fight against sexism, racism and
other liberal movements. At the same time, the other half was chosen for reporting on topic of
the daily agenda: the economic and political changes in Kazakhstan.

Batyr Jamal - independent educational media and news portal for girls and women with
emphasis on empowerment, equal rights, safety and self-worth. It has been founded on March 8§,
2021 and already gathered around 24.8 thousand followers. Editorial staff of Batyr Jamal
enlightens readers about modern ethics through the extensive use of anglicisms from sociological
and psychological background [12].

Manshug Media - internet media, which was created by "women for women", with
accentuation on women's rights. According to the brand values of Manshug, they focus on
setting up a dialogue with women and diving into the topic taking a role of a companion, not
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aiming to force a single opinion on their readers. It is noted on Manshugq's web-site, that their
reader is inquisitive, cares for own well-being and is not indifferent to surroundings [13]. On
their social media page Manshug positions itself, as a #1 community for women.

Masamedia.kz — online publication, which sheds a light on economic, political and legal
systems of Kazakhstan. It was organized with a view to educate young generation of Kazakhstan
for reaching its bright future. It is intended to make civil rights and laws the widely discussed
topic during daily conversations of Kazakhstani people of each background: IT-specialists,
couriers, chefs, students, architects, businesspeople, taxi drivers etc. From the viewpoint of Masa
media, the driving force of change is young individuals in the age of 14 and 35, by virtue of
which the editorial staff finds its target audience in that frame. The news outlet holds concern,
compassion and active citizenship in high regard, trying to instill it to the readers.

To specify, the research paper places its focus on comparative analysis of both Instagram
page of Masa Media (@masamedia.kz), web-site of Manshuq Media and Instagram page of
Batyr Jamal (@batyrjamal.kz). This method was selected to show the contrast between a social
media page and the website on the presence of anglicisms — exorcisms and direct borrowings.

Results. According to the result of analysis, borrowed words from English language are
evidently present in all the three media.

Batyr Jamal

In 30 latest post that have been attentively studied, the number of anglicisms accounted
about of 30. They were divided, depending on main directions and spheres in the following way:

Words, related to technology 5

Words, related to business 6

Words of daily usage 13

Neologisms and exorcisms 7
Masa Media

In 30 latest posts that have been examined, the number of anglicisms reached to 22. They,
too, were divided in the same categories:

Words, related to technology 9

Words, related to business 7

Words of daily usage 3

Neologisms and exotoc borrowings 3
Manshug Media

For Manshug a qualitative analysis was not necessary, because it usually publishes
pre-view versions of written materials and shortened amount of text. Based on this, the study on
this media page was narrowed to its web-site version articles.
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Discussion. Based on the quantitative and qualitative analysis that has been carried out,
several conclusions were made. It is evident, that Batyr Jamal, which supports modern feminist
agenda, resort to anglicisms more frequently, rather than Masa Media, which places its focus on
economic and political discussions. At the same time, the profiling feature for Batyr Jamal was
using neologisms, exotic borrowings («pro-lifer», «abuser», «pro-feminism», «mansplaining,
«stalkering» and etc.) and words of daily usage («blouse», «bikini», «shorts», «stereotype,
«marathony» and etc.), in contrast to the trend of Masa Media, which fell back on use of words,
connected to the technologies (for example, «digital ID», «QR-code», «screenshoty», «repost»
and etc.) and business («press-conference», «speaker», «briefingy», «SMM-manager» and etc.).

The following hypothesis was proven, that anglicisms — especially, neologisms — are very
distributed in mass media texts about women rights, self-worth and female security. It might
have been influenced by the overall popularity of such terms in social media. For instance, the
term «mansplaining», which stands for sexist and patronizing way of talking to women,
undermining her knowledge, was first originated in feministic blogs [14]. Eliciting from this,
exosicms and neologisms are associated with articulating about alien realities.

Adding to that, Masamedia and Batyrjamal both have weekly sections with the aim of
translating uncommon English words to their readers. It is assumed, that English slang is
disseminated with the aim of not only introducing unspoken themes, which were already debated
in English speaking blogs, but also to discuss latest news and underline their relevance. For
example, Masamedia released its weekly post in section «byeinei coz» (Word of the day) with the
explanation of the word «doomscrolling» - which refers to the excessive amount of time, spent
behind the screen for consuming negative news. It was vocalized in light of the situation with
Ukraine [15] and the heightened concern of Kazakhstani people in the Internet about the inability
to assist directly to change the vector of the events. The main message, which was conveyed by
Masamedia, consisted in doomscrolling being unhealthy for human organism.

Despite the fact, that the Masamedia page resorts to words of Latin and Greek origin in
their weekly rubric, some amount of borrowed lexicon is derived from the English, and it is
specifically related to computer technologies or feminine rights. For instance, in their public post
on Instagram from 26.09.2021 the rhetoric of «body positivity» - a social movement, focusing on
acceptance of all body types — was used along with «fat shaming» - actions and words of
criticizing people about their weight. It demonstrates Masamedia decides to incorporate topic of
new ethics into traditional political agenda and proves the connection of all social movements
with politics, and how they influence the origination of anglicisms [16].

Regarding Batyr Jamal they explore women empowerment in a greater detail. A
significant proportion of neologisms are derived from English language, because movements of
women empowerment originated and had further developed in English-speaking Internet. The
fourth wave of feminism, which takes place in our days, truly gained fame for online-activism
specifically (Me Too movement) [17]. Hashtag activism — is the ability to inject voices on
social-political movements by sharing and liking. It also generates anglicisms and act as a major
source of borrowed words, the audience previously did not know about. Based on this, the
language of dissemination should be brief and comfortable to formulate thoughts in.

Batyr Jamal frequently impregnates exotic borrowings and neologisms in their language to
reach their target audience and establish a connection with them.

Coming to Manshug Media, it is seen, that majority of anglicisms are slangs, which were
originally generated on the Internet - Twittter blogs. For example, in their article from
27.04.2022 most of the anglicisms were spoken and used in direct speech of a character: «/Jorcoe
8pems A 60s1aCL NONACMb 8 MOKCUYHbIE OMHOUEHUSL U 80pY2 NOHALA, YMO CMaia abbl3epom
0713 camotl cebsay. As it is observed, words as «toxic» and «abuse» are used with applying rules
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of the Russian grammar. Regarding the meaning of the words, the term «toxic relationships»
refers to the type of relationships between grown people, which make them feel unsupported,
misunderstood, demeaned, or attacked [18]. An apparent reason for using this terminology is
easiness of explanation, coming to distinctive and expressive meanings, rather than using long
and uncertain synonyms, reaching and connecting to the target audience. For comparison, the
qualitative research of Czech students was picked. Similarly, the questionnaire of Czech students
outlined, that majority (88%) of students use anglicisms, because they are easier and more
entertaining.

It can be pointed out, that most of the words, borrowed from the English are associated
with mental health and awareness, inclusivity and diversity. With the rise of popular psychology.

Conclusion.

The analysis has identified, that words, borrowed from English language are used with the
aim to replace things or phenomena, which were unknown, unnamed or uncommon in past. With
the development of computer era and the advent of the Internet, the Kazakhstani media outlet
became very permeable for using terms, derived from English language, in order to describe
social and political movements, which also take origin in English-speaking countries. Use of
loanwords is an action, which indicates prestige and the education level of an individual. Modern
digital media outlet uses anglicisms to establish a connection with its audience.
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Abstract: This article discusses the features of the editorial policy of the Russian magazine
Kinoart which specializes in film critic. The paper presents the characteristics of the approaches
editorial groups in the evaluation of works of cinema. The main idea of the article is to identify
the development of cinema critic in the context of modern trends. At the end of the material,
using the analysis of reviews, the differences between the current articles of the Kinoart
magazine and the former Soviet times were revealed.

Key words: the Kinoart magazine, movies, editorial policy, mass media, critic.

Introduction

The Kinoart magazine has been published since January 1931 and is one of the oldest
periodical magazines in the world. The magazine is contained from the reviews about cinema.
Moreover, the films in the publication are very different, from documentaries to animation. In
addition to analytical articles, The Kinoart publishes interviews of famous directors,
screenwriters, cameramen, actors, full texts of scripts. The editorial policy of the magazine is
aimed at the interests of the mass audience. The authors try to tell about cinema in the most
accessible language. In order to understand the materials printed on the pages of the Art of
Cinema, you do not need to be initiated into the sacred secrets of cinema and undergo cultural
initiation. Although the magazine has often been accusing of pragmatism. The Kinoart always
talks about only mass cinema to attract attention. Nevertheless, the magazine was and remains
one of the most famous and respected higher authorities in the world of cinema.

Methodology

In this article, I analyze the materials of Russian magazine Kinoart, especially reviews
about cinematography from USSR times till nowadays. It includes full analyze of their editorial
policy, main idea, comparisons, definitions, epithets etc. I chose the most interesting and popular
experts from reviews to understand how the magazine presents its ideas, also how the magazine
has changed their editorial policy from Soviet Union periods till reviews from our time. To
analyze the editorial policy of the Kinoart magazine I used the Qualitative research method. It
refers to research which focuses on collecting and analysing written words and textual data.
There are interviews, reviews and op-ed’s that was collected. All of these writings were took
from the website of the Kinoart magazine.

The aim of this research is to improve skills of analyzing and critical thinking with the
help of the analysis of the language or writing reviews from the Russian magazine Kinoart. Also,
to understand the difference between editorial policy in the post-Soviet era and the present.

Findings

Analyzing the materials from the Kinoart and the peculiarities of their writing, it should
be noted that during its long existence, the publication has repeatedly changed the editorial
policy. During the years of "Stalinist repression", total disinformation and general propaganda of
party ideologies in the mass media and propaganda (MMP), the magazine also, keeping up with
colleagues, was engaged in spreading the ideological mandate of the party.
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There were headings "To the 50th anniversary of October" (with a selection of official
articles about cinema), "Year after year" (stills from Soviet films with short inscriptions designed
to illustrate the steadily high ideological and artistic level of cinema in the USSR for 50 years of
its existence). This was reflected in the stylistic features of the texts of that time. For example,
the articles were not signed by the authors — they wanted to show that this is the general opinion
of the editorial board. Here is an excerpt from an article about the review of monthly films:

"With the onset of the first month of the jubilee year - the year of the Great October! ...
The direct participants of the revolution, Lenin's associates, are still marching in our ranks. ...
And almost as many years as our country is celebrating this year, the Soviet cinema art is also
being fulfilled, which from the very first days firmly linked its life with the ideas of socialism
and communism".

It can be noticed that there are many elements of comparison, in order to emphasize the
importance. For example:

"The brightest example, the highest step, the most correct ideology, the most famous in
the world, the largest idea".

"The history of Soviet cinema, the militant art of socialist realism, is the clearest example
of active influence on the cinematographies of other countries".

In general, it is written in a pompous propaganda tone:

"October brought a new hero, ideas, the very spirit of creative innovation to the world
cinema';

"The screen, freed from the yoke of commercial dictates and the yoke of reactionary
ideas, has become one of the most important forms of artistic awareness of the peoples of their
past, present and future";

"High idealism, indissoluble connection with the life of the people, revolutionary pathos -
all this created a tradition of innovation and prepared the victory of the method of socialist
realism. ... Therefore, now we are proud to realize that our Soviet cinema is the free art that
serves millions and tens of millions of workers, which Lenin dreamed of".

The article contains impersonations:
"October has brought, cinema is beating around the bush, socialism is looking for, to
revive the goods, lengthy reflection has gone too far, art serves";

epithets:
"Militant art, high idealism";

metaphors:

"A screen freed from the yoke of commercial dictates, artistic awareness, people
whispering, a person within a person, a mirror image of feelings".
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The thaw period is characterized by strong criticism of Soviet cinema. The magazine is
no longer afraid to notice significant shortcomings even in the works of cinema masters. Here,
for example, is an analysis of S. A. Gerasimov's film "The Journalist":

"Where the declaration replaces action and drama, edification slips in there";

"If everything in the film fails, then Gerasimov, the director, and Gerasimov, the
screenwriter will be guilty for this".

Definitions such as:

"Significant miscalculations, excessive illustrativeness, psychological lack of refinement
of the characters, carelessness of the actor's makeup, insincerity, the director's blunder,
underdressed acting, nightmarish noise, inarticulate plot".

Another example is the criticism of M. Donskoy's film "Mother's Heart", where it was
said about the performance of the young V. Ulyanov:

"The image is superficial in the actor's decision. But is the essence of loss only in the
actor? ... When the theme of the revolution is not sufficiently resonant in the script, the theme of
the people also loses a lot".

The article also contains tropes in the form of allegories, personifications, metaphors,
hyperboles and various kinds of comparisons:

"Star pollen, the impotence of Evil, the director decided to remove evil from the pedestal
on which it was involuntarily erected, a drop of tar in the sea, the bitter experience of mankind,
as if God's word triumphed, offered the scarlet glove of war, reached a critical point, the question
arose".

Also, an example of comparison and personification can serve as a review of the
"Caucasian captive":

"The film was lucky - and in fairness - with the audience and critics. Other reviews
resembled toasts, exclamation marks, collided like glasses";

"A sense of humor should protect authors from excessive praise".

An example of comparisons, epithets and antitheses is present in the critical comment to
the film by V. Turov:

"Failure also befell V. Turov in his last work. He conceived his film "I come from
childhood" as the first part of a triptych about the military generation of youth, as an
autobiographical confession. But G. Shpalikov's script, written as a series of sketches, led Turov
to the compositional looseness of the film, to meaningful voids".

And in the criticism of the party film "Conscience" by S. Alekseev, telling about a good

secretary of the party committee, there is a line with another metaphor:
"People turn into shadows of standards".
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In general, it is written in a highly artistic, bookish language, in some moments with a
pathetic tone, but the artistic and journalistic style is preserved. It is interrupted by analytical
analyses. There are almost no jargon, slang and other profanity. Abbreviations and abbreviations
are not used. Topics are revealed only the most relevant and important for that period of time.

Here and further are proceeded to the analysis of already modern articles, with language
innovations and any presence of slangs so beloved by the new generation.

An article about the film "Gentlemen" by Alexey Filippov, editor-in-chief of the Kinoart
website, tells about the return of Englishman Guy Ritchie to the territory of his first films. The
material is divided into the main, leading part, with branching from it analyses of the types of
characters in the films of the famous director.

The article begins with a fairly typical introduction about the director's narrative, with
which every second review in any respected publication about cinema begins, but with an
original comparison with the lacing of berets:

"Ritchie's signature narrative, intertwined like the lacing of berets";

"Criminal lion Mickey Pearson, an American expat who makes a good pot from 12
cannabis greenhouses, wants to sell the business and enter the higher British society without
illegal dirt under his nails. A young Chinese man from the triad, nicknamed Dry Eye, as well as a
Jewish gay banker Matthew, who advises Pearson on business issues in English, are wants to
take Mickey’s business".

Here, the author's mistake with the description of a "Jewish gay banker", who is not a
homosexual at all, immediately caught my eye. From where such knowledge in the field of
sexual orientation of the hero, who was shown exclusively with ladies in the film, is unclear. I
suspect that this is due to the lack of masculinity in the clothes of the "Jewish banker", which
was immediately written as homosexuality.

Further along the text — an attack with slang and jargon. For example:

"Editor-in-chief, rapper, hip-hoper, boyish show-offs, remix, tambourine, Disney, pub,
trunks, bikes, trip, indie pop-fuck music, punk rock, onion, atufit, sixes, simpletons, gopnik";

"There is really little surprising in "Gentlemen": it is at best a dashing remix of old songs
about the main thing, at worst — reactionism and senile babbling. Richie returns from Victorian
London, Roman Londonium, post—war Berlin and Disney Agrabah to his native — in time and
place - pubs and trunks, faces and words. He returns partly triumphantly: Russian critics are
delighted. The Englishman seems to be coming off for years of studio hard labor and especially
for Disney's political correctness".

It is worth noting the strong obsolescence of slang expressions and terms used by the
author. Coupled with, on the contrary, modern inserts and quotes from films, such a mix causes
discomfort when reading. Some examples of that:

"To the gangster streets of London, unrestrained bad language /wit and other boyish
show-offs, impaled on a thread of a non-linear plot";

"... what is the crossing of a knight, a gentleman and a gopnik";

"...pubs and trunks, faces and words";
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"he was such a cool-boiled guy that it's better not to mess with him";
"Richie's cockney heroes";
"it's not enough that he's a shifty scoundrel”.

Conslusion

Finishing the analysis based on materials from the Kinoart, published recently, it would
be great to say about the disharmony of texts containing new terms and hype, like trending
words. By using the qualitative methods of collecting data the differences between the Kinoart’s
current press and the Soviet time were found out. In general, I determined that the Kinoart
magazine always matches to the trends of the time. In the Soviet time the style of writings was a
little bit strict and more populistic. After this period the style of writing texts remained artistic
and journalistic. There are a lot of anglicisms and authors really love to use them.
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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF MENTAL HEALTH TOPIC: MEDIA COVERAGE IN
RUSSIAN AND ENGLISH LANGUAGES

Abstract: The article is devoted to the topic of psychology and mental health in the age of new
ethics and media. The article reveals the meaning and importance of people's awareness of the
peculiarities of the mental state of adults and children, healthy upbringing of children, mental
problems, and diseases. There was shown a comparison of the coverage of this topic in the
Russian-language and English-language segment, their similarities and differences, the relevance
of media psychology today. There were also given expert recommendations and a journalistic
view of the contribution to a conscious approach to the topic of mental health and the
consumption of such content.

Introduction:

The media plays a huge role in our world today. Every year the media develops and moves to
new and already familiar platforms for us: podcasts, YouTube channels, online social media.
Increased numbers of people are beginning to trust journalists and various experts in certain
industries, to listen to their opinions, which serve as a vector in any decisions. In the modern
world, the topic of mental health has finally ceased to be taboo — we are not ashamed to admit
to visiting a psychotherapist once a week and discuss progress in treatment with our loved ones.
For decades, the image of mental health in Soviet countries has been associated with past
political abuses in psychiatry, stigmatising attitudes and discriminating practices against people
with any form of disability. Twenty years after the fall of the Soviet Union, the tainted reputation
of psychiatry still persists. When, as in developed countries, every third person has their own
psychologist or psychoanalyst. Back in the 80s and 90s, when people heard about the profession
of "Psychologist", as a rule, they asked again: "What is it?" or even said that it was
pseudoscience and there was no benefit from it. Today it is difficult to find a resume or profile on
the Internet in which "psychology" would not be listed either in the "profession" section or in the
"interests" section.

Psychology is not an easy science, with the uncertainty of its subject, to which everyone has long
been accustomed, with the uncertainty of methodology, which it has faced as a fundamental
problem recently. These features of it are the biggest challenge to us, its current popularizers.
The request of a popular publication is simple. The topic should be relevant, and the disclosure
should be done with simplified terminology, be specific, and be completed with clear
recommendations. However, if you approach the matter with full responsibility for your native
psychological science, it turns out that it is not so easy to write in accordance with these
requirements. There are publications that publish materials in simple language and funny
drawings, for example, about anxiety, and there are those that scientifically approach materials
about any psychological features, referring to experts, attaching all links and writing entire
longreads.

Previously, it was incredibly difficult for a psychologist to get on the pages of a popular
publication, now it is incredibly easy.

There are even journalists who open their projects dedicated to mental health. For example, the
Tanym project, which was opened by Ulpan Ramazanova, a journalist and blogger from Almaty.
She created a telegram bot that selects psychologists for donation.

However, the fact that psychology in the media has now become relevant and popular covered,
Russian-speaking, and English-speaking media have their differences and similarities in covering
topics about psychology.
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Methodology:

The purpose of the scientific work is to study and compare English-language and
Russian-language online publications covering the topic of mental health, psychology, and
relationships. The theoretical study was based on publications such as «Mem»[8],
«buomonekynan[13], Psychologies.ru[6], «Bectauk Ilcuxonorum»[14], Manshuq media[9][10],
Psychology Today[4][5], Scientific American[12].

Analysis
Mental health is the prosperous state of a person in which he is able to reveal his potential, work
productively, bringing benefits to the world, and be optimistic about life's difficulties.
Accordingly, a mentally healthy person:
- easily adapts to external changes in life;

- has a high level of awareness, which allows you not to confuse your true feelings from the
imposed ones.
The importance of mental health is due to two reasons:
The health of the body directly depends on the psychological state of a person.
If there is an untreated problem of an emotional nature, it worsens and moves to the
physiological level. There is a bad dream, migraines, etc. Thus, through the body, our inner
world tries to establish harmony within a person. And when we treat the body, we do not get rid
of the true cause of the disease.
Lack of opportunity to live a quality life.
It is important for a person as a person to be filled with meaning and realize his potential. And
violations in mental health do not allow this to be achieved:
there is no energy to do something, look for, change;
apathy for everything is growing;
it is not possible to live by your desires, to love yourself;

The Russian-language media writing about psychology, which will be discussed, opened not so
long ago, all around the 2010s. Studies have shown that contemporary societies of CIS countries
have taboos against sex clearance, mental health problems, relationships problems etc. Mental
health was not such a priority before, because a person was realized through his physical efforts
— in factories and in the fields. The future was determined for years to come. Little depended on
the person, and such were the conditions of life. What cannot be said about Western scientific
and psychological journals. English-language Internet portals and magazines have been
operating since the 19th and 20th centuries. In the USA at the end of the XIX century
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psychology was in a completely different situation. She had a professional organizational
structure—the American Psychological Association—journals, strong positions in the scientific
community and a clientele that recognized her authority. Psychologists were concerned about the
existence of their science as an independent natural science discipline, but this science was
separated from philosophy from the very beginning. If psychologists had problems of
differentiation, it was not with philosophy, but with physiology: it was necessary to answer the
question why psychology, if it is a natural science, is not a branch of physiology.

The range
of issues and topics is wide, from psychology and neuroscience to useful tips on relationships
and parenting. Recently, specialized blogs of specific psychologists have been added to the
magazine.

The print magazine's circulation is 250,000, with 15.02 readers per copy, totaling an audience of
3.75 million.

The news about the British ‘royal pregnancy’ was stirring up the
lllustration: Gary Kempston media worldwide from the day it was officially announced to

the very date of delivery. A couple of days later, in an article
entitled ‘When is a royal baby a foetus?, Owen Strachan (2013), a professor of theology and history at
Boyce College, commented on the media coverage which almost unanimously used the phrase royal
baby throughout this period. What Strachan found most unnerving was that media purportedly
neutral on the issue of abortion were, in his opinion, making in this case a language choice coding a
pro-life stance.

Pro-life vs. pro-choice language

Strachan's commentary underscores the polarization that occurs in public debate between pro-

choice and pro-life rhetoric is often reflected in the language used to describe pre-natal life. Examples
of such polarized categories are numerous: a woman may be described as either “pregnant” or “in the
family way", may undergo an “abortion procedure” or commit “infanticide”; she may be given the "right

Conclusion

The analysis has identified that the topic of psychology, mental health, and a scientific approach
to it in the modern world is an actual, covered, and necessary topic for many people in the
Russian-speaking and English-speaking media. Even though all these Russian-language media
differ from each other in many factors, what makes them common is that none of these media is
shy and does not taboo what was once considered shameful. A common factor between
English-speaking and Russian-speaking media in the field of psychology is a tolerant attitude
towards sexual minorities, people with disabilities, special children, orphans, survivors of
violence, childfree women, women who have had an abortion, women with many children.
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
