2. APPLICATIONS ARE DUE FRIDAY MARCH 20, 2026 BY 5:00 PM to the Leon County Extension
Office OR mailed via USPS to PO Box 111, Buffalo, TX 75831. If mailed, application must be
postmarked by March 14, 2026. FAXED OR EMAILED APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

3. Applicant must have participated as a Leon County Youth Livestock Show exhibitor or contest
participant (i.e. Livestock Judging, Ag Mechanics, etc.) in the Leon County Youth Livestock Show
as a member of a Leon County 4-H Club or FFA Chapter for a minimum of four (4) years.

4. Applicant must be a graduating senior during the year of application.

5. This scholarship will be paid directly to the institution of higher learning for the benefit of the
recipient at the end of the first completed regular semester of college. Applicants must take
AND complete a minimum of 12 hours during the semester and maintain a minimum of 2.5
GPA. Applicants will lose the scholarship if not used by the end of the 2027 fall semester. To
receive the funds, the recipient must provide the Leon County Youth Livestock Show Secretary
an official copy of the transcript following the completion of his/her first semester of college
and a copy of his/her schedule for the current semester showing enrollment. In the event of
extenuating circumstances, the Leon County Youth Livestock Show reserves the right to consider
payment of scholarship funds on an individual basis.

6. Applicant must provide three (3) letters of recommendation with the application. Only one (1)
letter can be from a teacher, principal or counselor not related to the applicant. The other two
(2) letters are to be from adults who are not related to the applicant.

7. Applicant will need to provide an up-to-date official high school transcript showing SAT and/or
ACT scores.

8. Applicant must have been accepted into an accredited college or vocational school. Please
provide a copy of your acceptance letter with your application.

9. Interviews will be conducted on Wednesday April 1, 2026 at 6:00 PM at The First United
