We are excited to share with you the following information about our Form 2 trip to Snow Pond Center for 
the Arts (home of the  New England Music Camp) in Sidney, Maine.  
 
Snow Pond Center for the Arts and New England Music Camp has been operating since 1937 under the 
direction of my family and where I currently serve as Managing Director and spend my summers. It thrills 
me that for the third year in a row we get to welcome KO into our special NEMC family. It is a magical place 
filled with passion, peace, and natural beauty.  
 
Form 2 is momentous. As Form 2 students, this trip is  the beginning of their journey at KO. Students will 
get to know new peers, build relationships with their advisors, and lay the foundation for a year of 
self-discovery.

For your planning purposes, please note some preliminary information regarding our Trip: 

●​ Dates 
○​ Departure → Leave KO on the morning of September 10, 2025 
○​ Return→ Return to KO during the afternoon of September 12, 2025 

●​ There is a cost associated with the trip that will be due by August 29, 2025  
○​ The cost of the trip will include transportation and all trip fees. We will share the total camp 

fee as soon as possible! 
○​ As with all of our KO outings that require payment, we will utilize a scale model: Pay what 

you are able. Some families will pay the full amount, some will offer a bit less based on 
needs, and some will choose to donate more to support another family.  

●​ There will be documents to be completed by August 29, 2025.  
○​ All KO Permission Forms and Health Forms must be reviewed and signed in the 

Blackbaud Portal.  
○​ All Snow Pond Forms must be reviewed and signed. These will be available via the summer 

forms and information website.  
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○​ Any updated student physicals must also be completed and turned in and accepted by the 
School Nurse before students are able to partake in the trip. Questions about required KO
