It seems there is no such thing as an ideally good or bad person. Our judgments
about a person are the result of their actions. It is precisely these actions that | have
depicted.

I made bad deeds graphic and collaged. Torn papers were intended to show the
instability, roughness, sharpness, and harshness of bad deeds. Good deeds are
depicted with a lion. The ancient technique of icon painting, which | wanted to
emphasize the importance of scrolls, a sense of warmth, and support.

Each work has its emotional feeling of this theme. In each one, you can find a subtext,
there is an answer and an idea that can be understood differently, and this is
interesting because the third part of the composition is the viewer himself.

| paint artworks in support of Ukraine and Ukrainians! Therefore, after 2020 and 2022, |
have a lot of pictures on socially important topics. | believe that art should support
people in difficult times, and therefore | paint for the Victory of Ukraine and Free
Belarus! In my arts and paintings, | convey emotions, moods and feelings using a
combination of colors and different drawing techniques. | paint mainly with gouache,
oil, rarely watercolor, on paper or canvas. In my opinion, the selection of colors is a
key factor in creating a painting. Colors can Express everything: emotions, feelings,
mood, weather conditions, age, state of mind. There are only five main colors - red,
blue, yellow, black and white, and you can get dozens of colors and hundreds of
shades from them. | love to choose the necessary colors and shades for my
paintings.
