TRIP OVERVIEW & PURPOSE

2ND Fam, join us as we serve in Belize City, Belize, this Summer to help provide clean water to those in need. We will be partnering with Filter
of Hope, an organization that is motivated by Christ to bring clean water to those in need. Filter of Hope provides impoverished families easy access to
clean, safe drinking water by manufacturing and distributing simple, life-saving water filters. These water filters can produce up to 250 gallons of clean
water daily for ten years. The global water crisis affects over 2 billion people, and many organizations have attempted to address this issue by developing
large and expensive water filters.
Filter of Hope believes no one should live without clean drinking water. Everyone deserves the opportunity to know Christ personally. Together, we can
change lives forever. Thousands of children die every week because they drink contaminated water, and over 4 billion people currently face eternity
separated from God.

WHAT CAN | EXPECT?

You will spend your mornings and afternoons connecting with families in the community. You will get to know them, provide them with water filters, and
share the gospel during this time. In the evenings, you will gather with your team to discuss your experiences and witness how the Lord works. Our team
will have the opportunity to see and experience the local culture.

IN-COUNTRY HOSTS & PARTNERS

e Julio Quiroz is a staff member of the Filter of Hope in the country.
o He works with local hotel staff, restaurants, tour guides, bus drivers, and others to accommodate our teams. The local church
works with Julio to supply guides to the community. He also hires and trains translators who make the filter distribution possible in
each home.

LOCAL MINISTRY PARTNERSHIPS

e Filter of Hope works alongside Belizean staff and local church pastors to build up the local church as we share clean water and the gospel with
people in the city and countryside.

CULTURAL BACKGROUND
e Englishis the official language, but Belize Creole is commonly spoken. Many Guatemalans have immigrated to Belize, and they speak Spanish.

e The country is about 40% Catholic, 30% Protestant, and the rest have various beliefs.

e The major ethnic groups of Belize are Mayans, Creoles, Garinagu, and Mestizos.

e  Belize gained its independence from Great Britain in 1981. It's the smallest country in Central America.
e Belize is the world’s largest exporter of Papayas.
