Volunteering cannot be completed during school hours unless approved by an SHS 
administrator. You may not begin accruing hours until this form has been submitted, reviewed by 
the SHS administration, and returned to you as “approved.” If the form is returned and not 
approved, you must seek another opportunity to complete your hours.
