SEL Lesson Connection

This week students started a new unit about problem solving. Over the next two weeks students will
learn the problem solving model “S.0.LVE.”: S(stop and think) O(bjectively state the problem) L(ist
the possible outcomes and solutions V(oice your choice and act) E(valuate and adjust). SOLVE is not
only an acronym but also includes questions to help students work through problems they are
experiencing.

Stop and think - What am | feeling? How can | get ready to problem solve?
Objectively state the problem - What is the problem from each person’s viewpoint?

List possible solutions options and outcomes - What are some solutions? What are the likely
consequences of each solution?

Voice your choice and act - What is the optimal solution? How should I/we act on it?
Evaluate and adjust - Is it working? If not, what can | /we do now?

Students also learned how to use “I” statements this week. This tactic is especially useful when dealing
with conflict as it helps all parties remove emotions from the situation. Practice converting these
“you” statements into “I” statements at home with your student:

You hurt me when you don't call when you say you will.

a. Changes to: | feel when
You disrespect me.

a. Changes to: | feel when
You make me crazy when you make jokes about me.

a. Changes to: | feel when
