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Orphaned Land (Band)

Israeli heavy metal band. Established in 1991 by Kobi Farhi and Uri Zelcha.
Combine Middle Eastern, Jewish and Islamic elements in their music. Have
released nine albums and mini albums. The band’s music is prohibited in many
Middle Eastern countries but fans find ways to listen to it underground.
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Marty Balin (1942-2018)

American singer-songwriter and musician. Formed the pioneering psychedelic
rock band Jefferson Airplane. Achieved fame through appearances at major
musical festivals including Monterey and Woodstock. Balin left the band twice and
released three solo albums.
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Marc Bolan (1947-1977)
British singer, lyricist and guitarist. His breakthrough came in the 1970s with his
band T. Rex, which launched the glam rock era, a unique music style featuring
special costumes. Among their hits: Ride a White Swan, Telegram Sam and Metal
Guru.
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Mike Bloomfield (1943-1981)
American composer and guitarist. Member of two bands that combined blues and
rock, The Paul Butterfield Blues Band and The Electric Flag. Collaborated with
Bob Dylan, Janis Joplin, Chuck Barry and many others.
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Beck (b. 1970)

American singer, songwriter, musician and record producer. In 1994 became
famous for his single Loser in his third groundbreaking album. 1996 achieved
worldwide fame with his album Odelay. Has released fourteen studio albums and
won many awards including multiple Grammy Awards.
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Arlo Guthrie (b. 1947)

American folk singer-songwriter and actor. Son of the legendary folk singer
Woodie Guthrie. Achieved fame in 1967 aged 20 with his album Alice’s
Restaurant. Guthrie intersperses storytelling with his songs. Acted as himself in
the film Alice’s Restaurant and in the TV drama Birds of Paradise.
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Graham Gouldman (b. 1946)

British musician and songwriter. Began playing with the Mockingbirds in the 1960s
and wrote For Your Love, later to be the first of many hits. Formed the band 10cc
and Wax with Andrew Gold. In the 1990s returned to play with 10cc and toured
the US with them.
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Adam Green (b. 1981)

American singer-songwriter, artist and flmmaker. Member of the band Moldy
Peaches. 2002 launched a solo career and has released five albums that are
immensely popular in America and Europe, particularly Germany. His hit Jessica
was written with the singer Jessica Simpson.
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Peter Green (b. 1946)
British blues, rock singer-songwriter and guitarist. Co-formed Fleetwood Mac in
1967, which was successful in Britain and the US. Green wrote many of the
band’s songs - among them the hit Black Magic Woman. In 1988 he was inducted
into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame.
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Norman Greenbaum (b. 1942)

American singer-songwriter. Famous for writing and performing the hit Spirit in the
Sky that topped the charts in the U.S. and Britain in the 1970s and sold more than
two million copies.
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Ariana Grande (b. 1993)

American singer, guitarist and actor. Born Ariana Grande-Butera in Boca Raton,
Florida. Grande began her acting and singing career on Broadway. 2013 her
debut album topped the charts. Subsequently has produced three more
prize-winning albums that continue to top music charts. 2018 Billboard magazine
chose her as Woman of the Year and the most accomplished female artist of the
decade.
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Art Garfunkel (b. 1941)

American singer-songwriter, poet and movie actor. Famous for the musical duo
Simon and Garfunkel with Paul Simon that won five Grammy Awards. Appeared in
eight movies and was nominated in 1971 for the Golden Globe Award for Best
Supporting Actor for his role in Carnal Knowledge.
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Adam Duritz (b. 1964)

American musician, singer-songwriter, record and film producer. Lead singer of
the rock band Counting Crows that became famous in 1994 with its hit Mr. Jones
and has since released seven albums. Wrote movie scores and founded a music
label that represents important artists.
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Neil Diamond (b. 1941)

American pop singer-songwriter. Released 31 albums that have sold more than
125 million copies. Inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame in 2011. His hit
Girl, You’ll Be a Woman Soon regained popularity following its inclusion in the
score of the film Pulp Fiction.
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Bob Dylan (b. 1941)

American singer-songwriter, poet and artist. The first musician to be awarded the
Nobel Prize for Literature and considered one of the most influential musicians in
the world. Influenced by folk, country and jazz, he is known for his complex songs
on a variety of issues. Released multiple groundbreaking albums.
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Jakob Dylan (b. 1969)

American singer-songwriter, fourth son of Bob Dylan. Rose to fame as lead singer
and chief songwriter of the second album of his band Wallflowers. This band has
released six albums. In parallel Dylan has released two solo albums.
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Blood, Sweat and Tears (band)

American band formed in 1967 by Al Kooper, a Jewish musician. The bands
unique style features a fusion of rock, blues, pop and jazz. The band has sampled
and recorded versions of the music of other songwriters, bands and composers
including Rolling Stones, Billie Holiday and Erik Satie.
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Ani DiFranco (b. 1970)

American singer-songwriter. Started playing in bars age 9. Released her first
album Ani DiFranco in 1990. Collaborated with many artists, among them Prince.
Known for her sophisticated lyrics, DiFranco writes about issues such as racism,
sexism, sexual abuse, homophobia, abortions, poverty and war. Has released
numerous albums.
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Steely Dan (Duo)

American duo established in 1972 by Walter Becker (guitars, bass, backing
vocals) and Donald Fagen (keyboards, lead vocals). They blend rock, jazz,
traditional pop. Released nine albums and sold about 40 million copies worldwide.
2001 inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame.
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Adam Horovitz (b. 1966)
American rapper, guitarist and actor. Known as Ad Rock. Member of the Beastie
Boys band and identified with the unique style at the core of their fame. Their eight
albums are considered groundbreaking in the hip-hop genre.
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The Cars (band)

American new-wave rock band. The line-up consisted of singer-songwriter and
rhythm guitarist Ric Ocasek, bassist and singer Benjamin Orr, lead guitarist Elliot
Easton, keyboardist Greg Hawkes and drummer David Robinson. In 2018 the
band was inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame.

Sparks (band)

Established in 1967 by brothers Ron and Russell Mael with their first album
release in 1971. The group is known for their acerbic intelligent lyrics. Reinvented
themselves as a new wave/synth-pop, post-punk band in the late 1970s and
influenced many musicians including Nirvana and the singer Bjork.
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The Turtles (band)

American rock band established in 1961 in Los Angeles by Jewish musicians
Howard Kaylan and Mark Volman. Reached fame with their 1967 hit Happy
Together. Released seven albums before they disbanded in 1970.
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Max Weinberg (b. 1951)
American drummer known also as Mighty Max. Achieved fame as a member of
Bruce Springsteen’s E Street Band and as band leader in the guest show Late
Night with Conan O’Brien.
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Amy Winehouse (1983-2011)

British singer-songwriter. Known for her eclectic mix of musical genres including
soul, rhythm and blues, and jazz. Her second album made her the first British
artist to win five Grammy Awards. Her short life was ridden with scandal,
breakdowns and crises. She died age 27 from alcohol poisoning.
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Veruca Salt (band)
American alternative rock band founded in Chicago in 1992 by Nina Gordon,
Louise Post, Jim Shapiro and Steve Lack. The band’s name derives from a
fictional character created by Roald Dahl in Charlie and the Chocolate Factory.
The band has released five studio albums to date.
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Adam Yauch (1964-2012}

American rapper, songwriter, bassist and film producer. Known by his nickname
MCA. Was a founding member of the hip-hop group Beastie Boys. In the 1980s
and 90s the group created music that combined samples, rock, punk and hip-hop.
Its unique style became immensely popular.
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Leonard Cohen (1934-2016)

Canadian singer-songwriter, musician, poet and author. Published several books
of poetry and prose. In 1967 he emigrated to America and released his first album
with the hit Suzanne. Became a Buddhist monk in1996 and lived a secluded
monastic life for around 5 years.
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Tony Levin (b. 1946)

American composer, bassist and chapman stick player. In the 1980s he joined
progressive rock King Crimson band. Since the 1970s played in about 500 albums
and is best known for his collaborations with Peter Gabriel, Tom Waits, Judy
Collins and many others.
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Geddy Lee (b. 1953)

Canadian musician. Lead vocalist and bassist for the rock group Rush. The band
members were made Officers of the Order of Canada and in 2013 inducted into
the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame. Lee’s virtuosity and skill on bass guitar was
influenced by progressive rock, blues and metal.
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Mickey Leigh (b. 1954)

American musician and author. At age 10 formed his first band with his brother
Jeffrey Ross Hyman known professionally as Joey Ramone, leader of the
mythological punk band the Ramones. Was active in many rock bands and in
1985 released the album The Rattlers with his band.
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Manfred Mann (b. 1940)

British keyboardist and songwriter. Considered one of the leading keyboard
players and composers. Formed the Manfred Mann band which played chiefly
jazz and blues. They became famous for their cover versions of pop and R&B hits
such as Do Wah Diddy Diddy and Sha La La.
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Bruno Mars (b. 1985)

American singer, guitarist, drummer, pianist, actor and record producer. Mars is
known for his energetic stage performances of a wide range of musical styles.
Released three albums that sold over 130 million copies worldwide. Won the
Grammy Award in 2011 for his song Just The Way You Are.
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Randy Meisner (b. 1946)
American guitarist and singer-songwriter. Founding member and bassist of the
Eagles that was very popular in the 1970s. Co-wrote their hit Take It to the Limit.
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George Michael (1963-2016)
British pop singer-songwriter. Became world famous in the 1980s as member of
the duo Wham!. The duo parted ways in 1986 and Michael embarked on a
successful solo career. In 1987 his most successful album Faith sold over 20
million copies.
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Minimal Compact (band)

Israeli alternative rock band. Their first album One by One was released in 1982.
Their fourth album Raging Souls released in 1985 was highly acclaimed and a
commercial success. The band split in 1988 but have reunited on occasion for
special performances.
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Liza Minnelli (b. 1946)

American actress, dancer and singer. At 19 was the youngest actor to ever win a
Tony Award. Acted in musical theater and movies. Awarded many prizes including
Oscar, Golden Globe and Grammy awards. Her solo album released in the 1980s
reached the top of the charts.
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Barry Manilow (b. 1943)

American singer, producer and composer. Achieved fame in the 1970s and has
released tens of albums that he wrote and performed. Has composed music for
ads that have been very well received. Manilow creates romantic rock ballads and
cover versions of old hits.

Linda McCartney (1941-1998)

American photographer and musician. Her musical career began as a backup
singer for the Beatles. Formed Wings with her husband Paul McCartney where
she played piano and co-wrote songs including Live and Let Die which was
nominated for an Oscar. McCartney was an animal rights activist.
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Richard Markus (b. 1963)

American singer, composer and lyricist. His soft romantic songs remain hugely
popular. Released 11 albums and has been nominated four times for the Grammy
Award that he won once.
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Matisyahu (b. 1979)

American singer. Born in Pennsylvania into an Orthodox Jewish family. Known for
his lyric style that blends Hassidic music, rap and reggae. In 2005 topped the
American charts with his hit King Without a Crown. Released five albums and
performs throughout the world.
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Randy Newman (b. 1943)
American singer-songwriter, arranger and composer and pianist. Has released 13
albums and is acclaimed for the unusual topics he chooses. Composed scores for
movies and musical theater. Won two Oscars, three Emmys and four Grammys.
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Paul Stanley (b. 1952)

American singer-songwriter and guitarist. Formed the groundbreaking heavy rock
band Kiss in 1972. The bands have many eager followers and their albums have
sold more than 100 million copies.
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Paul Simon (b. 1941)

American singer-songwriter and musician. In the 1960s formed a duo with Simon
Garfunkel. In 1971 embarked on a flourishing solo career and released 13
albums. His groundbreaking album Graceland combined African rhythms with

pop.
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Carly Simon (b. 1954)

American musician. Released her third album No Secrets in 1968. The biggest hit
on the album reached the top of the charts and won her a Grammy Award. In
1988 Simon won an Oscar award and a Golden Globe award for her song for the
film Working Girl.
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Gene Simmons (b. 1949)

American-Israeli composer, bassist and pianist. Born Chaim Witz in Tirat Carmel,
at age 8 he immigrated with his mother to New York. In the 1970s formed the
mythological heavy-metal band Kiss where he played and sang.
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Regina Spektor (b. 1980)

Russian-American singer-songwriter, composer and pianist. Has released six
albums showing Russian and Jewish influences. Her songs are complex with
multiple references to authors and their books from The Little Prince to
Shakespeare. Many of her songs contain interspersed soundtracks from movies
and television series.
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Perry Farrell (b. 1959)

American musician. Lead vocalist of the alternative rock band Jane’s Addiction
famous in the 1980s but disbanded in 1992 after the release of their third and
successful album Ritual de lo Habitual. Farrell founded the touring rock festival
Lollapalooza that he continues to produce and run.
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Giora Feidman

Argentinian-Israeli clarinetist. Known for his unique style that combines Klezmer
music with classical music, jazz and tango. Member of the Israel Philharmonic
Orchestra for 20 years during which time he recorded many solo versions of
different compositions. Wrote the soundtrack for movies and played with
orchestras throughout the world.
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Nicky Chinn (b. 1945)

British songwriter and producer. In the 1970s teamed up with Mike Chapman and
wrote songs that became singles hits in Britain and the US. His songs became the
gold standard throughout the world of jazz and Be-bop.
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Al Kooper (b. 1944)

American composer, pianist, writer and producer. In 1967 formed Blood Sweat
and Tears which he left after artistic conflicts with the other band members.
Kooper played various instruments and produced studio albums for many artists
and bands including Jimi Hendrix, the Who, and the Rolling Stones.
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Carole King (b. 1942)

American singer-songwriter and pianist. King scored her breakthrough with the
album Tapestry that topped the US album chart for 15 weeks. King has written hits
for many other singers. Her success paved the path for other female
singer-songwriters in rock and pop.
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Lenny Kravitz (b. 1964)

American singer-songwriter, multi-instrumentalist and record producer. In 1990
produced and co-wrote (with Ingrid Chavez) the song Justify My Love for
Madonna. His next albums Mama Said and Are You Gonna Go My Way were
commercially successful and established him as a leading songwriter and
performer.
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Robbie Krieger (b. 1946)

American guitarist and songwriter. Achieved fame as guitarist for The Doors and
wrote or co-wrote many of her hit songs including Light My Fire, Love Me Two
Times and Touch Me. Listed by Rolling Stone as one of the 100 greatest guitarists
of all time.
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Joey Kramer (b. 1950)
American drummer and lyricist. Rose to fame as the drummer of the hard rock
band Aerosmith. Wrote the popular ballad Can’t Stop Lovin’ You.
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Joey Ramone (1951-2001)

American singer-songwriter. Born Jeffrey Ross Hyman in Queens, New York.
Lead vocalist of the punk rock band the Ramones, one of the most influential punk
bands in the U.S. Ramone’s appearance and voice have established him as an
icon of punk counterculture of the 1980s.
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Tommy Ramone (1949-2014)

Hungarian-American musician, songwriter and record producer. Drummer and
manager of the influential punk rock band the Ramones in 1974-78. In 2004
performed in a tribute to members of the band that had become ill or died. He
himself died of cancer aged 65.
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Johnathan Richman (b. 1951)

American singer-songwriter and guitarist. Born in Natick, Massachusetts. His band
The Modern Lovers was active in 1970-80 and played rock garage music.
Richman was called the "Godfather of Punk" and his songs have been covered by
bands and musicians including The Sex Pistols, and Joan Jet.
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Robbie Robertson (b. 1943)

Canadian musician, songwriter, film composer, producer, actor and author. Best
known as a member of The Band where he was lead guitarist and primary
songwriter. The Band performed with Bob Dylan in the 1960s and 70s. Wrote the
soundtrack for many films particularly those directed by Martin Scorsese.
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Mark Ronson (b. 1975)

British-American producer, musician and DJ. In 2008 conquered the British
charts with three hit songs from his album Version that also included cover
songs of well-known songs. That year produced Amy Winehouse’s album Back
to Black for which the two won the Grammy Award.
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David Lee Roth (b. 1954)
American rock vocalist, musician and songwriter. Was lead vocalist of the rock
band Van Halen whose first album has sold 12 million copies. In 1985



embarked on a solo career. Inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame in
2007.
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Lou Reed (1942-2013)
American musician and singer-songwriter. In the late 1960s became famous as
rhythm/lead guitarist, vocalist and principal songwriter for the rock band The Velvet
Underground. In 1970 embarked on a solo career that spanned five decades during
.which he released 20 award-winning albums, many of which became classics
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Chris Stein (b. 1950)

American guitarist and songwriter. Formed band Blondie that was very popular in the
1980s. Stein wrote many of the band’s hits including Heart of Glass, Dreaming,
Island of Lost Souls and Rapture.
