This privacy policy (next "Policy') provides a comprehensive explanation of how we will use the
information we collect from you.

This Policy applies exclusively to information collected on the website https://vdc.in.ua/

1. DEFINITIONS USED IN THIS POLICY

1.1. "Website" means a set of data, electronic (digital) information, including copyright and/or
related rights, etc., interconnected and structured within the website address and/or account of the
owner of such website, accessed through an address on the Internet, which may consist of a domain
name, directory or call records and/or a numerical address according to the Internet protocol.

1.2. The "Website Owner" (hereinafter referred to as the "Owner") is the Charitable Organization
"Center for Volunteering and Protection", which is the owner and administrator of the personal data of
the Website Users.

1.3. "User" means any individual who has ever accessed the Website and has full legal capacity.

1.4. "Personal Data" means information or a set of information about the User that is identified or
can be specifically identified.

2. COLLECTION AND USE OF PERSONAL DATA

2.1. The collection and use of personal data is carried out in strict accordance with the requirements of
the Law of Ukraine "On Personal Data Protection".

2.2 The use of the Website does not require registration and/or authorization and direct provision of
personal data that can identify you as a specific entity.

2.3. Use of the Website by the User means acceptance of this Privacy Policy and the terms of
processing of the User's personal data.

2.4. When using the Website, we may automatically collect information related to the use of the
Website.

2.5. We may collect, store and use the following types of your personal data:

2.5.1. information about your computer, including IP address, geographic location, browser type and
version, and operating system;

2.5.2. information about your visits to and use of this Site, including the source of referrals, the
duration of your visit, the pages you view and the navigation routes on the Site;

2.6. Before you provide us with the personal information of another person, you must obtain the
consent of this person to both disclose and process this personal information in accordance with this
Policy.

2.7. We collect only those personal data that are consciously and voluntarily provided by you as a
personal data subject for the purpose of using the Website services, which, in accordance with the
requirements of the current legislation of Ukraine, is the consent of the personal data subject to the
processing of their personal data in accordance with the purpose of their processing stated in this
Policy.

2.8. We provide guarantees that it is impossible to transfer the User's personal data to third parties
except for the legally established requirements.

2.9. We do not collect or process information about your personal data regarding racial or ethnic
origin, political, religious or ideological beliefs, membership in political parties and trade unions,
criminal convictions, as well as data related to health, sexual life, biometric or genetic data (in
accordance with Article 7 of the Law of Ukraine "On Personal Data Protection™).

3. PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA
3.1 The processing and storage of the provided personal data is carried out in the data centers where
the equipment that ensures the functioning of the Website services is located.

4. PURPOSE OF USING PERSONAL DATA

4.1 We may use your personal information in order to:
4.1.1. administration of the Website;

4.1.2. personalization of the Website for you;
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4.1.3. providing an opportunity to get acquainted with the activities of the Charitable Organization
"Center for Volunteering and Protection";

4.1.4. providing an opportunity to make charitable contributions;

4.1.4. consideration of inquiries and complaints;

4.1.6. keeping the Site safe and preventing fraud;

4.1.7. other types of use.

4.2 Your privacy settings can be used to limit the publication of your information on the Site and can
be adjusted by using the privacy control on the Site.

5. PERSONAL DATA RETENTION PERIOD
5.1. Personal data is stored for no longer than is necessary in accordance with the purpose of its
processing in accordance with the legally established requirements.

6. INTERACTION OF THE SITE WITH OTHER RESOURCES

6.1. When you use the services, the pages of the Site may contain codes of other Internet resources
and third parties, as a result of which such Internet resources and third parties receive your data. These
Internet resources may receive and process information that you have visited these pages, as well as
other information transmitted by your browser. Such Internet resources may include:

- banner display systems;

- social media plug-ins.

6.2. The use of these services is necessary for the operational analysis of visits to the Site, internal and
external evaluation of the Site traffic, the depth of views, and the activity of Users. We do not store or
process the data received from these services.

6.3. If for any reason you do not want the services provided for in clause 6.1. of the Policy access your
personal data, you can clear cookies (through your browser).

7. INTERACTION OF THE OWNER WITH THIRD PARTIES REGARDING PERSONAL
DATA

7.1. We do not transfer personal data to third parties, except when such transfer is required by the
current legislation of Ukraine, at the request of the personal data subject or in other cases set forth in
this Policy. We understand that personal information is a value and inalienable content, in particular,
the personal non-property rights of any individual, so we take all possible measures to protect your
personal information.

7.2. Access to your personal data may be granted to our authorized employees who have agreed to
ensure the confidentiality of the Users' personal data, as well as to third parties who provide us with
services for the support and administration of the Website, other services related to the Owner's
business activities. Our authorized employees and/or third parties, on the basis of the agreements
concluded with us, undertake to comply with all requirements of the current legislation of Ukraine
regarding the protection of personal data of Users and their confidentiality.

7.3. The Website may contain links to other websites (for informational purposes only). If you follow
a link to other websites, this Policy will not apply to such websites. In this regard, we recommend that
you review the privacy and personal data policy of each website before submitting any personal data
by which you can be identified.

7.4. Personal information that you post or offer to post on the Site may be accessible via the Internet
worldwide. We cannot prevent the use and misuse of such information by third parties in other
countries.

8. PROTECTION OF PERSONAL DATA

8.1. We use generally accepted standards of technological and operational protection of information
and personal data against loss, misuse, alteration or destruction, but we do not guarantee absolute
protection against any threats arising outside our control.

8.2. We ensure that all relevant confidentiality obligations, as well as technical and organizational
security measures are in place to prevent unauthorized or unlawful disclosure or processing of such
information and data, their accidental loss, destruction or damage.

8.3. We have the right to disseminate personal data without your consent in the case determined by the
current legislation of Ukraine, and only (if necessary) in the interests of national security, economic
welfare and human rights.

9. CONDITIONS OF ACCESS TO PERSONAL DATA



9.1. The procedure for access to personal data by third parties is determined by the terms of the User's
consent provided to the Owner to process this data, or in accordance with the requirements of the law.
9.2. You have the right to receive any information about yourself from any subject of relations related
to personal data, provided that you indicate your surname, name and patronymic, place of residence
(place of stay) and details of the document certifying the individual submitting the request, except in
cases established by the current legislation of Ukraine.

9.3. Access to data about yourself is free of charge. Deferral of access to personal data is not allowed.
Deferral of access to personal data by third parties is allowed if the necessary data cannot be provided
within thirty calendar days from the date of receipt of the request. In this case, the total period for
resolving the issues raised in the request may not exceed forty-five calendar days.

9.4. The notice of postponement shall be communicated to the third party who submitted the request
in writing with an explanation of the procedure for appealing such decision.

9.5. Denial of access to personal data is allowed in accordance with the procedure established by the
current legislation of Ukraine, if access to them is prohibited in accordance with the Law of Ukraine
"On Personal Data Protection".

9.6. The decision to postpone or deny access to personal data may be appealed to the Ukrainian
Parliament Commissioner for Human Rights or the court.

10. YOUR RIGHTS AS A USER (PERSONAL DATA SUBJECT)

10.1. You, as the User (personal data subject), have the right to:

1) to know about the sources of collection, location of your personal data, the purpose of their
processing, the location of the Owner or to give an appropriate order to authorized persons to receive
this information, except in cases established by the Law of Ukraine "On Personal Data Protection"

2) to receive information on the conditions for granting access to personal data, including information
about third parties to whom his/her personal data is transferred;

3) to have access to their personal data;

4) to receive a response no later than thirty calendar days from the date of receipt of the request,
except in cases provided for by the Law of Ukraine "On Personal Data Protection", whether his/her
personal data is processed, as well as to receive the content of such personal data;

5) to submit a reasoned request to the Owner with an objection to the processing of their personal
data;

6) to submit a reasoned request to the Owner to change or destroy their personal data if this data is
processed illegally or is unreliable;

7) to protect your personal data from unlawful processing and accidental loss, destruction, damage
due to intentional concealment, failure to provide or untimely provision of such data, as well as to
protect against the provision of information that is inaccurate or defamatory of your honor, dignity
and business reputation;

8) file complaints against the processing of your personal data to the Ukrainian Parliament
Commissioner for Human Rights or to the court;

9) apply for legal remedies in case of violation of the current legislation of Ukraine on personal data
protection;

10) to make reservations regarding the restriction of the right to process their personal data when
giving consent;

11) withdraw consent to the processing of personal data;

12) to know the mechanism of automatic processing of personal data;

13) to be protected against an automated decision that has legal consequences for him/her.

11. CHANGE OF POLICY

11.1. We reserve the right to publish separate privacy notices, as well as to change and/or supplement
the content of the Policy at any time at our sole discretion.

11.2. In the event of significant changes to the Policy, we will post a notice on the Website and
indicate the effective date of these changes. If you do not refuse to accept these changes in writing
within the specified period, it means that you have agreed to the relevant changes to the Policy.
