If alternatives are sent, I will unfortunately have to send them home to be replaced with 

the brand listed below. Thank you for your cooperation! Throughout the year, if your child is not 

using their materials responsibly (for example, breaking pencils) I will connect with you to send 

additional supplies.  

●​ 1 backpack, large enough to hold a large library book. 
●​ 1 pair of running shoes (no black soles, no skateboard type shoes, Velcro if your child is still learning to 

tie their shoes). 
●​ 1 pair of headphones - no wifi, no bud style. 

●​ 1 lunch kit. 

●​ 1 pencil case that is easy to open.  

●​ 20 Dixon Pre-Sharpened Ticonderoga pencils – these sharpen well and last longer. 
●​ 1 pair Fiskar or Westcott Scissors – metal blade, pointy end. 
●​ 3 white erasers. 
●​ 1 box of Crayola Original markers (8 to 12) Broad tip 
●​ 1 box of Crayola Original markers (8 to 12) fine tip 
●​ 1 box of Laurentian pencil crayons (24) 
●​ 1 box of Crayola Crayons (24) 
●​ 3 large glue sticks (Prang brand) 
●​ Crayola washable watercolour paints, 24 count 

●​ 6 Expo Dry Erase markers – low odour, ultra fine tip black  
●​ 4 Expo Dry Erase markers - low odour, chisel tip.  

●​ 2 large boxes of facial tissue 
●​ 4 large ziplock bags

●​ 2 Hilroy ½ plain – ½ interlined scribblers with green cover
