Jared Sharpe: Historic data on previous fee increases and when
those were.

Akshay: (Fees consistent at $396, increased 15% for this
academic year)

Jake Skigen: Fees are too high; it would be acceptable to pay for
these fees if they are optional. Can fees be made optional for
those who plan to use it. It would make more sense for
undergrads more likely to use it to pay.

Thomas Benson: The library and gym were closed in Spring and
are now operating at reduced capacity and hours. Comparable
institutions and eye/dental care?

loannis V. Chremos: the fee is way too high. Many of his
constituents do not use the services but particularly now during
the pandemic. We should exercise option to stay home.

Bryant Cordova: are comparable institutions paying hikes in fees?
Or will they disperse over time?

Caroline Williams: Can we tie this conversation to the national
conversation on $15/hour.

Roxanne Evande: Fees rising and stipends remaining the same.
Are we pacing cost of living and the challenges of the pandemic?
Kris Cnossen: Wintertur University of Delaware campus. They
don’t have access to UD Campus.

Will Thomspson: None of his constituents agree that the fees are
fair. Establishing and increasing financial aid, decreases in fees by
percentage and confusing wording of the boycott. What retaliatory
action of the university are we looking at?

Sam Bingaman: We would have to consider this.

Deborah Drain: Petition might be confidential, but won’t be
anonymous because they can tell who didn’t pay. A premature
petition. We require collective bargaining.

Kimmie: approaching this might not be just not paying the fees. An
important discussion: pay is low, we are taxed, we’re barred from
other jobs.

Sam: Grad student taskforce forming to address fees and pay.
Vodhika Shashikant Damani: Most grad students live off campus.
Most international students do not have transportation. There is
hardly time for those students to use these services.

loannis: Inconsistency between being paid for 20 hours a week vs
the expectation that more work will be required. Two conclusions:
(1) if the university recognizes that we work more than 20 hours,
then we are entitled to many more benefits.

Jake Skigen: employees or students? Break down of tax filings.

. Annette Pic: Disagrees with Jake’s findings. Boycotting disables

transcripts, causes holds, and prevents graduation.

Maybe not endorse the boycott because we can’t prevent
retaliation, but we can come out and support its sentiment.
Sam Bingaman: We do not support a boycott, but we support a
reduction of fees 10%-15%. Refund waiver for non-use.
Re-evaluating the minimum stipend freeze.

loannis: transparency.

Thomas Benson: questions of veto power. Yes/no answers.
Jake: itemized transparency.
