What time do the graduates need to arrive?

Do not carry anything with you: no balloons, yearbooks, cameras, purses, etc. Leave these with your
parents or you will be sent to your car to drop them off. All seniors will be checked for these items and
any other items that might be disruptive.

Is there a limit on how many guests each graduate can bring?
Yes, there is a limit of 6 guests per graduate.

When is Graduation Rehearsal?
The graduation rehearsal is on Wednesday, May 27, 2026, at 4:30 PM. Attendance is Mandatory.

How do graduates get their Cap and Gown?
Graduates will borrow their cap, gown, and tassel right after rehearsal on Wednesday, May 27th. They

must return their cap, gown, and tassel in order to receive their diploma.

When can gr. receive their diploma?
