NO CHEWING GUM

NO COFFEE / HOT CHOCOLATE

NO SPORT DRINKS / CARBINATED DRINKS
NO COLORED / FLAVORED DRINKS

NO FOOD OF ANY KIND

NO CHEWING TOBRACCO

It is very important that players, coaches, mandatory support staff and water are the only things on
the field / track. Normal football / soccer cleats are allowed (molded or screw-on).

Sidelines are for authorized personnel only. Please be advised that only authorized personnel
will be allowed on the field area. If you do not use sideline passes, then we will require that
all sideline personnel be cleared by one of your administrators or your A.D. Your school

administration will be responsible for your sideline control. Please make sure individuals
on the sidelines follow the above guidelines at all times.

PRE-GAME WARM-UPS
Please plan to be off the field by 6:45 so our band can do a pre-game show, national anthem, etc.
PARKING - VIP

VIP parking for administrators will be limited to 3 cars per school. VIP Parking will be in the lot
next to the field off Jefferson Ave.
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BUS DRO-OFI‘- Viiting Team busses will drop playrs off next to the stadium. Busses will be
directed to park on Jefferson Street next to the stadium

PARKING - VISITORS

There are three parking lots to choose from. The lots closest to the stadium off of Jefferson will be run by our booster
club and they will be asking for $5 donations. The second lot is the Main School parking lot off of Magnolia in front of
the school. The third lot is the student lot behind the school off of Jefferson Street.

More parking can be found on Jefferson St. and the side streets next to the stadium.



LOCKER ROOM/Meeting Room

The Visiting Team will use the locker room under the Visitor Bleachers on the Jefferson St. Side of the
Stadium. Please monitor athletes at all times in the locker room. Any cost of vandalism will be billed to the
visiting school.

SPECTATORS VISITING SECTION:

Visitors section is located on the Jefferson Street side of the stadium, accessible through the visitor’s gate. Visitors
will not be allowed in the home section of the bleachers. Visitors will exit through the visitor’s gate.

VISITING SCHOOL SUPERVISION:

Visiting school is responsible for your bleachers. Spectators are not allowed to leave the stadium and
return.

EMERGENCY PERSONNEL

A trainer will be at the field for the varsity games. We will have an Athletic trainer for all lower level games.
FIELD PHONES - PRESS BOX - VIDEO

We have one press-box located on the Home side of the stadium. Visiting team coaches will occupy the
press box room designated for the visiting team.

Your wireless headphones are the best option. If you need to bring equipment by vehicle they may go to
the main gate to drop off and pick up equipment — load district cart at gate.

*Assistant Coaches bringing equipment in their own vehicles can drop of the equipment near the
stadium. They can park on Jefferson street.

No lifts are allowed by district policy and no visitor parking on Track!

CHEERLEADERS - BAND
Each student should be in uniform or have an instrument. Cheer advisors should identify themselves and
have a league pass.

ADMISSION PRICES - Admission prices to all events will be set by the River Valley League
Constitution. Tickets are sold through gofan.co This is the only way to purchase tickets.
