This chosen artifact showcases the students’ first time doing written comprehension questions 
individually for an evaluated assessment after much practice from formative assessment as a 
class and in small groups with partners. Students have also practiced finessing the quality of 
their writing with Kim in previous weeks, so this assessment introduced the new expectations as 
senior level French students to pay attention to grammar and writing mechanics when 
expressing their ideas in written form, even if it is not specifically a “writing assignment.” This 
student’s work shows exactly what I was looking ofr comprehension wise, and shows a progress 
towards written perfection as an anglophone learner. I greatly enjoy using the editing feature on 
Google Docs for making writing suggestions for the student to see where their errors were to 
learn from them.
