Lesson Plan

Description:

Students will be informed the subject matter before they meet in class.They will read the
provided text in class. Furthermore students will explore and discuss additional details related to
both Hyderabads in the subcontinent. Students will come to class with a brief / basic knowledge

about, “Wadera System”, “Harappa” & “Mohenjo-daro”

Target level: First semester, Second-year Urdu (easily adaptable to other levels as well).
Students will be expected to reach Level 2 proficiency on the ILR Scale or will reach the
equivalent level of proficiency as defined by the level of ACTFL Advanced Scale.

Prerequisite: 1) familiarity with all Urdu grammatical structures; 2) ability to use online
resources (online newspapers, dictionaries, glossaries, online grammar tools in Urdu).

Functional Goals:

1) to further practice and know about the Hyderabad Deccan and Hyderabad Sindh; 2) learn
other facts and historical value of Hyderabad Deccan and Hyderabad Sindh ; 3) students will
receive more info about Hyderabad Sindh outlined below and will use their prior knowledge and
will utilize complex words for conversation; 4) students will learn and compare foods from both
regions; 5) students will learn about syntax and morphology etc.

Strategy (explore content in a 50-minute class):

1. Students will read the text outlined below with the help of the teacher (10 min.)

2. Students form groups sized 2-3 participants or in pairs and discuss Hyderabads. (5-10 min.)
3. Students write / formulate questions based on the content and take notes and ask their group
members using their questions for answers, and portray their thoughts in groups and then share
this with the entire class (5-10 min.)

4. Students discuss the Hyderabad Deccan vs Hyderabad Sindh and discuss the brief history of

both regions as well as briefly about “Wadera System”, “Harrapa” & “Mohenjo-daro” (10 min.)
5. The questions provided below will be used for conversation thereafter (10 min.)
