Summer Electronic Benefit Transfer (S-EBT) Program

Summer Electronic Benefit Transfer (Summer EBT) is a federal program that provides grocery-buying
benefits to low-income families with school-aged children at NSLP participating schools** when they
are closed for the summer. The program is designed to reduce childhood hunger by providing families
with a monthly grocery benefit to help feed their kids during the summer months when they’re not
receiving meals at school. The benefits come in the form of pre-loaded EBT cards that families can use
to purchase groceries. Beginning in summer 2024, approved families will receive $40 per eligible child
during the summer months ($120 total maximum).

e If you have not already been Directly Certified by the state or have filled out a Meal Application
this school year, please apply.
Eligible households who have already been approved will not need to reapply to qualify for SEBT.
If your school is not listed in the drop down while applying, Food and Nutrition Services cannot
process the application or submit information for SEBT benefits to the state for that student.**

e Update your address and contact information with your school and/or in your district portal
software.

e The deadline to apply and possibly qualify for SEBT benefits for the 2024 summer period is March
31, 2024. March 31°is a Sunday so it is best to apply by March 27*.

** Summer EBT eligibility is limited to children who attend schools participating in the National School Lunch Program
(NSLP). Congress prohibited States from providing SEBT benefits during a covered summer period to children who did not
attend an NSLP participating school at the end of the school year immediately preceding the summer. This means that
during a covered summer period, states may not issue benefits to homeschooled children or children in non-NSLP
participating virtual or private schools.

Programa de transferencia electrénica de beneficios de verano (S-EBT)

La Transferencia Electréonica de Beneficios de Verano (Summer EBT) es un programa federal que brinda
beneficios para la compra de comestibles a familias de bajos ingresos con nifios en edad escolar en
escuelas participantes del NSLP** cuando estan cerradas durante el verano. El programa esta disenado
para reducir el hambre infantil brindando a las familias un beneficio mensual de comestibles para ayudar
a alimentar a sus hijos durante los meses de verano cuando no reciben comidas en la escuela. Los
beneficios vienen en forma de tarjetas EBT precargadas que las familias pueden usar para comprar
alimentos. A partir del verano de 2024, las familias aprobadas recibiran $40 por nino elegible durante los
meses de verano ($120 como maximo en total).

- Si alin no ha sido certificado directamente por el estado o no ha completado una Solicitud de comidas
este ano escolar, presente su solicitud.

- Los hogares elegibles que ya han sido aprobados no necesitaran volver a presentar una solicitud para
calificar para SEBT.

- Si su escuela no figura en el menl desplegable al realizar la solicitud, los Servicios de Alimentos y
Nutricion no pueden procesar la solicitud ni enviar informacion para los beneficios SEBT al estado para
ese estudiante.**

- Actualice su direccion e informacion de contacto en su escuela y/o en el software del portal de su
distrito.

- La fecha limite para solicitar y posiblemente calificar para los beneficios SEBT para el periodo de
verano de 2024 es el 31 de marzo de 2024. El 31 de marzo es domingo, por lo que es mejor presentar la
solicitud antes del 27 de marzo.

** | a elegibilidad para EBT de verano se limita a los nifios que asisten a escuelas que participan en el Programa
Nacional de Almuerzos Escolares (NSLP). El Congreso prohibio a los estados brindar beneficios SEBT durante un periodo
de verano cubierto a nifios que no asistieron a una escuela participante del NSLP al final del afio escolar inmediatamente
anterior al verano. Esto significa que durante un periodo de verano cubierto, los estados no pueden otorgar beneficios a
nifios educados en el hogar o a nifios en escuelas virtuales o privadas que no participan en NSLP.
