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Applicant: Voronenko Iryna, professor of the Information Systems and
Technologies Department, leading researcher, National University of Life and
Environmental Sciences of Ukraine. The title of the scientific work is “Digital
transformation of the economy as a national development priority of Ukraine”.

Relevance. Digital transformation of the economy has a national priority for the
development of the State of Ukraine, the EU countries and the world as a whole. The
relevance of the work is also determined by the tasks regulated by the Laws of
Ukraine and defined by the Government of Ukraine in regulatory legal acts.

The purpose of the scientific work is to substantiate the theoretical and
methodological principles and develop effective practical mechanisms for the digital
transformation of Ukraine's economy as a national priority for development and
national security, which combines economic, organizational, legal, and informational
aspects.

Brief description of the work. The development of a conceptual
economic-mathematical model for monitoring the digital transformation of the
economy of multi-level systems of socio-economic and organizational assessment of
digital transformation in the conditions of external and internal threats in Ukraine, in
the EU countries and the world as a whole is envisaged. Taking into account the fact
that Ukraine has acquired the status of a candidate for EU accession, it is planned to
develop practical recommendations on the harmonization of regulatory and legal
support in the field of digital transformation of the Ukrainian economy in the context
of European integration processes.

The expected work results. Systematization of problematic issues regarding the
mechanism of interaction “International institutions” — “State authorities in Ukraine”
— “Subjects of production of information and communication and digital technologies
on the international and domestic market” — “Consumers of services in the field of
information and communication and digital technologies”; provisions that regulate
the conceptual foundations of the digital transformation of Ukraine's economy;
recommendations of official documents of international institutions regarding the
"best practice" of digital transformation will acquire a further, qualitatively new level.
Publications based on the materials of the work are planned: monographs, articles
indexed in scientometric databases (Web of Science and/or Scopus), articles in
professional editions of Ukraine, theses.

The results on the topic of the work are published in the individual monograph,
4 collective monographs, 37 articles in professional editions of Ukraine and foreign
publications (including 6 articles in journals included in the Web of Science and
Scopus scientometric databases), 5 methods, 13 certificates on the registration of the
copyright for the work, 40 abstracts of reports in the materials of scientific
conferences, seminars, forums, 2 multimedia courses. 104 publications in total.
