e Alexandrian Canon (c. 330-30 BCE) — in Alexandria, Egypt,
recognized 46 OT books from Septuagint.
e Palestine Canon (90s AD) — at Jamnia in Palestine — recognized 39
OT books (written in Hebrew + Aramaic)

ii. The Catholic Canon:
e Two church councils, local and hence not ecumenical or worldwide
councils
- Council of Hippo (in north Africa), 393 AD, and
- Council of Carthage (also in north Africa), 397 AD
