The Rachael Worby Scholarship Fund  offers a One Thousand Dollar ($1,000) 
scholarship to a high school student graduating in the spring of 2023 to be used for educational 
purposes in the study of music at an institution of higher education. The scholarship will be 
awarded on the basis of talent and prospective success as a music major at an institution of 
higher education.   
 
Students must reside and attend school in West Virginia counties of Ohio, Brooke, Hancock, 
Marshall, Tyler or Wetzel; Ohio counties of Belmont or Jefferson; or Avella, McGuffey, Trinity 
or Washington School Districts in Pennsylvania. Wheeling Symphony Youth Orchestra 
participants who are in at least their second year as members may apply regardless of their place 
of residence.

1-Written application. 
 
2-Video or audio recording of classical work(s) with 
accompaniment submitted digitally. Accompaniment is not 
necessary but preferred.  You may use your phone for recording.  
The quality of the recording is critical to your successful 
application.  It is advisable to record under the supervision of a 
music teacher. 
   
3-Essay about professional goals and experiences in music.  
  

​ 4-Two (2) letters of recommendation, at least one from a musician. 
 
Saturday, April 22, 2023​ Morning audition and interview at West Liberty University for  

finalists. If selected as a finalist, you must perform with piano  
accompaniment.  You may perform the same work(s) as  
submitted on your recording. 

 

Friday, May 12, 2023​ Presentation of theRachael Worby Scholarship 
at the Wheeling Symphony Orchestra Concert.
