Now we can all appreciate there are no original thoughts in the
world and how different people can create a similar joke without ever meeting or seeing each
other perform. However, this isnt a cover band contest, can’t come in and do a rodney
dangerfield set.

Tournament Play:
1. Qualifying rounds — these are basically open mics:
a. There will be 6 qualifying rounds, each with 15 available slots.
b. If you perform in one of those 90 available slots you will qualify for the
quarterfinals of the tournament
c. You will have 5 minutes to perform a comedy set
d. Scoring
i. Crowd (100%)
1. Crowd ranks each person on a ballot from 1-5
2. 1-bad, 5 - great
3. Average the scores of the crowd to get the winner of the evening
4.
e. You will receive points for attending, the rank/score you get from crowd voting.
f.  You can perform in as many qualifying rounds as youd like to increase your
points.
g. Final points of all qualifiers will be used to determine seeding/bracket for the
quarterfinal round.
h. Prizes:
i.  Winner of each round: - $50
ii.  All participants
2. Quarterfinals —
a. Similar format to qualifying. Up to 15 comedians with 5 minutes each.
b. Comics will be divided into two groups based on their seeding from the qualifying
round
c. Scoring
i. Crowd (50%)
ii.  Technical scorecard (50%)
1. Closest to hitting the light without going over
