4) Facilitative Leadership

e Balance of the tuition

e Course texts

e Course attendance, participation, and work
e Ongoing leadership within the district
All courses are held onsite at Horace Mann Lab
School from 4-8 p.m. on Wednesdays.

*Candidats may elect to continue in the program for a
second year to earn a C.A.G.S. at their own expense.

Consult with your principal or
supervisor and request a letter of
recommendation.

Fill out the SPS application by
March 15.

Attend a screening interview.

If selected by SPS, then you will apply
directly to Salem State University by
May 1st (including a statement of
purpose®, as well as sending copies of
undergraduate/graduate transcripts
and one letter of support from SPS).
