Listed resources can be found 
within the purple Library Resource folder on your ClassLink Launchpad, except for a few that are accessed 
through the teacher and librarian. 

Accessing MMSD Online Resources 

On a district Chromebook: 

1.​ Sign into your Chromebook. (Note: Chromebooks stay at school for Kindergarten-4th grades) 
2.​ Sign into ClassLink. 
3.​ Click on the MMSD Online Resource of your choice! 

On a home computer, phone, or tablet: 

1.​ Go to mmsd.org and click on: Log in > ClassLink 
2.​ Username: 6-digit student ID number 
3.​ Password: Your school-year password.  

○​ Click “Help, I forgot my password” to reset if needed. 
4.​ You will now see the ClassLink page! 
5.​ Click on the MMSD Online Library Resource of your choice!
