The C2 level for doctors has a duration of approximately 80 hours of
teaching, while according to the Common European Framework of
Reference for Languages it requires approximately200-300 hours of
guided learning. Two academic semesters are required for its
completion. The C2 level learner for doctors is expected to be able to
respond to any communication situation, with particular emphasis on
the circumstances of the professional environment (e.g.
communication with patients), even in situations where there are
interferences, distortions, noises or peculiar accent speakers.
Therefore, every learner is expected to be able to easily understand
everything they hear or read, even if it is very complex and long
texts, including colloquial language elements, jokes, anecdotes,
cultural elements and technical vocabulary/expressions from medical
area. Also, it is expected to be able to summarize with spontaneity,
comfort and reliability, the content of various sources (eg two medical
