Reading the Tarokka Deck

The Tarokka deck is an ancient tool used to reveal secrets, predict fortunes,
and chart the course of destiny. A standard reading separates the cards into
two distinct entities:

+ The High Deck — Represents grand forces of fate and powerful individuals.
« The Common Deck — Represents earthly concerns, behaviors, and
immediate influences.

Reading TipsStacking the Deck:
Place desired cards in pre-determined positions if you wish to guide fate or
control the narrative. Avoid obvious manipulation in front of players.

Interpreting Results:
If unsure of a reading’s exact meaning, use the card’s theme as inspiration.
Player theories can also inspire future story developments.

Prop Cards:

The deck includes four special props: bloody, torn, scorched, and
water-damaged cards. These may be used as clues, messages, or ominous
discoveries in play.

Innocent An important life in danger

Marionette A spy, puppet, or servant of greater powers

Mists Mystery, unavoidable destiny, or a difficult
journey

Raven Hidden information or unexpected fortune

Seer Inspiration, intellect, or wisdom shaping the
future

Tempter Corruption, temptation, or evil influence
