Overnight Standards Policy

Sleeping Accommodations

Whole Earth contracts with organizational camps to utilize permanent sleeping accommodations
who follow regulations according to the Oregon Administrative Rules for Organizational Camps.

When Whole Earth utilizes temporary sleeping accommodations, such as in the case of
expeditions and wilderness camping, the following guidelines apply:
e Campers are expected to provide their own bedding
e Student camping areas will be assessed for safety hazards such as inclement weather,
standing dead trees, potential for flooding, and proximity to the group.

Supervision

Coyote Outdoor School requires that school districts provide and oversee supervision during
overnight hours.

At organizational camps students will sleep in groups of 3 or more supervised by a Junior
Counselor, and within earshot of staff.

In the wilderness students will sleep in their own shelter/tent within earshot of staff. If they would

like to share their shelter or tent with another person, they need prior written authorization from
parents/guardians.

Whole Earth contrata campamentos organizacionales para utilizar alojamientos permanentes
para dormir que siguen las regulaciones de acuerdo con las Reglas administrativas de Oregon

para campamentos organizacionales.

Cuando Whole Earth utiliza alojamiento temporal para dormir, como en el caso de expediciones
y campamentos en la naturaleza, se aplican las siguientes pautas:
e Se espera que los campistas proporcionen su propia ropa de cama.
e Las areas de campamento de los estudiantes seran evaluadas para detectar riesgos de
seguridad como inclemencias del tiempo, arboles muertos en pie, posibilidad de
inundaciones y proximidad al grupo.

Supervision

Whole Earth Outdoor School requiere que los distritos escolares proporcionen y supervisen la
supervision durante las horas nocturnas.

En los campamentos organizacionales, los estudiantes dormiran en grupos de 3 0 mas
supervisados por un consejero junior y al alcance del oido del personal.

En la naturaleza, los estudiantes dormiran en su propio refugio/tienda de campana al alcance
del oido del personal. Si quisieran compartir su refugio o tienda de campafa con otra persona,
necesitaran autorizacion previa por escrito de los padres o guardianes.
