The project shall provide a basic stationary for conducting group sessions and workshop about subjects as self- 

care, prevention of compassion fatigue and secondary traumatization for all medical staff from Hebron project. 

In case of critical incident, or a severe security incident, besides the TS the Psychosocial Support Unit (PSU) in 

HQ should be alerted following the critical Incident Protocol in first hand and accordingly to the needs a 

collaboration of the Mental Health Consultant in Hebron/ West Bank / Jerusalem might be requested.
