■​ Christine to ask literacy specialist to see what is available  
■​ Bethany’s school has a “School Council” bookshelf with a gmail catalogue 

where parent’s need to request books for borrow for at home 
■​ Christine to ask Karen about what we are allowed and not allowed to buy 

for a home reading program 
■​ Parent council used to run the home reading program 

●​ Leftover bubbles that we aren’t using in Tuck shop 
○​ Christine to share amongst the teachers 

●​ Sylla Sense program 
○​ The school has acquired a whole set  
○​ Teaching resource that match UFLI Lessons
