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For our Life Together this fall we are going to go through a series on 
building and growing healthy and Godly relationships. We will be using 

the RAM series by therapist and author Dr. John Van Epp. RAM stands for 
Relationship Attachment Model, an interactive tool that identifies the five 

key bonds that make up relationships: Know (maintaining open 
communication), Trust (affirming positive attitudes and security), Rely 
(meeting meaning needs of both), Commit (realigning priorities and 

providing mutual support), Touch (expressing loving fulfillment). One of 
the cool things about this study is that it is easy to understand and for 
everyone at every age.
