"Delaware, while under the administrative authority of
Pennsylvania, maintained a distinct cultural identity and
autonomy in its legislative assembly. Its economy was
driven by agriculture, industry, and trade, and the colony

became known for its mix of ethnic groups and
commitment to the principles of democracy and
representative government.”
