 Of Stability and

Yet… a 
trustworthy source has suggested to 
me that the proclamation by Harpy 
Anejo of Pittsburgh, that the Scourge 
of Pittsburgh, The Albino, had served 
Final Death to the Anarchs Jack 
Campbell, Joshua and MOE may have 
been a bit premature… that the 
justice he allegedly wrought was not 
quite as ‘final’ as one would 
commonly understand and not quite 

as ‘dead’ as we would expect. Until 
there is further confirmation of what 
truly occurred, please allow me to 
retract that writing.

And with an 
assortment of visiting Princes in 
attendance for the memorial, as well 
as one of the Toreador Justicar’s 
Archons… well surely no elder would 
ever think of using a discipline on 
another to silence them, right? Did I 
mention that this was the new 
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Elysium at Harmony Island? Does 
that change your mind? On its first 
night as the new Elysium for 
Harmony Island, Elder Jahangir 
Al-Tanin of the Banu Haqim used the 
proprietary arts of his clan to silence 
an unaligned Lasombra that was 
making noise during the service. In 
usurping the authority and duties of 
Keeper Khloe Klein, Elder Jahangir 
profaned this hallowed space, a 
matter that was quickly noticed by 
many in attendance.
