1.​ Classes will follow the United States Equestrian Federation (USEF) rules as a guideline unless otherwise stated. In the event a show member is also a 
show member of another horse show association other than USEF and there is a conflict of rules, USEF &/or GSDHJA rules shall prevail. 

2.​ 1May not compete in any other division horse and rider combination cannot compete in any other class division. 
3.​ 2NO Cross Entry in 2’3” and up division horse and rider combinations can not enter in a class that contains 2’3” or higher fences. 
4.​ 3NO Cross Entry in 2’6” and up division horse and rider combinations can not enter in a class that contains 2’6” or higher fences. 
5.​ 4NO Cross Entry 2’9” and up division  horse and rider combinations can not enter in a class that contains 2’9” or higher fences. 
6.​ Adds and scratches MUST be requested and paid for AT LEAST two (2) classes ahead of time. 
7.​ Tack changes must be requested AT LEAST two (2) classes ahead. A three (3) minute tack change will be allowed if proper notice is given to show 

management. 
8.​ A two (2) minute gate call will be enforced. 
9.​ No stallions can be ridden or shown by anyone under 18 years of age. 

10.​ Protective headgear must be worn by all riders (1) under the age of 18, (2) when competing in a obstacle class, and (3) when riding a horse in the 
arena and/or on the grounds during any SSC event at the Sunnyside Saddle Club Arena. Boots must be worn by all exhibitors.  

11.​ Decisions of judges and management are final. 
12.​ Classes with less than three entries may be combined or canceled per judge or management discretion. Classes with one entry may be allowed to 

continue at judge or management discretion but there will be no first place award. (1) One point may be given towards Sunnyside year end awards 
for participation. 

13.​ Any class with excessive entries may be split.  The top six (6) exhibitors in each of the split classes may be called back to compete against each other 
in a final class at the Judges discretion. 

14.​ Schooling over obstacles is permitted only during schooling rounds. All other schooling over obstacles is permitted only within clearly identified 
areas and only at time designated by the show management. Any humane training equipment is allowed when schooling.  No points or awards will 
be given. Regular fees apply.  

15.​ No refunds except in the case of injury to horse or rider. 
16.​ Any horse or person whose behavior poses a danger to other horses or exhibitors will be excused from the show ring and/or SSC grounds at the 

discretion of the judge/show management.  No fees will be refunded. 
17.​ Judge/show management have the right to excuse any exhibitor for cruelty or abuse to any horse.  No fees will be refunded. 
18.​ Judges/show management have the right to excuse any horse with obvious lameness. 
19.​ No foul or derogatory language will be tolerated. 

20.​ Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times.​
