Lill: Alec, I vote for you. Since unlike Fiore, you are an adult. You should behave better. To be fair, she 

should too but anyway.

Miriam: So, no penalty then. 

Jensen: Not unless Alec returns and makes the final. 

Miriam: Drat. What was the point in all this then?
