Dear ,

| am writing you with my deepest concern for the recent shooting of Rodney Levi by RCMP in
Sunny Corner, NB.

This is the second murder of an Indigenous person this month by an officer of the law in New
Brunswick. Chantel Moore was recently mourned by her family, her child, and the broader
community, after she was shot by an Edmunston, NB, police officer.

It is absolutely devastating to see ongoing, systemic, racist violence be committed against
Indigenous peoples by those in power. Assembly of First Nations National Chief Perry
Bellegarde called for a complete overhaul of the policing system in Canada today, saying: "This
pattern is too systemic, too much violence, too much people getting hurt and too much people
ending up dead, and it doesn't have to be that way" (source: AEN national chief calls for

overhaul of policing in Canada).

It is difficult to have hope for our government to make real change when too often the authorities
of this country not only do not increase the safety of Indigenous individuals, but in fact,
contribute to the violence against them.

In response to the findings of the inquiry into MMIWG, the federal government has invested
money in commemoration and support services for survivors, but we the people also want
preventative and effective change now. How many more lives must we lose?

The federal government refers to money towards police policy review and the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police (RCMP)'s new National Investigative Standards and Practices Unit, but how are
we to trust these forces to be part of the change when they are part of the problem?

| wrote to you recently to demand justice for Chantel Moore and have heard nothing back. | am
writing to you today in hope that you will be able to tell me what concrete action you will be
taking in solidarity with Chantel Moore, Rodney Levi, and countless others who have lost their
lives to the racism of our police forces and RCMP. We must prevent future deaths like these.
