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Delong Director | Hello everyone, let’s see a video that introduces our
f#5E 4T B | school. Delong has 11 classes, there 193 ss in our school.

We have one FET, and one English teacher has B2 level
in English. Our school focuses on PE class. Miss Olo will
come to our school on Monday and Friday. Besides PE
class, she also helped us to hold some school activities.

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First, thank you for coming, I usually have my students
call me Olo and some of them call me Oreo, I'm going to
be doing a PE class today and today's learning objective,
what they need to pay attention to is body coordination.
We will have the students throw the ball, catch the ball,
and they will have to concentrate on these activities
because you have to be aware of your surroundings while
throwing the ball. There are also some basic movements
that they need to be very familiar with, like catching the
ball. As for the students' abilities, they are quite different.
So I'll use games to get them to do it so they can
understand it more quickly. I repeat the words to make
sure they understand even if they have different English
skills. Some students are really bad at English, but they
are really willing to learn. Even when they don't
understand, they are still very attentive and serious about
listening. Even when I ask them to do a demo and they
don't understand it, they still want to try it from the
bottom of their hearts. Even if they don't understand
English, I can still see that they can understand me.
That's really great. So besides the basic dropping and
picking up, the most important thing is for them to train
their body coordination and to be aware of their
surroundings.

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I love your name! I think it's great that you have a small
class size with only six students because it allows you to
really focus on your class. My classes are usually 22-25
students. The good thing about small classes is that they
take the class seriously. I think your classroom
management is very, very good, the lesson plans are
awesome, and your games are adorable. I also like the
conclusion where you ask them what you learned today, I
think that's super important and I think I learned it today.
I have a few suggestions, some of the words are harder
for them, I think we can consider using very simple
words, they can absorb it faster. Because they may be
able to understand it in the end, but the simple words will
help them get into the situation faster. I don't know their
English level, so this is just my suggestion. At the
beginning of your game you say "In" but at the end you
omit "out" and you just tell them to start shooting the ball
and they might be a little confused. It's important that
your program allows them to practice listening, but I
think you can have them repeat the whole sentence,
which is also a kind of oral practice. I'm thinking of ways
to give them more opportunities to speak orally, and
maybe you could ask the students to lead the game
themselves. Maybe they could try it this week? I really
enjoyed your lesson, thanks!

Some kids are not really good at the game but Tr kinda
takes care of that part. I think it is great that teachers can
notice this small detail to boost kids' confidence. Even
though there are only seven kids but they are really
engaged the class. Some kids are not really understood
the class object but the teacher can find out the prob real
fast and discuss w the co teacher.

Although you only have 7 students, they can all respond
to your question, that’s what I thought it’s perfect. |
noticed that the boy in white T-shirt is the best one,
because some ss can’t understand the meaning so
quickly, maybe you can ask the ss to throw the ball. In
the last 20 mins, I love your reflection, you will review
the verb and all the activities, like clap, you make them
focus. That's good!

I think the
most challenging thing is for kids to fully understand the
whole class but she conduct the class review at the very
end . I think it was not a hard class and it was a very
good class.
