To the President of the United States of America

The appeal regarding the revival of the reputation of the Azov Regiment and
the extraction of the military garrison from Mariupol

The United States of America is a country for which democracy and freedom of
expression are the greatest values. The same country is Ukraine — precisely for
democracy, for freedom and the values of the Western world — Ukrainians are fighting on



their territory today. When we were kids, we used to admire American films where Navy
SEALs save people from the arbitrariness of dictators, where presidents protect nations.
Today it has become a reality — you are defending Ukrainians, and Ukrainians are fighting
for a free world.

Dictators and totalitarian regimes often misuse democracy and freedom. That is how
Russians have been using their agenda in Western countries — about bad democracy,
about weak Ukraine, about the Nazis in power for years. Today, the whole world has
become convinced that the situation is exactly the opposite — Ukrainians are strong,
Ukrainians are defending democracy, and there are extremely few supporters of right-wing
ideologies among Ukrainians.

Unfortunately, nowadays, these stereotypes exist in Western media, and based on
them, restrictions are often imposed on reporting on events in Ukraine. For example, the
META company still vetoes the mention of the Ukrainian Azov regiment, since Russian
propagandists imposed the idea that this regiment adheres to right-wing views for years.

But the Ukrainian soldiers who are heroically fighting under constant artillery fire and
bombs in Mariupol today — the Azov regiment have never, ever been right-wing, left-wing,
or of any other ideology. These are the Ukrainian military, whose task is to protect the
country, as the Navy SEALs protect the United States.

“We welcome representatives of all nations and races to our ranks provided that they
are wiling to fight for the peoples of Ukraine” — said Andriy Biletskyi, the founder and the
first commander of the Azov regiment, at one of the conferences.

Mr. President, we, the representatives of Ukraine, ask you to use your authority, your
commitment to democracy, your commitment to human freedoms — and help us publicly
call on the media and corporations (Facebook, Instagram, etc) to get rid of propaganda
clichés about the Ukrainian military. Due to numerous prohibitions, we cannot inform the
world about the events taking place, we cannot mention certain words (for example, the
name of the unit "Azov"), we cannot use the most natural freedom — freedom of speech.
At the same time, this freedom is distorted by one of the most totalitarian regimes in
history — Vladimir Putin's regime.

We ask you to help the military garrison of Mariupol and facilitate the “extraction” process
with the accompaniment of your best military men. Only true heroes can rescue our
heroes.

We believe that the famous Dunkirk evacuation, well-known as Dynamo in 1940, is
possible to accomplish in the 21st century, and we dream of seeing the high expertise of
the united international forces to save the wounded and exhausted with the constant
shelling heroes of Mariupol! We are sure that this masterful military operation will go down
in the world history and inspire future generations!
