●​ If parents want their students to refrain from buying snacks, they can email us to place 
restrictions on the account. For example, "no snacks at all" OR "snacks can be 
purchased on Friday only."  

●​ These snacks/ice cream offerings are NOT the same as those in the grocery store. 
They are specifically made for K-12 schools and follow strict ingredient guidelines.  

●​ These snacks and ice cream are on the A-List and approved for schools. It is available 
for anyone to view.
