If you are a practising Catholic you will need to obtain a Certificate of Catholic Practice from your Parish Priest.
Please see your Parish newsletter for details of how to make an appointment.

If your child is a baptised Catholic, but you do not attend mass weekly you may not be able to obtain a Certificate
of Catholic Practice and your child’s application will be considered in category 3 or 4 depending where you live.
The School will use the Oversubscription Criteria on the Admissions Policy should there be more applicants than
the nursery is able to cater for.
