Workshop presenters provide a one-off presentation or double workshop on a single topic, for
example: self-defence, zine-making, screen-printing, dance or body movement, theatre sports,
confidence and positivity, meditation, or other topics. The main aim of workshops is to support
empowerment and confidence for our campers, and be age-appropriate and align with our
values.

We have 2 slots to choose from: a 40 minute presentation in the morning, or 2 x 90 minute
workshops in the afternoon (our younger and older groups rotate between the afternoon
workshop and band practice). You will only be able to do one of these slots, once during the
week.

Duties

e Provide a presentation or workshop on the agreed topic within the allotted time frame,
that aligns with Girls Rock! values

e Demonstrate and model positive behaviour and language towards other campers and
Girls Rock! staff

e Identify, celebrate and build on achievements

Essential skills and attributes

Confident, kind, positive, cheerful, patient

Aligned with Girls Rock! values and aims

Able to keep to the allotted time slot

Able to seek support and clarification where needed

Experience

e Knowledgeable about and experienced in the topic about which you are presenting
e Experience presenting information to children and young people desirable but not
essential

Requirements

e Must have a Working With Children Check that is valid for the entirety of the program
e Must adhere to the Girls Rock! Adelaide Code of Conduct

and is safe, inclusive and appropriate

e Ensure your workshop is empowering, encouraging and provides opportunities for growth
and positive reinforcement
