On September 16, 2022, 22-year-old Mahsa Amini from northwest Iran, was killed in 
police custody after allegedly violating Iran’s dress code which requires women to wear a 
hijab or headscarf. This has led to protests and attacks all throughout Iran which have 
caused authorities to block the internet for the people of Iran. This injustice is not one 
that your California State University, East Bay ASI will stand by. Our hearts are with the 
family of Mahsa Amini and the families which have been affected by the ongoing 
regulations and protests.  
 
ASI recognizes the amount of uncertainty and helplessness our students may feel at a 
time like this.
