As a general rule, you should always ask for consent before publishing a photo. This is 
enshrined in the Copyright Act. However, in some cases, consent is not necessary. Section § 
104 of the Copyright Act deals with the 5 exceptions. 
 
The depiction has current and public interest 
 
If the case has current and public interest, images can be published without consent as long as 
the images are used in certain contexts. In other words, you cannot use one of your images 
from a news story to illustrate an article about something else on your blog. Celebrities, 
politicians, and other famous personalities are considered "people of current and public 
interest," and pictures of them can be freely published without consent. 
 
The depiction of the person is less important than the main content of the image 
 
You photograph the prime minister outdoors and include a tourist in the background. This 
person will have protection against being depicted, but because the focus is on the prime 
minister, the tourist is considered less important in the motif, and consent is therefore not 
necessary. 
 
The image depicts gatherings, public processions, or circumstances or events of public 
interest 
 
If you are depicted in a May 17th parade, a demonstration, at a soccer match, or other public 
event, you cannot object to publication. It is common to take pictures at such events, and 
participation is voluntary. The images can therefore be published without consent as long as 
they are used in certain contexts, and as long as they do not have a clear focus on a person. 
 
A copy of the image is displayed in the usual way as an advertisement for the 
photographer's business, and the depicted person does not prohibit it 
 
Photographers can freely use their own images without consent as advertising for their 
business. However, many choose to have customers sign a consent form for security reasons, 
as the legal text gives the depicted person the opportunity to prohibit it. 
 
The image is used as referred to in § 33 second paragraph or § 37 third paragraph 
 
§ 33 second paragraph: "(...) works can be used in connection with police crime prevention, as 
evidence, or in the handling of patent law, design law and trademark law cases." 
 
§ 37 third paragraph: "Published person images in the form of photographic works can be 
reproduced in text of biographical content for payment." 
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The protection applies during the depicted person's lifetime and 15 years after the end of the 
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​
 

Sharing of pictures 

 

When you are going to publish or share pictures or videos where people 
are the subject, you must consider whether what you are doing is legal. As 
a general rule, it can be wise to always ask for consent first. 

 

If there is a conflict, it is the person who has shared the pictures or video 
who must prove that valid consent has really been given. 

 

Pictures or videos of people 

Pictures showing one or more specific people, in other words, pictures 
where the individual people are the main subject, are also called portrait 
pictures. If you want to publish such pictures on the internet or share them 
with others (even in closed groups), you must have consent from the 
person(s) depicted before the picture is published. This applies during the 
person's lifetime and 15 years after the end of the person's year of death. 
This also applies to film/video, and it applies whether you have taken the 
pictures yourself or are just forwarding them. 
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If it concerns pictures of children or other people who cannot give valid 
consent themselves, consent must be given by their parents or guardians. 

 

Class pictures are also defined as portrait pictures since the people are the 
main subject. If a school wants to publish class pictures on their website, 
this can only be done if approved consent has been obtained.

Consent must be obtained before the picture or video is shared. 

This means that you should inform the person(s) depicted about how and 
where the picture or video will be used, and they must give their explicit 
consent to the specific use. It is important to be clear about the purpose 
and extent of the use of the pictures or videos to avoid misunderstandings. 

 

If you plan to use the pictures or videos for commercial purposes, such as 
advertising, you may need additional consent or permission from the 
person(s) depicted. In some cases, you may also need to obtain 
permission or licenses from other parties, such as the owner of a trademark 
or copyrighted material. 

 

It is also important to consider the context in which the pictures or videos 
are being shared. Sharing personal or sensitive information without the 
person's consent can be a violation of their privacy rights, and may have 
legal consequences. 
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In summary, when sharing pictures or videos of people, always consider 
their rights to privacy and obtain their explicit consent before sharing. It is 
better to err on the side of caution and obtain consent, rather than risk 
violating someone's rights.

Section 104. The right to one's own image 
A photograph that portrays a person may not be reproduced or publicly displayed without the 
consent of the person portrayed, except when: 
 
a. The portrayal has current and general interest 
b. The portrayal of the person is less important than the main content of the image 
c. The image portrays gatherings, processions in public places, or circumstances or events of 
general interest 
d. Copies of the portrayal are displayed in the usual manner as advertising for the 
photographer's business, and the person portrayed does not object, or 
e. The image is used as referred to in section 33, second paragraph, or section 37, third 
paragraph.

"Privacy is, in principle, a right we all have. Privacy means that you have the 
right to a private life and to control your own personal information. You should 
be able to decide which information about yourself you want to share, and 
with whom. At the same time, there are several exceptions to the rule. 

 

Matters of public interest 

Sometimes, privacy must give way because it is right and important to make 
certain aspects of a matter publicly known. The information is then 
considered essential and relevant to society. The consideration for individuals' 
privacy comes second in such cases.

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For example, if the prime minister receives a speeding ticket on vacation, 
journalists can report on it even though it happened in a private capacity. 
Whether the prime minister is law-abiding or not is something that may 
concern voters and is of public interest (Ødegård and Hobæk, 2008, p. 412)."
