Annotated Bibliography
Purpose: An annotated bibliography gets you started with your research, helps you choose useful sources, and allows you to think about how your sources will fit into your argument.

Directions:
· Choose 5 sources relevant to your topic
· At least 2 sources must be peer-reviewed, scholarly journal articles   (Select the number and type/mix of sources you require)
· All sources must be credible 
· All sources must help you build an argument on your topic
· Read each source
· Cite each source in APA style.  (indicate citation style)
· Under each citation, you will provide a one paragraph annotation that does the following: (choose any or all of 3 following elements and annotation length)
· summarizes the main argument of the source – what it is about?
· evaluate the credibility of the source – what about the author, publication, etc. makes you believe this source is credible?
· Reflects upon the usefulness of the source – how is this source relevant or helpful to your research project?  What did you learn about your topic from this source?  Did it change your thoughts about the topic?
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
