Black History Month is an annual celebration of achievements by African Americans and
a time for recognizing their central role in U.S. history. Also known as African American
History Month, the event grew out of “Negro History Week,” the brainchild of noted
historian Carter G. Woodson and other prominent African Americans. Since 1976, every
U.S. president has officially designated the month of February as Black History Month.
Today we will celebrate the achievements of: Morehouse College

Morehouse College, a private historically Black men’s liberal arts college in Atlanta, was
founded on February 14, 1867, as Augusta Institute. The school relocated from
Augusta, Georgia, to Atlanta in 1879 and in 1919 became Morehouse College. In the
first part of the 20th century, Morehouse, along with Spelman College, also in Atlanta,
were symbols of hope and inspiration to Southern African Americans and, over time,
had a profound effect on the quality of leadership in Atlanta’s Black community.
Morehouse produced many influential alumni, including Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.,
Julian Bond, Maynard Jackson, Spike Lee, Samuel L. Jackson, Edwin Moses, former
Surgeon General David Satcher, and Dr. Louis W. Sullivan, who served as Secretary of
Health and Human Services under President George H.W. Bush in 1989.
